Dr. Gates has written three oth-
er articles on Cooper's works. The 

Jinn, published in December, 1950, 
was entitled.

"Cooper's The Crater and Two Ex-
plorers" was published in Ameri-
can Literature. May 1951. Modern 
Language Notes - , January 1932, 
contained Dr. Gates' paper entitled, 
"Cooper and Robinson Crusoe." 

To Speak at Denton Meeting 
Dr. Gates will present a paper 

called "Sources and Creativity: 
The Case for Cooper" at a meeting 
of the South Central Modern Lan-
guage Association in Denton Oct. 
31 and Nov. 1. 

When asked if he is considered 
an authority on Cooper, Dr. Gates 
modestly said no, and he named 
the two men who would be con-
sidered authorities: Dr. Howard 
Mumford Jones of Harvard, and 
Robert E. Spillan of the University 
of Pennsylvania.

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Previous to May 3, 1940, a Tech 
student could call a Lubbock po-
liceman almost anything to hislace 
and get away with—that is, as 
long as the student was on the 
campus. After that date, Tech 
was included in the Lubbock city 
limits. , 

The campus was incorporated in-
to the city limits in order to re-
ceive better police and fire pro-
tection. While outside the city 
police jurisdiction, many Lubbock 
laws were broken much to the 
dismay of the Hub city's gen-
darmes. They were powerless to do 
anything. 

School authorities estimate that 
the move saves 91,000 per year in 
fire premium rates alone. 

Though the change was made in 
1940, Tech was not included in 
census reports until 1950. 

Dr. Clifford B. Jones, Tech's 
fourth president, was largely re-
sponsible for making Tech a part 
of the city of Lubbock.

Pioneer spirit. along with sturdy 
shoes and an early start, were re-
quirements for Techsans walking 
to class in 1925. 

Students then lived in boarding 
houses around Lubbock. Small but 
well-supervised quarters, t hey 
were located in a restricted area 
of the town. Broadway was the 
dividing line, putting women on 
the south and men on the north. 

Although the males had their 
usual freedom, the flappers of the 
age were considered "fast" when 
they had their alloted three dates 
per week. 

Changes came in 1934 with the 
construction of Doak and West 
halls on the campus. These "homes 
away from home" were lacking 
lights, silverware, showers, win 
dow shades and beds when the 
first residents arrived. 

Food, too, was a problem. Con-
quering the problem of no cooking 
utensils, an ingenious cook scram-
bled eggs with a paddle whittled 
from the top of an egg crate and 
served the mass on paper plates. 

What about privacy? The medi-
cine chests in the dorm rooms 
were slow in arriving; so neigh-
bors could communicate with each 
other through the hole in the 
wall. 

Students apparently liked dorm 
life anyway—even if it cost them 
522.50 for room and board. 

Crowded conditions forced the 
construction of Sneed and Drone 
halls in 1939 and 1941, respect-
ively.

Capitalizing on the punting and 
passing of stunning quarterback 
Dick Shinault, a fighting band of 
Texas Western Miners took their 
first victory over the Red Raiders 
in 13 years by a decisive score of 
20-14. 

-  Although the statistics actually 
favored the Techsans, the inspired 
Miners lead as the final gun sound-
ed. Tech gained 410 yards and 21 
first downs as compared to 378 
yards -  gained and 17 first downs 
by the Miners. 

IS the final minutes of the first 
quarter, Texas Western took the 
ball on the Tech 34. Five plays 
later. Shinaut passed to End John 
Birknead in the right end zone 
for the initial tally of the game. 
Minutes later, in the second quar-
ter, Tackle Dave Brown recovered 
a Miner fumble for Tech on the 
Miner 35. On the first play Quar-
terback James Odom passed to 
Don "Skeeter" Lewis on the 30 
and Lewis raced the distance to 
the goal. Jack Kirkpatrick added 
his tenth conversion of the season 
and set the score 7-6. 

The bedlam in the Tech stands 
Was shortlived, however, for the 
Orediggers took the kick-off on 
their own 20 and marched 80 
yards in eight plays to rack up 
six mote points, plus a conversion, 
A Tech rebound was. broken up on 
the Miner 10 when Halfback John 
Howle recovered a Raider fumble. 
Six plays later, Shinaut passed to 
End Gene Odell for 25 yards and 
a  td. 

The Raiders started the second 
half with a 51-yard run, by Bobby 
Cavazos. who displayed his all-
conference ability Saturday after 
three weeks of limited playing. 
Cavazos went over the goal line, 
but officials ruled that he had 
stepped out of bounds on the 19. 
Tech drove to the 10, but again 
lost the ball on a fumble. 

Late in the third quarter, End 
Billy Wright blocked a Shinaut 
punt, and End Ken Kummer re-
covered for Tech on the Miner 43. 
The Raiders, playing heads-up 
second half ball, drove across to 
score the second and last Tech 
touchdown of the evening.

Professor Writes 
On Water Power 

"Water Power In Arid Regions" 
is the title of an article by Dr. 
George A, Whetstone, associate 
professor of civil engineering, in 
theSeptember issue of The South-
westerner. 

This was the first of a three-
part series which will appear in 
successive months. The articles 
will go into a book being written 
by Dr. Whetstone. 

Two points discussed in the first 
article are the seasonal industry 
and steam standby.• Comparing 
horsepower as to seasons, he used 
as an example the Servoz power-
plant its France, which in the sum-
mer has' power available at the 
turbine shaft of 4,560 horsepower, 
and a winter available of 2,280 
horsepower. Calling steam the 
"ancestor of the modern intercon-
nected combined hydro - thernial 
system • " Dr. Whetstone states that 
the cost of installation must be 
considered before a plant is be-
gun with a certain type of power-
system. 

Dr. Whetstone graduated from 
the University of Washington in 

Approximately 1,500 educational 
films are now available to 50,000

The films include topics of a 
general educational nature and 
are available to Tech organizations 
and classes. A projection room in 
L11 is under construction and soon 
will be ready for use, says Mr. 
McCarty. Groups using the room 
at night swill have to furnish their 
own projectionist. 

Member Schools Assessed 
The West Texas Audio-Visual 

services were started Aug. 18; and 
assistance to member schools be-
gan Sept. 20. Each school district 
pays 50 cents per student per year 
on the basis of the last scholastic 
census. The money is used to build 
and operate the film library. 

A board of directors of seven 
members and the director oper-
ate the enterprise, Tech has one 
member on the board every year. 
Dr. George Mecham, education 
professor, is Tech's present repre-
sentative. The other six members 
are elected from the superinten-
dents of the member school dis-
tricts. Nat Williams, superinten-
dent of Lubbock schools, is chair.. 
man of the board. 

Two Board Advisors• 
Dr. John S. Carroll, head of the 

department of education, and Dr. 
Horace C. Hartsell, director of the 
audio-visual section of education, 
are advisors to the board of direc-
tors for the library. 

Services of the cooperative are 
not rented. They are available to 
member schools only.
