Lt. George H. O'Brien, Jr. Will Receive' Dean Allen Lauds 
Nation's Highest Award for Battle Action APO Activities 

For "indomitable determination to go to the aid of a wounded 
Marine. and valiant fighting spirit" in Ko-

rea, Marine Second Lt. George H. 
O'Brien, Jr., has become the first 
known Texas Tech ex to receive 
the Congressional Medal of Honor. 
President Eisenhower awarded the 
Medal to O'Brien on Aug. 17, wit 
thepresentation to oe made at a 
later date. 

According to the Texas Techsan, 
Tech ex-student magazine, O'-
Brien, a 1950 graduate of Tech, 
was cited for leading an attack on 
a hill in Korea last Oct. 27. Al-
though shot through the arm and 
knocked down several times by 
grenade concussions, the Marine 
lieutenant refused medical aid for 
nearly four hours and led the as-
sault then remained to cover the 
withdrawal of his troops when the 
attack ended. 

Learns of Award 

O'Brien did not learn until his 
ship docked in California on Aug. 
23 that he had been awarded the 
Medal of Honor. At that time he 
was starting home for a 15-day 
furlough, and his first look at his 
son Michael. The O'Briens also 
have a' three-year-old daughter. 
He will be attached to the Marine 
Corns barracks in Corpus Christi 
after his furlough. 

O'Brien enlisted in the Marine 
Corps Reserve in 1947 while at-
tending Tech. He was an oil geol-
ogist with an oil refining company 
before he was called into service. 
During World War II he served in 
the Merchant Marine. 

Citation Read 

The citation for the Medal of 
Honor winner read: 

"With his platoon subject to an 
intense mortar and artillery bom-
bardment while preparing to as-
sault a vitally important hill posi-
tion on the main line of resistance 
which had been overrun by a 
numerically superior enemy force 
on the preceding night, 2nd Lt. 
O'Brien leaped from his trench 
when the attack signal was given 
and, shouting for his men to fol-
low, raced across an exposed 
saddle and up the enemy-held hill 
through a virtual hail of deadly 
small arm, artillery: and mortar 
fire. 

"Although shot through the arm 
and thrown to the ground by 
hostile automatic weapons fire as 
he neared the well-entrenched 
enemy position, he bravely regain-
ed his feet, waved his men onward 
and continued to spearhead the 
assault, pausing only long enough 

Enemy at'Close Range 

"Encountering the enemy at 
close range, he proceeeded to hurl 
hand grenades into the bunkers 
and, utilizing his carbine to the 
best advantage in savage hand-to- 
hand combat, succeeded ill killing 
at least three of the enemy. Struck 
down by the concussions of gre-
nades on three occassions during 
the subsequent action, he stead-
fastly refused to be evacuated 1 ,-,  

medical treatm,::it and contin:, . 
to lead his platoon in the assu,, 
for a period of nearly four h., 
repeatedly encouraging his ni 
and maintaining superb direct,u 
of the unit. 

"With the attack halted, he set 
up a defense with his remaining 
forces to prepare for a counter-
attack, personally checking each 
position, attending to the wound-
ed, and expediting their evacua-
tion. When a relief of the position 
was affected by another unit, he 
remained to cover the withdrawal 
and to assure that no wounded 
were left behind. 

"By this exceptionally daring 
and forceful leadership in the face 
of overwhelming odds, Lt. O'Brien 
served as a constant source of in-
spiration to all who observed him 
and was greatly instrumental in 
the recapture of a strategic posi-
tion on the main line of resistance. 
His indomitable determinations and 
valiant fighting spirit reflect the 
highest credit upon himself and 
enhance the finest tradition of the 
United States Marine Corps."
