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Raiders Get Another Title 
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A very important announcement concerning traffic and 
parking rules is contained below. It should be read by every 
student who drives a car on the campus for it is an official 
announcement of college policy. 

The rules include: 111 Warning, (21 final warning, and 
(31 loss of car use. They are clear and they are definite—
three 'strikes' and the car is out. This loss of privilege of 
driving the car on-campus will continue for at least the re-
mainder of the semester. 

The fall semester of this year provided a trial run of 
the new parking-on-an-assigned-lot plan. On the whole, it 
has worked quite well except for repeated -violations by some 
two and six-tenths per cent of the student body. 

This small group is not entitled to special privileges. 
Hence the more strict regulations. Those who have been 
complying will not be inconvenienced; in fact, they will be 
helped. Those who repeatedly violate traffic and/or park-
ing rules deserve only a quick facing of the consequences. 
There are several reasons for this viewpoint: 

1. We saw the results of no rules—confusion beyond 
reason. Something had to be done. 

2. The new parking plan is the best that has been devised 
to date and is in use at some other institutions where they 
are fortunate enough to have space for parking lots. 

3. While it is true that everyone cannot secure an 
assignment every time to the lot he most desires, still he 
should average out reasonably well over four years with new 

assignments each semester. 

4 Even in the strictness of the handling of violations. 
there will be opportunity for one who has received a ticket 
to explain and all explanations of merit will be taken into 

account. 

The smooth operation of traffic and orderly parking 

on  the Tech campus is a problem for all of us to share. 
I am grateful to everyone who has been helpfully sharing 
by complying with the necessary rules and am looking 
forward to the day when the same gratitude can be ex-

pressed to all Tech students.

Platforms for candidates in the 
coming spring elections were the 
topic for discussion in a recent 
bull-type session around a table 
in the Union Building.

so to speak? 

From The Toreador's files we 
have exhumed an election issue 
several years back, assuming that 
none of the candidates of that day 
are still with  us  and that we can 
be objective about the campaigns 
carried on in that almost-for-
gotten time. 

Taking the nominees for cheer-
leader first, we note that only 
one of the five candidates stated 
a  specific aim: the use of flash-
card stunts at football games. 
(The candidate was defeated at 
the polls and only in recent sea-
sons have the stunts been carried 
out.) The others on the slate 
most advocated "increased 
school spirit." 

In the  race  for representatives 
from the Division of Home Eco-
nomics, the platform statements 
went something like: "I will back 
all issues that will benefit the 
campus," "I will represent the di-
vision to the best of my ability," 
"I will  Ise  conscientious." Only 
specific aim stated by the girls 
was a desire to institute a traffic 
court. 

"I would like to create more in-
terest among engineers in student 
government" was the platform of 
another candidate that spring. One 
of his opponents advocated more 
grass on campus.

The listing of those platforms 
could go  on  and on. It is enough 
to say that there were then about 
as  many vague platforms  as  there 
were specific ones; and a check of 
the records shows that the major-
ity of the victors in the ballot-
ing  came  neither from the groups 
with generalized aims or from 
those with specific goals. The 
greatest number of candidates 
elected were those who released 
no statement of platform for pub-
lication. 

But that was long ago. Interest 
in politics has increased in the 
past years and  it  would hardly 
be advisable for one of this 
spring's nominees to fail to make 
his political views known. Tech-
sans, in short, are giving more 
serious consideration to the per-
sons they elect. 

The question still remains: 
Should the candidate's platform 
advocate an increase in school 
spirit or more pencil sharpeners 
in classrooms? 

Neither extreme  is  the answer. 
The best platform this spring—
meaning the  one  most informative 
and convincing to the voters—will 
contain both a general statement 
of the nominee's political beliefs 
and  a  list of the reforms or in-
novations that he will attempt to 
effect during his term of office.

certain new and very important regulations will become 
effective Monday, March 8, 1954. Every driver must familiar-
ize himself with the following regulations: 

1. The owner of the automobile will be held responsible 
for the safe operation and proper parking of his auto-
mobile regardless of who may be the driver. 

2. Upon receipt of one Ili ticket, issued either by Texas 
Tech or by the City of Lubbock for either a traffic or 
a parking violation on the campus, the student will 

receive a warning. 

3. Upon receipt of two (2) tickets, the student will re-

ceive a final warning. 

4. If the student receives a ticket after his final warning, 
he will lose the privilege of driving his automobile 
on the campus for at least the remainder of the 

semester. 

5. The student who has received no more than 5 tickets 
since September 15, 1953, will be considered as 
having had no tickets as of March 8, 1954. 

6. The student who has received 6 but not more than 
10 tickets since September 15, 1953, will be considered 
as already having 1 ticket for this semester. 

7. The student who has received 11 or more tickets 
since September, 1953, will be considered as already 
having 2 tickets for this semester.

Unique Folk Culture 
Once a war-like race, the Bas-

ques are better known today as 
a peaceful people: as fishermen, 
miners, and small landholders. 
They have resisted assimilation 
by clinging to a unique folk cul-
ture. different entirely from all 
others and charged with an almost 
incredible vitality. 

Euzkadi audiences see a per-
formance of these colorful people 
in a production that is novel. No 
orthodox program format is fol-
lowed. Unforgettable music, 
dances and costumes are combin-
ed into a pageant of varied as-
pects of Basque life. 

Internationally Known Director 
Much of Euzkadi's success can 

be credited to the talents of its 
director, Juan Onatibia, who has 
an international reputation as an 
authority on the folklore of the
