Formby was swept into office in 
one of the greatest landslides ever 
registered by the student setters of 
Texas Tech. Formby received a to-
tal of 623 votes as compared to 195 

 for Robert Huff and 111 for Tom 
V. Watson. 

Makes Statement 
When notified of his victory, 

Formby gave the following state-
ment to the press: 

"You ran tell my friend. that I 
am grateful for their kind support. 
Little did I dream that my victory 
would be so overwhelming. In par-
ticular. I wish to thank both "Red" 
and "Tommy." my two opponents, 
for conductirg good, clean. cam-
paigns. They were gentlemen all the 
way through the weeks of election-
eering. With the help of all stu-
dents Interested in newspaper work 
I am sure that next year will be a 
banner year for the Toreador."

Formby was all smiles as dozens 

of friends flocked to his room to 
congratulate him Tuesday night. 
To each he expressed 111s humble 
thanks—thanks that came from his 
heart that wanted to cry and yet 
wanted to smile. Probably no victor 
ever realized the value of whole- 
some friendship more than did 
Formby when the hundreds of 
phone calls, telegrams, and mes- 
sages of congratulations began 
pouring m to Formby headquarters.

Book Is Decidedly Original 
And Is Reminiscent Of West 
Texas History; Cost Repre-
sents Thousands 

La Ventana, annual of Texas 
Technological college, Is soon to be 
off the press and ready for distri-
bution, according to F. M. Coker, 
business manager. Although It is 
no larger than previous editions, 
it contains double the amount of 
material, and has for the first 
time given the beauties, eight in 
number, full-page cuts. 

This annual represents a total 
expenditure of $7500. By bargain-
ing for a flat price on engraving, 
a low bid of psoo secured the work 
that formerly has amounted to $4,-
000 in cost. Account of this tact, 
La Ventana will have the finest 
engraving ever, this rear. 

Is Original 
Decidedly original and reverently 

reminiscent of the history of West 
Texas, interpolations both unique 
and symbolical have been uhd 
throughout the book. 

The name "La Ventane" is Span-
ish for "The Window." Through 
this 'window' the reader peers and 
sees cleverly re-enacted on paper 
outstanding scenes along the old 
Chisholm Trail. The adrentares of 
this trait lend themselves unusually 
well to the comparative and to the 
symbolic treatment made of them 
In the annual. 

The first end-page is a sketch 
of cattle being driven along the 
trails, followed by cowboys moving 
ahead toward a vision in the fu-
ture which we recognize to be the 
outline of the great college, Texas 
Tech. The last end-page empha-
sizes the accomplishment of this 

with the buildings of the 
college In strong relief, and in the 
distance. fading from sight, the 
cattle herds and the cowboys. 

Dedicated in Sections 
The book itself, Is not dedi-

cated, but each section Is. To whom 
dedicated remains a secret not to 
be known until the annuals are re-
leased for distribution.

Although nearly all of the schools 
In the country are showing a de-
crease in enrollment and gradua-
tion Texas Technological still re-
mains an exception. Calamity howl-
ers and pessimists will find little or 
no ,1.15,55 In figures recently given 
out by Wm. J. Miller, dean of the 
school of Engineering concerning 
the graduating clam of that de-
partment of the college. For in the 
engineering school there are more 
students graduating this year than 
the eum total of all the previous 
years of the colleges existence. Ap-
proximately 40 students Mil receive 
degrees from the various depart-
ments of the school of engineering 
this year. This is an increase of 
about 100 per cent over the total 
graduating last year. 

In 192& the engineering depart-
ment conferred their first degree 
when 4 students graduated. In 1929, 
IS students received degrees and in 
1030 there were 21 graduates. The 
growth in the number of graduates 
states Dean Miller, is an index to 
the real growth and development of 
the actictol of enaineering.

New Catalogue To

"The depression which is now af-
fecting conditions of industry the 
world over will no doubt delay the 
placing of graduates this year and 
It may be six months or more be-
fore they can obtain employment 
along the lines of egraneering that 
they wish to pursue. In the mean 
rime many will take up temporary 
employment , 

The employment situation for en-
gineers Is not any worse than will 
face graduates from other branches 
of the college as the depression is 
world wide and affects all lines of 
nosiness. However It is felt that 
conditions are only temporary and 
graduates can soon begin work 
along lines they would like to fol-
low,

DR. BROOKS 

The passing of Dr. S. P. Brooks, who for more than 
26 years had been president of Baylor university, is a 
loss to the state and nation, as well as to his family and 
Baylor. Accounts of his gallant fight against death by 
remaining cheerful were received daily, until he quietly 
passed into the fatal coma. Dr. Brooks knew that he had 
fought a good fight, and when he faced death he did 
so smiling. 

The university presidents last labor for Baylor was 
to sign diplomas to be presented to this year's graduating 
class. He had signed more than half of them when he 
became so weak that the doctor forbade him to con-
tinue. The half of the class that receive diplomas with 
his signature will treasure them. The other half will re-
ceive theirs under another signature, but the knowledge 
that Dr. Brooks died trying will make amends. 

The entire class will be proud that they are an 
alumnus of a university that has had the distinct honor 
of being guided through 28 years of useful service by a 
man that will be remembered for all time as one of the 
state's greatest men. 

NEARING THE GOAL LINE 

Tech will soon graduate its greatest senior class. 
Members of the class will leave their alma mater to 
scatter to all parts of the United States. A few will go 
into foreign countries in the four corners of the earth, 
Friends of years' standing will be separated by space and 
time. Yet memories of old familiar faces and well-known 
campus figures will linger in the minds of graduates—
perhaps throughout life. There is an element of tragedy 
in this parting, as in all partings. Old associations will 
never be renewed under the same conditions. 

By the law of averages, some of the graduates will 
succeed, as the world knows success. Others will fail. It 
has beer the case with other and older colleges that ar-
tificial social barriers are set up between former class-
mates after the passing of a span of years. In the past, 
however, Tech has had a wide reputation for democracy 
of spirit. Seniors, let's try to keep up that same democracy 
in connection with fellow graduates. In the future, where-
ever we are and whatever our social or financial stand-
ings may be, let the statement. "I'm a Tech grad", be 
the only thing needed to be said by an alumnus to cause 
us to greet him with a cordial and whole-hearted wel-
come.
