Beautiful Costumes 
When one thinks 01 the name 

Mexican he naturally calls to mine 
WI Wind "charro" costume which 
has beams known the world over, 
the till Milinbrero, the beautifully 
embroidered bolero jacket, the 
Skintight Simmers with their dollar-
like buttons, the Ovid sash and the 
orsusantly nixed serape, or shoulder 
threw. Many lovers of the colorful 
elOepl7 regret the rapid elk -appear-
ance of this costume, one of the 
most individual of any nation-- 
and the most romantic. 

Hato Are Feature 
The mod distinguishing feature 

of the regalia la the sombrero, often 
the means by which the wealth of 
the Modesto is rated, Just as the 
financial standing of the American 
is often nicked by the kind of car 
he drives. These hate, made of ex-
tra heavy felt In black, grey or tan, 
with their crowns from twelve to 
eighteen lathes high and their wide 
sweeeping brims, often cost as much 
as elaborately are they decorated 
with designs wrought in gold or 
silver threads and golly colored 
auks. The total weight of the hat 
and decorations often exceeds 30 
pounds. 

Spanish Origin 
The bolero, or jacket, is of Span-

kh origin and is intricately- em-
broidered with silver and gold also. 
The jacket and trousers are made 
of the finest velvet or is ember 
heavy cloth, and when worn by a 
dashing caballero they are romance 
Personified. 

The trousers', close fitting from 
the hips to the ankles, are an evolu-
tion of the knee trousers of the old 
Spanish courts, lengthened to give 
protection from the brush of the 
Mexican plains to the lower part 
of the leg of the Mexican cowboy 
who adopted the outfit which was 
later to become the riding habit of 
the country aristocrat.. Pierre Key, 
editor of "Top Notes' humorously 
suggests that the tamers are fast-
ened with "zippers" and not with 
the buttons along the legs. The 
buttons are for both ornamentation 
and use, those at the top and bot-
tom being employed to secure the 
garment to the wearer, aided by 
the brilliant sash at the waist. 

Completed By Serape 
The charro costume is completed 

by the vivid serape, originated by 
the Mexican Indian and later 
adopted by the peon as a comb-
iration poncho and blanket. With 
it, elevation into the social realm 
of Mexico the serape took on a 
new dignity. Those noses for the 
personal use of the Mexican grand-
sea are each of a different pattern 
and have worked into them the 
Die story of the wearer. They are 
as much cherished as are the great 
hats. 

Seen At Gym 
These "charm", or cowboy cost-

tomes, will be seen in the Tech 
concert of Torreblanca's Times 
Orchestra of Mexico, of each of 
the 35 members dresses In his na-
tive costume for the stage appear-
ances and on the street.

Extension' Is 

Present Tunes 
Financial Depression Steins To 

Help Rather Than Hindsr 
Work In Department Of Ex-
tension In College  

"Hard limes do not seem to have 
any effect upon correspondence and 
extension work," stated J. F. Mc-
Donald, director of Use department 
of extension, in making a compara-
tive estimate of the work done in 
that department for the last three 
years. "Our work has been grow-
ing continually, making a fair In-
crease from year to year." 

Shows Increase 
With an increase of 702 students 

In the correspondence work since 
1927 hard times seem to help rather 
than hinder this department. Dur-
ing the year 1927-28, 386 students 
were enrolled for 548 correspond-
ence courses while last year 1089 
students were enrolled for 1648 
course according to Mr. McDonald's 
records. Last month there were 97 
students enrolled for correspond-
ence courses as compared with 58 
studnt. In September, 1928. 

Out of the thirty-one depart-
ments which offered work last year 
by correspondence. education head-
ed the list with 236 students en-
rolled. The English department 
came next with 204 students . 

The government, history and 
foreign language departments came 
next with enrollments of 133, 108, 
and 101 respectively.  

Eleven Courses 
Eleven extension courses are now 

being offered as enamored with six 
this time last year, with an enroll-
ment of 173. Four of these courses 
are conducted by the education de-
partment. Dr. A. W. Evans teaches 
a clam in Amarillo; Dr. 11. F. Gatlin 
has one ID Plainview; W. P. Clement 
has one in Sudan: and J. T. Shaver 
has one in the Lubbock high school. 
Three churches, the Presbyterian, 
Methodist, and Baptist offer exten-
sion work in religion for which three 
term hours of credit may be ob-
tained.
