The 
bonfire may be e great occasion. but 
I quesaori whether the student body 
can afford to continue a practice 
which involves acts that bring the 
emphatic disapproval of the citizens 
of this community. No one, under 
any circumstances. can defend for a 
single moment thc taking of proper-
ty, no matter what its value which 
belongs to a private individual. It is 
utterly impossible to justify any 
such act. 

I ant sure that some seta were 
committed against the property of 
people who are very poor and who 
have no means of restricting their 
property. I know that If students 
had stopped to think clearly and 
honestly, they would not have been 
guilty of such conduct. The bon-
fire was entirely too big—needlessly 
so. It consumed in a few momenta 
fuel which would have kept many a 
family warm during the winter, 
which makes it almost defenceless 
on that ground It no other. I think 
it is time that the student body 
checked up on the bonfire. No cus-
tom can be justified if It places the 
institution or the student body of 
the institution in disrepute. 

Our reputation as an Institution is 
what we make it. No amount of fine, 
eportamanIllee, conduct the next day 
on the football field or in the grand 
Mend. and no amount of excellent 
teaching and training in technical 
subjects, or in Ideals of citizenship. 
can possibly off-set the violation of 
law and common decency involved 
In the taking of proerty that belongs 
to individual citizens ol our country 
who are entitled to the protection of 
the law. I earnestly plead that we 
do some serious thinking about this 
matter. I would like to know what 
the student booy thinks abort this. 
Possibly we ought to gel together 
end consider now most earnestly 
what we are going to do next year.  
At most Home-Corning celebrations, 
bonfires are not a particular part. 
As far as I am concerned. I had mi-
nim celebrate after victory than be-
fore.

Matadors Win 
Over Cowboys 
With 7-0 Count 

Dowell And Butts Star For 
Tech In Homecoming Tilt; 
Cowhands Put Up Stubborn 
Resistance

Armistice day failed to effect a 

truce between Texas Tech and Mm-
mons university and the traditional 
feud of these two rivals blazed anew 
as the Matador., gained a 7-0 ver-
dict over the Cowboys before 6.500 
homecoming fans Saturday. 

The staunch flue play of both 
teams coupled with a varied run-
ning and passing attack featured 
the melee. Doped to win by a 
wider margin, the Scarlet met with 
stubborn resistance from the Buck-
aroo forward wall. Mats and 
Ranchers battled on fairly even 
terms throughout the contest, but 
the Tech men held the upper band 
in nearly every department of play. 
Tech chalked up 185 yards from 
scrummage and 13 first downs as 
against 160 yards and nine first 
downs for the Baptists. 

The Matadors rained the air with 
long passes. spot passes, and lat-
erals to roll up 91 Yards via the 
aerial route. The Punchers' air 
raid was squelched, completing only 
one toss for eight yards. Six of the

Smart Quarterback 

By playing the full hour. calling 
a good "heads up" game, and by 
turning in a brilliant game on the 
defense, Joe Jack Pearce. Baylor 
quarterback, continued to make 
himself conspicious as a possible 
all-conference back. Pearce Is one 
of the finest passers in this cir-
cuit, is a good punter. a great ball 
carrier. and is a hard. sure tackler. 

Aubrey Stringer, sophomore half-
back, performed a feat that will 
place him in football's all time hall 
of fame when he booted that ball 
between the posts from an exceed-
ingly difficult angle in the final 
30 seconds of the game. That goal 
gave Coach Jennings his first win 
over Texas since 1926, and was 
the first score the Golden Grizzlies 
have chalked up against the Long-
horns since 1927. 

This wee. Coach Jennings Is 
pointing his charges for the Tech 
battle, though It will have no bear-
ing on the conference status of the 
Bears. The Grizzlies are expected 
to uncork a game consisting mostly 
of running plays, punctuated with 
occasional forward passes against 
the Matadors.

The opening quarter was aging
