
Council Approves Names 'Physics Show 
Of 12 Students Tuesday Plans Are Set 

For May 5, 6 Election Plans Include Use Of Three Boxes; 
Votes Are To Be Checked 

Candidates for publication of-
flees were approved by the 
members of the Student Coun-
cil at a special meeting held 
last Tuesday evening in the ad-
ministration building. There 
were 12 candidates voted on. 

Plans for the election, whicn 
will be held May 4 and 5, were 
made. It was decided that there 
will be three boxes; one in the 
administration building, the ag-
gie building, and the engineer-
ing building. Members of the 
council will be in charge of the 
boxes during the elections. 

The votes will be counted 
Friday night, May 5. A special 
list, prepared by the Mforrna- 

ton office, will be used to check 
the names of the voters. This 
1st will be made up of the stu-
dents in school for the present 
term. All ballots signed by stu-
dents who are not in school now 
will be discarded. 

In a recent meeting of the 
council, an amendment to the 
constitution was passed which 
will change the election date 
from May to the fourth week In 
February. This amendment will 
be presented to the student 
body at a convocation held some 
time in May and will go Into 
effect next year. At this con-
vocation. the student govern-
ment officers will be elected.

The Legislature Situation The sit 
uation at Austin is as follows, The 
Senate has passed an appropriation 
bill reported its committee, provid-
ing an appropriation for Texas 
Tech of $343,540.00 for each year 
of the next biennium. On last Fri-
day the House of Representatives 
passed the educational bill reported 
by Its committee with some changes, 
none of which effected this insti-
tution so far Os we know. The 
amount contained in the House Bill 
Is 1279,825.00 for each year of the 
biennial period. The House bill 
provides nothing for summer school. 
The Senate bill. as we understand 
It. does carry an appropriation for 
summer school. The appropriations 
made two years ago covering the 
summer school of 1933 were vetoed 
by the Governor. The Senate paused 
a bill providing appropriations for 
the summer school of 1933, but this 
bill failed to pees the House of Rep-
resentatives. 

The Senate bill, above refer- . 
red to. makes a reduction of 25 
Per cent in the appropriations 
of this institution. The state 
appropriation for the past fiscal 
year Is $428,300.00. The House 
appropriation bill makes a re-
duction of 34.5 per cent Within 
a few days, a Conference Com-
mittee will be appointed by the 
Senate and the House and a 
compromise bill will be reported 
back to each House, which will 
Probably pen both homes. 

Fees: No provision has Yet pass-
the Legislature changing the fees 
in state institutions.A bill has been 
debated in the House, raising the 
fees to $50.00 for in-state students 
and a Much higher sum for out-of-
state students, but the bill has not 
come to a vote yet. The state col-
leges including this one, have been, 
making earnest effort to show the 
Legislature exactly what the in-
creme In fees would mean to the 
student of these institutions. 

Change. We are living in a 
world of change. Many people 
are reluctant to give up old 
habits and old methods which 
they have pursued for years. 
Neverthelesa, changes must take 
place and as young people. we 
ought to be tolerant of con-
structive changes. It is neces-
sary, for example, that this in-
!Mutton place Itself In harmony 
with the educational system of 
the state. We most, therefore. 
adopt a semester system for the 
next year. It is necessary that 
we eliminate small classes and 
reduce the cost of teaching. 
Therefore, we must contemplate 
some definite changes in the 
catalog for n et year. Possibly 
curricula will be set op on a 
more definite required basis, es-
pecially for the freshman and 
sophomore years. This can be 
done without any injury In the 
least to the quality of the work 
done by the institution. We are 
raying to work these changes 
out on the basis of their bene-
fit both to the adminrstration 
of the institution and to the 
standard and quality of the 
work done by the institution. 
Freshman Day. The Freshman 

