Thirty-Five Students Are Installed As Officers 
Texas Tech Holds Enrolment Record Up To Normal  

Class Officers Are Elected At 
Convocation Thursday Evening; 
Schools Have Place On Council 

Sciences And Frosh English 
G a i n; Graduate Students 
Number Forty-Five; Depart-
mental Figures Given 

The total number of students en-
rolled at Tech for the fall semester 
is 1.952. according to a report re-
ceived from the president's office 
Tuesday. This number exceeds the 
enrollment up to and including No-
vember 4, 1932. by two students. 

"The increase in fees. together 
with the fact that cotton cheeks 
were not received from the Govern-
ment until after school had opened 
for this semester, accounts for the 
fact that the institution has held 
Its own without any material gain,' 
the report stated. 

Aggles Increase 
There are 187 students enrolled 

In agriculture, against 180 a year 
ago, an increase of 101 per cent. In 
engineering. there are 370 students 
enrolled this fall, against 333 a year 
ago. or an increase of 11 4 per cent. 
In home economics, there are 196 
students, against 176 a year ago, an 
increase of 11.3 per cent. 

Reports from the department 
heads show that there is a consid-
erable increase in the number of 
students taking freshman chemistry, 
sophomore physics, and freshman 
and sophomore biology. The num-
ber of students enrolled In fresh-
Man lanslish has agar. iecreaaed. 

Credit Hour Enrolment 
After taking the credit hour en-

rolment and dividing each division 
of the institution by 15, which Is 
the method used In the surveys of 
this institution published last year, 
by the State Board of Education and 
the Legislative Committee. it is 
found that there are 198.8 full-time 
students in agriculture, 400 2 in en-
gineering, 207.4 In home economics. 
and 1225,6 in arts and sciences. The 
total number on a full-time student 
basis is 2,032.2. 

There are 925 freshmen. 583 soph-
omores. 285 juniors. and 153 seniors 
enrolled. In Agriculture. there are 
86 freshmen. 53 sophomores, 24 
Juniors. and 15 seniors. 

Department Plagues 
In engineering. there are 186 

freshmen, 87 sophomores, 53 juniors, 
and 53 seniors. In home economics. 
there are 103 freshmen. 50 sopho-
mores, 25 juniors. and 17 seniors. In 
arts and sciences, there are 550 
freshmen, 373 sophomores, 173 
juniors. and 68 seniors. 

There are 45 graduate students, 
nine in agriculture, one in engineer-
ing, one in home economics. and 35 
In arts and sciences. 

The total enrolment for last fall 
was 1.950. 

Student Embarks In Business 
With Hand Loom In Her Home 
At least one student of Texas 

Technological college has embark-
ed in business for herself with one 
of the hand looms being sponsored 
by the textile department and 
President Bradford Knapp, Miss 
Flora Goforth. arts and science 
graduate In 1931, taught school one 
year, but decided that she would 
begin the manufacture of woolen 
ties on one of Tech's hand looms. 

She took a course the past sum-
mer In the textile department in 
the operation of the loom. Now she 
Is manufacturing ties for the trade. 
So far she has found a ready mar-
ket for her product and she hopes 
to build up a good business, one 
that will be more remunerative than 
teaching school. She operates the 
loom in her home in Lubbock, and 
weaves piece goods, novelty bags. 
and women's hats as sidelines. 

Miss Fern Babcock. traveling sec-
retary of the Young Women's and 
Young Men's Christian associations 
in the southwest region, will arrive 
in Lubbock today for a three day 
visit on Tech campus. She will 
speak this afternoon to all students 
at 5 o'clock in room 202 of the ad-
ministration building. 

Miss Babcock, International stu-
dent who has recently returned 
from Europe where she traveled and 
studied this summer.' is traveling 
secretary of the Y. W. and Y. M. 
associations in the region including 
Texas. Oklahoma. Missouri. Lou-
isiana. and Arkansas. She comes di-
rectly from the campus of Southern 
Methodist university in Dallas where 
she has her main office.

50,000,000 Years 

Geology Head Gives 
Proof On Wind 

That the present prevailing winds 
rom the southwest in West Tema 

have been blowing from this same 
direction for some fifty milion years 
may be some consolation to people 
living in this area. According to Dr. 
L. T. Patton. head of the geology 
department at Tech. the foregoing 
statement is true. as brought out In 
a paper covering experimental in-
vestigation of the extensive ripple-
marked sand surfaces In the Merkel 
dolomite area of West Texas. 

A study of the ripple-marked sur-
faces, Dr. Patton's report reveals, 
shows that the ripples fall into two 
main groups. one caused by the 
present prevailing wind from the 
southwest, and the other a monsoon 
wind from the northeast to the 
southwest, which was probably a 
fierce wind millions of years ago 
This Is explained by the fact that 
to the south and west of the Per-
mian epkontinental sea lay the 
great land mass of Llanoria, which 
extended close to or within the 
boundaries of the present tropics. It 

I is conceivable, according to Dr. Pat-
' ton, that during that part of the 
year the great land mass might 
have become so highly heated that 
the monsoon winds caused by this 
heating would overcome the pre-
veiling planetary winds and the 
monsoon winds would blow toward 
Llanoria.

Home Ecs Grow 

Growth Since 1925 
Is Over Hundred

"Biggar and better" is the under-

lying slogan for most insitutions, 
and for the Home Economic; dins-
:on of Texas Tech this aim has been 
realized. 

In 1925-26. the first year of Tech's 
existence, the Home Economics dl-
vision occupied only the top floor 
of its building, employed only three 
professors, and had a total enrol-
ment of 78 at the end of the year. 
A general home economics curricu-
lum was the only one offered. 

In 1928 the Home Economics di-
vision took over the whole building. 
the first floor of which had for-
merly housed the Aggles. The fac-
ulty members now number nine. 
Two of the original three. Dean 
Margaret W. Weeks and Miss Mabel 
Edwin, still hold the same positions 
of dean and herd of the clothing 
department. respectively, that they 
held when Tech started. 

The total enrolment this fall is 
198 and Is expected to reach 220 
by the end of the year, an increase 
of 152 in seven years. This semes-
ter's enrolment is ten per cent high-
er than that of the fall term last 
year. Five cirricula are now offer-
ed, general home economics, foods 
and nutrition, clothing and textiles, 
home demonstration, and home 
economics education. 

In 1928 the Tech Home Economics 
division became one of four Texas 
college; to be awarded the Smith-
Hughes certificate aT approval from 
the State Board of Education.
