Approval of a six million dollar contract is the only thing standing between initia-
tion of construction of two new dormitories on the Texas Tech campus.

The contract, largest ever in Tech’s history, was approved by a unanimous vote

of the Tech Board of Directors, which met here Friday and Saturday in its regular
fall meeting.

Contract for the residence halls—one for men to house approximately 1,000 and
one for women approximately 800—was awarded to H. A. Lott, Inc., Houston.
Another item on the agenda vied with the contract for interest, however. A splic

vote okayed a motion by member Alvin Allison to seek permission from the Commis-
sion on Higher Education for a law schoo! at Tech.

Harold Hinn seconded the motion and J. Edd McLaughlin and Floyd Woolridge
voted in favor of the proposal with C. I. Wall the only member opposing. Two mem-
bers abstained from voting.

“I feel before we go to the Commission on
Higher Education we should have a complete report
on the additional cost which would be necessitated by
the school because of necessary buildings and addi-
tions to the faculty,” Wall said.

“I can assure you we're not going to go up
there half-cocked,” Allison answered. “This Is just
a start.”

Board chairman Manuel DeBusk, who has a
vote only in case of a tie, asked that the record
show that he too was against the motion, not be-
cause he was against a law school at Tech but

Earlier, the board had heard an appraisal of
all aspects of Tech's athletic program by athletic
director Polk Robisom.

CARMICHAELS, Pa. (P
Search teams found more torn
bodies and greater destruction
Monday as they probed deeper in-
to a blast-shattered coal mine
where 37 men were entombed
Wednesday.

Nine bodies were sighted and
eight of them recovered, bringing
to 16 the number of miners ac-
counted for. Hope was slim the
other 21 would be found alive.

The findings bore out predic-
tions by officials that larger
groups would be found as search-
ers advanced closer to the work-
ing face of the mine some 650
feet underground.

Announces
Broadcast

WASHINGTON (/P—The space
agency plans a running account of
Mariner 2's ‘fly-by” of Venus on
Friday afternoon including
broadcast of the radio voice of the
space probe as it whizzes within
an expected 19,000 miles of the
planet.

But, while it expects to get a
check on the condition of the
spacecraft, including its tempera-
ture, hurtling some 26.3 million
miles from the earth, the agency
does not expect to have details
on Mariner's findings about Venus
“for at least weeks and possibly
months” after the space probe
makes its nearest approach.

A spokesman for the National
Aeronautics and Space Adminis-
tration told a reporter this Mon-
day, He said it would take that
long to analyze the data accum-
lated by Mariner's various scien-
tific instruments as it approaches
the planet, passes it, and then con-
tinues on in an orbit around the
sun.

The plans for filling the public
in on this historic event:

There will be a news conference
at Washington headquarters of
NASA, beginning at 2 p.m. Friday
—just about an hour before the
fly-by — that is, the closest ap-
proach — which is expected at
3:01 pm.

During the news conference, a
“hot line” — open telephone line—
will be established between Wash-
ington and the Jet Propulsion
Laboratory at Pasadena, Calif.,
where signals from Mariner are
being received.

Reporters should be able to hear
the voice of Jack James, Mariner
project director at the laboratory
passing in information to Dr. Wil-
liam Pickering, laboratory direc-
tor, who will be at the Washing-
ton news conference.

At the moment of fly-by, scien-
tists at the laboratory will feed
the radio ‘“voice” of Mariner to

Rusk Declines
To Accept
Soviet Bases

WASHINGTON (P) — Secre-
tary of State Dean Rusk said to-
day the United States and its
Western Hemisphere allies cannot
accept “any Soviet military pres-
ence” in Cuba as a normal situa-
tion,

Rusk said thousands of Soviet
troops are still in Cuba although
the Soviet government has indi-
cated they will be withdrawn.
Their presence is a matter of
great concern to the U.S. govern-
ment, Rusk said.

At his first public news confer-
ence here since July, Rusk also:

1. Said the controversy over
UN. Ambassador Adlai Steven-
son's role in making Cuban crisis
policy last October would not
cause other officials to hold back
advice from President Kennedy.
He dismissed the issues involved
in the Stevenson controversy as
trivial.

2. Reported the United States is
trying to work out with its NATA
allies agreed guidelines on nu-
clear strategy.

UN May Apply
U Thant Plan

LEOPOLDVILLE, the Congo
(/) — Robert Gardiner, head of
U.N. operations in the Congo,
warned Katanga President Moise
Tshombe today that the United
Nations intends to apply in the
period immediately ahead, all
phases of the U Thant plan to re-
unite the Congo, and ‘“such other
steps as may prove necessary.”

The United Nations also charges
responsibility for fighting in north
Katanga squarely to Tshombe.

Reds Refuse To Register
As Soviet Union Agents

WASHINGTON () —The Com-
munist party goes on trial Tuesday
for refusing to register as an agent
of the Soviet Union — another
round in a 12-year battle with the
federal government.

Gus Hall, identified by the Jus-
tice Department as general sec-
retary of the American Commu-
nist party, charged the trial “vio-
lates the Constitution of our coun-
try and denies the American peo-
ple their right of political choice.”

“For the first time in the his-
tory of our country,” he added,
“a political party has been brought
into a criminal court and put on
trial.”

Atty. Gen. Robert F. Kennedy,
however, contended that the 1950
subversive activities control law,
also known as the internal security
law, did not outlaw the Communist

| party.

The law, he said, “found that
the party is a Communist-action
organization, substantially con-
troled, dominated and directed by
the Soviet Union and therefore is
required to register with the gov-
ernment.”

He noted that since 1938 agents
of foreign governments, including
those who are American citizens,
have been required to register
with the Department of Justice.

If convicted, the party is sub-
ject to a $10,000 fine for each day
it refuses to register, and refuses
to provide names and addresses
if its officers, names of its mem-
bers, and information about its
financial operations,

Dist. Judge Edward M. Curran
on Oct. 21 denied a motion for
dismissal of the charges on the
grounds that registration would
violate the Fifth Amendment pro-
tection against self-inerimination.

Attorneys argued that if the
party is forced to identify its
members and register, it would in
effect be admitting- that it intend-
ed to overthrow the U.S. govern-
ment.

This, they said, would lay its
members open for prosecution un-
der the Smith Act, which makes
it a crime to belong to an organ-
ization advocating’ violent over-
throw of the government.
