The memoirs and collection of 
the late Clent Breedlove, pioneer 
South Plains aviator have been 
turned over to the Southwest Col-
lection of The Museum by Mrs. 
Breedlove. 

The collection includes many 
pictures, log books, correspond-
ence, newspaper clippings and 
personel items of Breedlove. Ac-
cording to Roy Sylvan Dunn, as-
sociate archivist of the South-
west Collection, the collection has 
been catalogued and is suitable 
for a master's thesis on early 
aviation on the South Plains. The 
collection includes a tape record-
ing of an interview with Mrs. 
Breedlove. 

Breedlove began his aviation 
activities when he became mana-
ger of the Lubbock Municipal Air-
port in 1930. He served as the 
first fulltime airport manager in 
Lubbock 10 years. When Breed-
love arrived in Lubbock, he toad 
one wrecked plane in one corner of 
the only hangar at the airport.  

put the Lubbock airport on the 
map. He negotiated with oil com-
panies and other cross-country 
flights to stop at Lubbock instead 
of Amarillo, thereby making the 
Lubbock municipal airport self-
supporting by selling gas, oil and 
hangar space to aviators who 
stopped there and kept planes on 
the field. 

Breedlove became interested in 
aviation dur,ing World War I 
when he flew as a bomber pilot 
for the air force. After the war, 
he gave up aviation temporarily 
until he came to Lubbock as air-
port manager. 

During the years immediately 
preceding World War II, Breed-
love took over the Civilian Pilot 
Training program in the Lubbock 
area. The CPT's first airplane 
was a J-3 Piper Cub bought by 
all the members of the club. 
Breedlove was successful in stim-
ulating interest in aviation 
through the CPT, even though 
the Depression was in full swing.

Hunt Leads Hitters 
As a result of the two-game 

series catcher, Cullen Hunt, ad- 
vanced to the top of the hit par- 
ade among the regulars with six 
hits In 19 appearances for a .316 
average. Actually, B. A. Donelson 
has the best average, .333, but 
he has only been at bat nine 
times. Dave Allen leads in RBIs 
with six and Chase remains the 
leading pitcher with a 2-1 mark. 

Raiders Take Opener 
In Friday's game Tech right-

He received technical training in com-
puter logic, programming, and com-
ponents such as transistors, cores and 
tapes. By September, half his day was 
being devoted to an actual project; 
by the following March, Ile was on 
this project full time. "Our job was 

Tim “small-group" approach to 000000 ch 

to transistorise six servo-amplifiers 
for the MA-2 bombing-navigational 
eystem," he recalls, "and we com-
pleted the project in April." 

In IBM Research (as in all IBM) 
Bob works in a small group. "Our 
team consists of three E.E.'s and a 
technician. We start with analysis 
and synthesis work involving math 
and systems logic. Then we use the 
'black box' approach." His group 
splits up occasionally to research 
special phases of a project but re-
unites in frequent sessions to coordi-
nate activities. 

Promoted to Associate Engineer 
In August, 1956, Bob was made an 
Associate Engineer. From April of 
the same year, he had been working 
on a new Government project. This 
VMS "to design and develop a tran-
sistorized radar data presentation 
system for the MA -2 system." Basi-
cally, this was a research program in 
sample data theory and the develop-

ment of a system containing both 
analog and digital components. Bob 
still works on this project—toward a 
completion date of April, 1957. 

Shortly after this program started, 
Bob joined the Applied Logic Group. 

Plotting transistor characteristics 

Here, he was concerned with research 
in new areas of computer technology 
—for example, cryogenics and high-
speed memories. Bob studies systems 
which operate on "real time," and 
his immediate problem is to analyze 
and synthesize closed-loop sample 
data systems for the control of com-
plex data processing. 

Asked what his most interesting 
assignment was, Bob replied, "My

work on a digital-to-analog converter 
with a high degree of sensitivity and 
accuracy. This strictly electronic con-
verter, with transistors, combines 
both digital and analog circuitry. It 
was a tough problem, and a fasci-
nating one." 

What does the future hold? 
At the present time, after two years 
in IBM Research, Bob is more than 
enthusiastic about his future. He 
plans to continue in systems study 
and to develop "a more sophisticated 
approach." Two lines of advancement 
are open to him: to Project Engineer,

the administrative side, or to Staff 
Engineer, the technical side of R.• 
search. "Either way, I'm sure I'll get 
ahead," Bob feels. "Electronics re-
search is really on the move at IBM.

We'll need some 1,700 before 1960 to 
help staff a new research laboratory 
at Yorktown Heights, Westchester 
County, N. Y."
