Rice kicking specialist Larry Rice. 
He missed the extra point \vhich 
eventually cost the 0\vls a victory, 
missed a 37-yard field goal and 
had another try voided because of 
a fumbled snap. · 

Prestige Only Salvation 
The tie isn't much better than 

a loss in Southwest Conference an­
nals, but it does give the Raiders 
a certain amount of prestige since 
they entered the regionally tele­
\'ised game as seven point under­
dogs. 

The Raiders completely domi­
nated the game from e\'ery 
standpoint except the big one -
the sco1 eboard. They racked up 20 
first dO\\'ns to Rice's si.x; amassed
