White’s Action

DALLAS (AP)—Charging Agri-
culture Commissioner John White
with “pure political- stuntery” in
the Billy Sol Estes case, J. Evetts
Haley, Jr. stepped up his cam-
paign in Dallas to land the com-
missioner’s job.

That's
purely a political stunt on his
part.”

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ommittee Presents
Traffic Suggestions

Recommendations of the special
student committee on campus traf-
fic and the suggestion that a traf-
fic appeals board be set up will go
before the Traffic Committee at
their next meeting at 4 p.m. Wed-
nesday.

This special committee, headed
by Richard Sharpe, student rep-
resentative to the Traffic Commis-
sion, was organized last October in
an effort to compile student opinion
on the campus traffic problem.

If the recommendations submit-
ted by the group are approved, then
the suggestions will be subject to
approval of the President and
Board of Directors before going
into effect.

Though it will probably be sev-
eral years before these recommen-
dations could be put into full ef-
fect, these ideas represent a samp-
ling of the student solution to the
problem of traffic and security on
the campus, according to Sharpe.

To review the submission of the
special committee will be five vot-
ing and four ‘“ex officio” Commis-
sioners. Voting commissioners are
Lew Jones, chairman and dean of
men; Richard Heineman, faculty
representative; E. J. Urbanovsky,
college landscape architect; Sharpe;
and M. L. Pennington, vice presi-
dent and comptroller. “Ex-officio”
members are Briggs Irvin, college
attorney; L. D. Blakely, assistant
chiew of police in Lubbock; Mar-
cus Gosdin, superintendent of
grounds; and Bill Daniels, chief se-
curity officer.

On the student committee which
met every Thursday are represen-
tatives of dorm groups and off-
campus students.

The members and the areas of
representation are Sandra Edwards,

‘Knapp. Drane and Horn; Nancy
Jo Mankins, Weeks and Doak;
Terry de la Moriniere, Sneed and
West; Darvin Breeding, Gordon and
Bledsoe; Bill McCullough, Carpen-
ter and Wells; and Ellen Warren,
Cyril May and James Boggs, off-
campus.

Bill Daniels and Lew Jones serv-
ed as “ex officio” members of the
committee.

The recommendations report to
be submitted by the student com-
mittee follows:

‘This special committee, com-
posed of the Student Council Traf-
fic representative acting as chair-
man and of student representatives
from areas concerned with traffic
problems, was organized at the re-
quest of the Traffic Commission
(1960-61) because of the realiza-
tion of and concern for campus
traffic problems that are now evi-
dent and need to be corrected.

The committee has based its re-
commendations on these assump-
tions:

That the compus traffic problem
is increasing and needs a solution
that will be adequate now as well
as in future years;

That parking on the campus is
a privilege—not a right. Although
a college finds it necessary to pro-
vide some conveniences for its stu-
dents and staff in order to obtain
its main goal of education, the pro-
viding of parking places should not
be considered obligatory;

That the pedestrian should have
the right-of-way on campus;

‘That there is definitely a need to
relieve the congestion near the cen-
ter of the campus.

That gated parking areas should
be provided for off-campus stu-
dents and staff;

And that in order to facilitate

this program, it was found advis-
able to provide separate parking
areas for students and staff.”

Keeping all these assumptions in
mind and considering the problems
and solutions as they would affect
everyone, the committee on cam-
pus traffic makes the following
recommendations:

If the mechanics can be worked
out, it would be desirable fo stop
traffic on the circle during. class
changes to provide safety for the
pedestrian.

If it is possible, pedestrians cross-
ing at the corner of the bookstore
and the extension of 15th St. should
be protected.

Residence hall parking should re-
main as it is, but it should be kept
in mind that the off-campus lot
east of the new men's gym could
be expanded for additional spaces
for the North Dorm Area.

Permission for freshmen to park
in residence hall lots will be a year-
ly decision. When necessary, fresh-
man men will be required to park
in the dirt lot east of Jones Sta-
dium.

Suggestions for the parking lots
included that the Ad Bldg. parking
lot and the lot in front of the
Chemistry, Science and Old Library
buildings will be converted to gated
staff lots.

The dirt lot west of the new lib-
rary and the C&O Bldg. parking
lot shall be paved, gated off cam-
pus lots.

The lot presently reserved be-
hind the Science Bldg. shall be
enlarged as a paved, gated off-
campus lot and the lot behind the
Bookstore and beside Doak Hall
shall be a service area only.

