ghin a pretty elear picture of troop
dispositions and other Immensely
valunble iriformation, That Is why
soldlers ara asked not to corres
pond with peopla they don’t konw,

It makes sense, all right. Nine
thousand nine hundred and ninety-
iilne casual meguaintances might
be wholly innocent, but the ten
thousandth might well be a spy.
The only way to be sura is to In-
terdict the whole traffie in letters
between service men and unknown
correspondents,

Write your soldier boy regular-
ly, Lettera from home buck him
up enormously, Write him pleas-
ant letters, leaving out home news
that might worry him or add to
his burdens, But If you write a
casual acquaintance in uniform,
don't expect a reply—and don't
be disappointed if you don't get
one.

WASHINGTON — Burled under
those headlines about the United
Nations' great offensive in Africa
{# an important footnote in history
—a vindleation of our Department

¥Yichy, France.

If those hitter critics of Secre-
tary Hull and our foreign policy
toward Vichy had had foresight in-
stead of hindaight, they might have
referred to and pondered over a
siate department memorandum Is-
susd in October, 1940 (and that date
is correct) pointing out to the
Army and Navy the great military
fmportance of North Africa from
Dakar and Liberia all the way
through to the Red Sea.

If the Axis had had foresight,
they might have studied that rmem-
orandum and seen in it the germ
of the military campaign which is
belng referred to as the second
front.

When the news was out and it
scemed apparent that otur initial
beach-heads In North Africa had
been established, Secretary Hull
held a special preés conference, It
wis on & Sunday afternoon and that
was almost as much of a jolt to the
little band of reporters who cover
thé state department as the news
that had eome before.

‘Washington press corps affection-
ately refer to the Dean of the War
Cabinet, was in fine form. His
conversation, some of it off the rec-
ord (which is also unusual) was
splattered with good old Tennessee
talk.

The RL Rev, Magr. John O'Orady,
nationally known Catholle welfare
leadar, has followed up his recent
charge of farm labor “hoarding”
in Texas with a suggestion thal
the enlire labor situation in that
state ba investigated.

During recent testimony before
a senate labor subcommittes study-
ing the manpower problem, Magr.
O'Grady sald that in a tour of
Texas he had found evidence of
labor “hoarding” by farmers who
wanted to retaln a surplus of
hands while farm help was sorely
needed in other states.

This assertion aubsequently was
denied by James H, Bond, Texas
stals director of the U. 8, Em-
ployment Bervics, who declared
that there was no surplus of farm
labor In Texas and that to the
contrary he had unfilled orders
for 17,500 farm workers,

Masgr. O'Grady proposes that
the government exercise authority
over the “state employment ser-
vice. He declared the Texas agen-

cy, while part of the U. 8. Em-
ployment service, functions "as a

| loeal organisation.”

Confronted with Bond's views,
Magr. O'Grady In an Interview
conceded that Texas labor officlals
were In “closer contact” with the
agriculfural labor situation than
corresponding authorities in other
states, but added: ' !

“I think the whole Texas labor
situation could stand an alring.”

The paycholoigist long has utilis-
e techniques In psychology to ef-
fect psychotherapy, he said, adding
that “the sclentist ls largely inter-
eated In physical, mental and ner-
vous adjustments, but the minister
fa vitally concerned about the en-
tire personality. . . . If the min-
ister of religion will. learn facts
and technlques from the sclentist
he will be able to use his spiritual
resources to perform paychological
miracles,”

The Rev. Mr. Haislip suggesis
that some means of acquiring this
talent are: A knowledge of Chris-
tian truth, understanding of the
principles of psychollogy, securing
history of the Individual case, mak-
ing of a diagnoals, and then apply-
ing the remedy intelligently through
the teachings of Christ. The ar-
ticle was prepared for the maga-
zine whila the Rev. Mr. Halsllp
was still pastor here, for it lists
his address na Big Spring.
