The Student council has voted to send all its members who 
wish to attend the United States National Student association 
assembly in Dallas Dec. 6-7. The Council hopes to gain infor-
mation about NSA, its objects, its backing and its program to 
determine whether Tech should join. It seeks to be informed—
not from personal bias which often results when a few delegates 
attend a convention—but from first-hand knowledge of as many 
representatives as possible. 

One thing we ask of Council members, who will later vote 
on our affiliation with NSA: 

Study the background of NSA before attending the conven-
tion. No one can learn the underlying elements of an organiza-
tion merely by listening to speeches at conventions, and an in-
telligent decision regarding our affiliation can only be made by 
piercing the surface objectives and finding out what makes NSA 
tick. 

The inner workings are not easy to deftrmine, but there are 
significant signs from NSA. This comparatively new group, 
which has some fine-sounding objectives as its avowed purpose 
and some other objectives which require considerable reading 
between the lines, is linked in thought and action with groups 
such as the Progressive Citizens of America, which has been se-
verely criticized for its pink tinge. PCA backers such as Sculp-
tor Jo Davidson and Singer Paul Robeson are generally regard-
ed as extreme leftists, yet students are urged in PCA literature 
to "join with" such people as they, and others of their beliefs. 
And the Henry Agard Wallace school of thought is held up to 
young America as the epitome of all that is worthy on the na-
tional scene.

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PAJAMA PARADE 

To the Editor, D. M. McElw, 
and the Tech Public: 

This is a plea for fewer, bigger, 
and better parades. It is rumored 
that President Whyburn will be 
asked to lead the victory parade 
following the winning of the foot-
ball game against Hardin-Simmons 
university here Nov. 29, and that 
he may announce his decision at 
the pep rally on Friday night pre-
ceding that game. 

The writer wishes to express dis-
satisfaction with such a parade 
and to suggest what he feels 
would be a better set-up. The pa-
rade of students immediately fol-
lowing end of the game, as staged 
in recent years, has several un-
fortunate features. It has been 
heretofore merely a mob, though 
an organized mob, of freshmen

ger as well. It is my feeling that 
if the President Is -to be asked to 
make such a parade official 
through his own participation, cer-
tain different features should be 
substituted for the present proced-
ure. 

Would it not be well to shape 
up the 1948 Homecoming program 
to Include & possible victory pa-
rade to begin AFTER SUPPER, 
permitting prospective partici-
pants to go home after the game, 
eat supper and dress for the oc-
casion. Such a parade could be 
made a costume parade with no 
holds barred. The student with an 
unusually loud and ornate bath-
robe or pajamas could wear same 
over his street clothes. Cowboy 
and cowgirl paraphernalia could 
be displayed to advantage, clown 
suits of every kind could be used, 
and faculty members and others 
could march while honoring their 
various patron saints. 

Faculty Impersonations 
Dr. Alan Strout, for example, 

might be willing to march in the 
parade as Hamlet. Dr. J. W. Da-
vis could appear as Thomas Jef-
ferson, Dr. 0. A. Kinchen could 
make up as Queen Elizabeth, Dean 
Stengel could come in as Whirla-
way or Seabiscuit, Dr. Golden or 
Professor Klein.schmidt would 
make an excellent Falstaff, etc.. 
etc. Also, Cupid, Jean Lafitte, Bil-
ly the Kid. Jesse James. W. Lee 
O'Daniel, Forever Amber and other 
worthy celebrities might be found 
in such a parade. The possibilities 
would be unlimited. 

Such a parade should be led by 
the Tech Band In uniform or in 
fantastic costume, and should be 
directed by the Saddle Tramps in 
full costume. The Saddle Tramps 
could use their persuasive Influ-
ence to enlist faculty members to 
"support the President" and could 
accept written pledges that such 
faculty members would appear, al-
so could be given responsibility of 
contacting heads of all organiza-
tions on the campus to have them 
attempt 100 percent participation.

In the passing department, Bry-
an Brock, quarterback from Staf-
ford, Kansas, shows a better-than-
average talent for finding his 
mark. Rudy KraIL Gary, Ind., 
handles the inside running from 
the fullback slot, while 205-pound 
Lou Cullen and Rudy Camunez 
combine speed and drive to round 
out the backfield.