Class has been anxious to have a 
Freshman Day. I think class spirit 
is a fine thing to foster upon the 
campus. I would be very glad If we 
had a special day for each of the 
classes. Class spirit In good friendly 
rivalry, and in promotion of insti-
tutional spirit, is a fine thing. In 
the past, however, there have been 
some exceedingly unfortunate 
things happening on Freshman Day. 
Times have changed and such 
things cannot be tolerated In the 
future. I hope we can perfect an 
agreement or arrangement volun-
tarily on the part of the school as 
a whole to conduct such an enter-
prise on this campus without invit-
ing criticism and the needless bad 
publicity that would come if the 
things of the past were to be re-
peated. Money is too scarce for any 
one to tolerate injury to property 
and times are too hard and too dif-
dicult, bog' for student and for the 
school itself, to tolerate any un-
seemly conduct, such as has hap-
pened in the past. I hope we may 
work out a system which will be a 
Texas Technological college system, 
witheut lugging in a lot of outworn 
and objectionable features of the 
older system of college education. 

Track Meet. The Track Meet last 
Friday night was one of the finest 
I have ever seen. I am devoted to 
track athletics as one of the finest. 
cleanest and most wholesome of all 
the intercollegiate sports. It Is a 
contest of individuals. I was delight-
ed with the crowd and the interest 
displayed. I am sure every one en-
loped It and we ought all to be en-
couraged to believe that track ath-
letics can be made a permanent 
part of our whole system of physical 
education and intercollegiate con-
tests. 

Elections. I have already 
commented upon student elec-
tions, but I have one further 
word I would Rite to say on that 
subJect Not only should student 
elections be clean. democratic 
and ideal In all their setting, 
but they ought to be good edu-
cational examples. Eleetioneer-
ing ought to be fair—no unfair 
Means should be exercised. One 
of the chief faults of one whole 
system of democracy In this 
country lies in the effort to con-
trol the will of the majority by 
the one of muhine methods or

The only delegate from Texas. 
Kathleen Jennings. president-elect 
of the Tech AWS for 1933-34, return-
ed to Lubbock Monday night after 
attending a convention of the In-
tercollegiate Association of Women 
Students at Ithaca, N. Y., April 19 
to 22. inelmive. The meetings were 
held on the campus of Cornell uni- 
versity. 

The four days of the sixth bien-
nial conference were given to dis-
cussing problems concerning women 
students, their self-government. and 
ways of improving and strengthen-
ing the organizations. According to 
Miss Jennings, there were 36 col-
leges represented by 61 delegates. 
These girls were divided into dis-
cussion groups for specified sub-
jects. 

The membership of the TAWS is 
composed of senior co-educational 
colleges and universities of the 
United States that consider It 
worth while to hold annual meet-
ings designed to meet the needs of 
changing campus situations. Na-
tional conventions are held In odd 
numbered years. In the others are 
regional conferences. 

In 1934. Tech will send its dele-
gates to Tucson. Arizona. where the 
AWS of the University of Arizona 
will be hostess.

Texas Almanac 
Quotes Holden 
In Archeology 

Classifies Work On Panhandle 
Plains Most Important Of 
The Texas Fields; Foreign 
Publicity Given 

The archeology research conduct-
ed by Dr. W C. Holden, head of 
the history department, has been 
given considerable prominence by 
the 1933 Texas Almanac. This is 
the first time that the almanac 
has ever taken notice of any arch-
ecliagy wore done In the state of 
Texas. Four pages have been de-
voted to the Texas Tech archeology 
work, which they value as very im-
portant. 

The bosk classifies Dr. Holden's 
work on the Panhandle Pueblos as 
one of the most Important contri-
butions ever made to Texas arch-
eology. The article quotes freely 
from Dr. Holden's report on this 
work. 

Considerable publicity has been 
given to Dr. Holden and his work 
at Texas Tech in the Archeology 
magazines of France. Belgium, Ger-
many. and the United States. News-
papers all over the United States 
have carried full details of the Tex-
as Tech archeology work under Dr. 
Holden.

To be eligible 
to enter. students must be taking 
some physics course, must have an 
average of C In the course, and must 
ha, his experiment accepted by a 
committee of examiners. 