The present lot north of the In-
firmary shall be reduced in size
and limited to infirmary use. Off-
campus freshmen shall be permit-
ted to park in the dirt lot east of
Jones Stadium.

The magnetic gate cards shall be
issued to the staff for the parti-
cular lot in which they are to park.
Cards for off-campus students will
be made available at registration.
To obtain a card, the student must
present his fee slip marked paid
and his registration packet.

Provisions shall be made for ade-
quate spaces for Post Office pat-
rons and loading and unloading
zones. 5

Along with these recommenda-
tions, the committee is submitting
these suggestions regarding traffic
and security to be considered and
given immediate attention.

Adequate lighting on campus es-
pecially on parking lots would rot
only discourage any vandalism that
does take place, but would also
provide security for people crossing
the campus after dark.

Coin operated gates should be
considered to reduce the cost of
parking for the student with a light
academic load and to reduce the
cost of parking for the student fi-
nancially unable to park in a re-
serve-space area. The coin operat-
ed gates would also provide better
utilization of parking areas.

The cost of gated lots should
be reduced as soon as is economi-
cally feasible.

The committee also advises that
an adequate system be devised to
provide adequate parking for visi-
tors and visiting groups on campus.

Also to be presented to the Com-
mission Wednesday is the sugges-
tion that a student-faculty Appeals
Board be organized to take care of
student infractions of traffic re-
gulations.

The Appeals Board is needed, the
committee feels, because the agency
which enforces traffic regulations

should not have the sole respon-
sibility to evaluate infractions. Also
the committee feels that student
representation should be utilized
in the enforcement of traffic regu-
lations on ecampus.

Commission. The student appoint-
ments shall be made in consulta-
tion with the Dean of Men and
subject to approval by the Student
Council.

The term of office for the stu-
dent s shall be a mini;
period of one year and the term
of the faculty member shall be a
minimum of two years.

A student member shall be ap-
pointed or reappointed one at the
beginning of every fall semester
and one at the beginning of every
Spring semester. The faculty mem-
ber shall be appointed or reappoint-
ed every two years.

The chairman of the Appeals
Board shall be elected each semes-
ter by members of the board. The
duty of the chairman, aside from
being a regular board member,
shall to be decide which appeals
are justified for a hearing before
the board. Any decision made by
the chairman is subject to appro-
val by the Board. This decision
shall be based on the written ap-
peal submitted by the student and
a written statement of facts from
the Chief of Traf_ﬁc Security.

The chairman shall summarize
the decision made on each case
heard and place it in a space pro-
vided on the appeal form and file
for future reference.

The function of the Appeals
Board shall be to render a decision
on all appeals, based on preseribed
traffic regulations. The Board shall
alone interpret the traffic regula-
tions applying to an appeal which
is heard.

The Board shall not rule on cases
involving appeal of a traffic viola-
tion incurred following restrietion
from campus parking. These viola-
tions shall be considered the basis
for disciplinary action and not in-
cluded in the scope of the Board.

Procedure for appeals was also
outlined by the committee.

The student shall report to the
Chief of Traffic Security for a
hearing of the violation within 48
hours after the violation was com-
mitted.

When the student feels that an
appeal should be made he should
fill out an appeal form and submit
it to the Chairman of the Appeals
Board, accompanied by a written
statement of fact from the Chief of
Traffic Security. The appeal must
be submitted not later than 48
hours after the violation was com-
mitted.

When the submitted appeal is
deemed justified for a hearing be-
fore the Board, the chairman shall
notify the student of time and date
to appear. If the chairman decides
that an appeal is not justified for
a hearing, the student shall be no-
tified of this decision.

The Appeals Board shall have
established dates on which cases
may be heard. The Board may hear
a case only when all members and
the defendant are present.

The form of the appeal shall
have spaces provided for the name
and residence of the defendant, the
reason for appeal (written by the
defendant), a statement of fact
concerning the violation (filled in
by the Chief of Traffic Security)
and the decision on the appeal
(whether or not it is heard by the
Board).

Wilson said Daniel had not ans-
wered his ‘“conflict of interest”
charge made in a televised speech
last week. He said Daniel’s ans-
wer fell far short of full disclosure
of the governor's property and in-
come records.

Daniel has said that Wilson's
figures are incorrect and that some
of -the property Wilson cited was
inherited.