To Use Apparatus 
Physics department apparatus 

may be used in making the experi-
ment. The contest Is conducted to 
interest students In physics and to 
obtain new features for the show 
nailed before. Five or six freshmen 
students have already entered the 
contest and others are expected to 
enter soon. 

On May 5 the show will open at 
7 p. m. and close at 10 p. m., on 
May 6, the hours will be from I 
p. m. until 11 p. m. The demonstra-
tion will be in the physics depart-
ment in the west end of the chemis-
try building. Willard Holt. physics 
student assistant, is manager of the 
show. 

To Show Models 
A miniature refrigeration plant; 

miniature glass power plant; and a 
model of a geyser will be on display. 
Demonstrations of how water will 
run uphill. how to light cotton with 
stream of water. how to light a 
cigaret by touching with a person's 
finger are among the mystifying 
displays. A bouquet of flowers will 
be shown which disappears of Its 
own accord. 

People may weigh themselves on 
hydraulic scales free of charge. 
X-ray apparatus that will reveal the 
bones in the hand, contents of 
purses, and similar objects will be 
among the major attractions. Stu-
dents will conduct their own ex-
periments.

For the past eight years, the Tech gridiron has been 
used without any formal name. At different times, the 
field has been called Matador Field, Tech Field, and the 
Texas Tech Athletic park. Tech is a new school, tradi-
tions are lacking and the Toreador believes that it is just 
about time for the gridiron to he named formally. If 
this is done, there will be an added growth to the spirit 
and traditions of the school. 

The present athletic organization is a result of the 
interest of the late Dr. Paul W. Horn in all phases of the 
school. When the present athletic regime was installed 
in Texas Tech. Dr. Horn told the coaching staff and ath-
letic council that he was not expecting a miraculous 
change within a year or two and that they could take 
their time and build up a strong athletic organization. 
At the present time, the Tech athletic department is more 
than justifying the confidence placed in it by Dr. Horn. 

The Toreador believes that it would be a beau geste 
on the part of the Athletic Council to formally name the 
Tech gridiron, "Horn Field". Dr. Horn died just a little 
more than a year ago and except for the plaque presented 
to the school by the graduating senior class of 1932, he 
has not been properly honored except by those people 
who knew hint.

IT MAY BE FATAL! 

This is the season of the year when no one is im-
mune from two diseases—"spring fever" and "fishitis".

IS THE MASTER'S THESIS NECESSARY? 

The advisability of eliminating the Master's thesis 
is a question of much interest. The primary purpose of 
the thesis is to give the candidate a chance to seek out 
and organize new material. It is supposed to constitute 
a real contribution to knowledge, but,such is not always 
the case for varying causes. In some schools the facili-
ties for research are not of the beat; often it is necessary 
to borrow material from other institutions, and delays, 
hindrances, and other complications arise. 

But most objectionable of all is the fact that often 
the candidate is abolutely unprepared for such an ex-
tensive project. He has had no training in original re-
search nor in writing up long papers. He centers all his 
practical experience on a single exhaustive study, putting 
both himself and his supervisor at a disadvantage. Ad-
vanced research on such a large scale only uses up time 
and thought that could be more profitably devoted to 
specialized courses and to outside reading. 

Many leading colleges maintain that writing or not 
writing a thesis should be a matter of individual choice. 
depending on the student's plans for the future. At Har-
vard, for instance, comparatively short essays are written 
for several different courses. This practice in writing 
prepares the candidate for truly valuable work on his 
doctorate later on. Likewise, at Yale original results are 

It demanded, only essays, and reports. Minor pieces of 
, earch, term reports, and comparative studies enlarge 

student's field of knowledge more efficiently and 
npletely than a poorly executed research project. 

Work on a Master's degree should not be a year-long 
altmare to the candidate, to be forgotten as soon as 
mpleted; it should be an opportunity to round out his 
Awledge and ability in such a way as to prepare him 
her for a career or for further research.
