Texas is wonderful! Ask John 

Larrson, who will be the principal 
speaker at an all-college morning 
watch at 7:30 Wednesday in the 
Student Union Ballroom. 

Mr. Larrson, originally from 
Sweden, is a missionary to India, 
now spending a year in Texas. He 
arrived here last January and en-
rolled in Tech. Since that time he 
has taken courses in agricultural 
engineering and agronomy. He 
plans to return to India in Jan-
uary and teach new farming 
methods along with his missionary 
work, which has four phases: 
medical, agricultural, adult edu-
cation and evangelistic work. 

The people of India are very 
primitive, Mr. Larrson says. He 
estimates India today as compar-
ing with America about 500 years 
ago. They eat with their fingers

Most of the 
farms are only one or two acres 
in size. 

Mr. Larrson received his Bach-
elor of Divinity degree in Sweden 
in 1914. Since high school, he has 
studied 12 years in various places 
including England and the Euro-
pean continent. Store going to 
India, Larrson was a missionary 
in Finland. 

When asked how Tech compares 
with the European colleges he 
has attended, Larrson replies, "Its 
a lot easier." 

"In Europe, one has to have a 
very broad foundation before 
choosing any one field of study. 
This foundation is received on 
one's own, here there are teachers 
to help you."

Crops Judgers 
Win In Chicago 

Tech's record-breaking crops 
judging team has done it again—
the team chalked up its fifth con-
secutive International Collegiate 
Contest win at Chicago Satur-
day, receiving 5,251.9 points out 
of a possible 5,400. 

Only last week the team, com-
posed of Weyland Mullins of Eden, 
John Chapin of Petrolia and Don 
Pendleton of Breckenridge, cop-
ped the national contest title at 
Kansas City for the sixth con-
secutive time. - 

In individual rankings, Mullins 
was credited with the second high-
est score ever made in the inter-
national contest—receiving 1,780 
points out of a possible 1,800. 

Chapin was ranked third high-
est, capturing 1,747.8 points, and 
Pendleton was awarded 10th with 
1,724 points. 

As a team, the judgers won the 
identification division with 1,799.8 
points out of 1,800; took the seed 
judging title with 1,762 points; and 
placed second with 1690 points in 
commercial grading behind Kan-
sas State. 

In the different divisions indivi-
dually, the team fared as follows: 

Identification: Pendleton, first; 
Mullins, second, both with perfect 
scores of 600; Chapin, seventh, 
with 599.8 points. 

Seed judging: Mullins, first, 595 
points; Chapin, fifth, 584; Pendle-
ton sixth, 583. 

Commercial grading: Mullins, 
first, 585; Chapin, fifth, 564; Pen-
dleton 18th, 541. 

Other teams placing, in order. 
are: Kansas State, Nebraska. 
Oklahoma A&M, Minnesota, Pan-
handle A&M, Washington Stet,. 
Texas A&M, Penn State, Montana 
and Wyoming.

Texas Tech renews one of its 
oldest rivalries Saturday when the 
Red Raiders of Coach DeWitt 
Weaver meet the Hardin-Simmons 
Cowboys of Coach (Slinging) 
Sammy Baugh, in a 2 p.m. en-
gagement at Abilene. 

Saturday's game will be the 
23rd meeting between the two 
schools, with Tech holding a 13-6 
edge in the series. Three games 
have ended in ties. The most re-
cent deadlock was a 14-14 duel in 
Abilene, in Coach Weaver's sec-
ond year at the helm of the 
Raiders. 

The Red Raiders Saturday will 
be trying to prevent two things: 
(1) the worst season by a Weaver-
coached eleven; (The previously 
mentioned 1952 team had a 3-7-1 
record over 11 games.) (2) the 
first season since 1929 without as 
many as three wins. In their fifth 
year of play, the Raiders, under 
Grady Higgenbotham, had a 1-7-2 
season, only time a Raider eleven 
failed to win three games. 

In Hardin-Simmons, the Raiders 
will face an always-tough oppon-
ent for their season finale. In last 
year's season-ender, played in 
Lubbock, the Raiders eked out a 
16-14 victory, on the strength of 
a blocked punt by guard j-lal 
Broadfoot, which bounced out of 
the end zone for the eventual win-
ning 2 points. 

Despite the poor record by the 
Raiders this year, the team is on 
the verge of setting a record in 
pass defense. The 1948 Raiders 
held their opponents to 75.2 yards 
passing per game, low figure for 
pass defense. The Raiders will 
carry a 52.2 figure into their final 
game Saturday at Abilene. 

While it would seem that the 
record is in the bag, the Big Red 
will be facing their passingest op-
ponent in the Cowboys Saturday. 
H-SU has a pair of passers de-
luxe in Ken Ford and Gene Saur, 
coached by the old master of the 
air-ways, Sammy Baugh. 

Should the Raiders choose to 
fight fire with fire Saturday, 
quarterback Buddy Hill may be 
available for full duty. Hill, who 
leads Tech in passing with 23 
completions in 49 attempts for a 
47 per cent average, came off the 
bench Saturday to hit two out of 
five, Tech's only completions of 
the afternoon. 

Hill leads the Raiders in total 
offense with 358 yards (308 pass-

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Tech Cagers Open Season 
Monday With Kansas State

Tuesday Sports Editor 
Houston's Cougars, after being 

held to a first half tie by a fight-
ing Texas Tech eleven, roared 
back with  a  powerful ground at-
tack in the second half to capture 
a  20-7 victory Saturday before a 
crowd of 14,000. 

Cougar quarterback Don Flynn 
and fullback Donnie Caraway 
sparked the Houston attack that 
ground out 258 total yards. Cara-
way  was  the battering ram that 
constantly hammered through the 
Raider line for crucial gains. 
Flynn. in addition to directing the 
powerful offensive superbly, scor-
ed two touchdowns and added two 
extra points. 

Fullback Doug Duncan was the 
big noise for the Raiders. The 
second team fullback picked up 69 
yards  on  eight carries to lead all 
Raider ball-carriers. His 37-yard 
run  in the second quarter put 
Houston in a hole that set up 
Tech's only tally later in the 
period. 

A fumble by Raider fullback 
Gene Bentley on Tech's third play 
from scrimmage was recovered by 
Cougar tackle Dalva Allen on the 
Tech  20  and set up Houston's first  

score. After the miscue it took 
the Cougars six plays to consume 
the 20 yards with Flynn scoring 
on a keeper around left end after 
4:10 of that first period. Flynn 
added the point and it was 7-0. 

Early in the second period Dun-
can's run gave Tech the ball on 
the Houston nine. But the Cougars 
stiffened and held for downs on 
the 11. Tech also held and - forced 
a punt that Don Williams return-
ed to the UH 37. Seven plays 
later, with the ball on the Hous-
ton 20, halfback Hugh Fewin cut 
inside left end and dashed all the 
way to score. Williams converted 
leaving the score 7-7 at the half. 

The first time Houston got their 
hands on the ball in the second 
half they marched for the tie-
breaking score and were never 
headed. It took them 16 plays to 
cover 67 yards with Flynn again 
doing honors on a keeper from the 
two-foot line. He missed the extra 
point and the score stood 13-7 
with 1:35 left in the third quarter. 

The Raiders showed signs of 
coming back but Fewin fumbled 
on his own 41 and center Bill Mc-
Ellroy recovered putting the Cou-
gars back in business. Flynn and 
fullback Donnie Caraway punched 

The Texas Tech Red Raider 
basketball team will open their

The game will be preceded by 
a Picador-Cameron Aggie (Law-
ton, Oklahoma) contest starting at 
6  pm. 

The Red Raiders, fielding a 
team that lost its three top 
scorers from last year, have not 
definitely decided upon  a  starting 
lineup. "We will probably  use 
about 10 to 12 men each game," 
remarked Coach Polk Robison. 
"This is mainly a rebuilding year 
to get ready for participation in 
the Southwest Conference next 
year." he concluded. 

The Raiders, although unable to 
compete in the SWC, will be try-
ing for a tournament-at-large 
berth in the NCAA Tournament 
at the close of the season with 
the toughest schedule a Tech 
team has ever faced. 

Kansas State will probabuy pro-
vide all the work the Raiders can 
handle Monday night. They are 
defending Big Seven champs and 
have nine lettermen returning. 
Led by 6-9 center. Jack Parr, 
Kansas State is expected to re-
peat their championship this 
year. - 

Missing from the Raider attack 

will be that trio of Jim Reed, De-
Wayne Blackshear and Eugene 
Carpenter. Starters  on  three suc-
cessive Border Conference cham-
pionship teams, they averaged  52 
of Tech's 78.8 points per game. 

Returning lettermen include 
Logan Cummins (6-3), guard; 
Royce Elam (5-11), forward; Ster-
ling Gibson (6-3), forward; Earl 
Redwine (6-5), center; Harry 
Scaling '16-1). guard; Ned Under-
wood (6-4), forward and Bobby 
Wilson . (6-4), forward. Of this 
group only Underwood and Scal-
ing were starters last year. 

Sophomores should see consider-
able service, as five of last year's 
freshmen starters who hit in 
double figures are now  on  the 
varsity. Gerald Myers (5-10), 
guar d; Charlie Lynch (6-2), 
guard; Wade Wolfe (6-5), for-
ward; Chuck Key (6-3), forward 
and Leon Hill (6-6), center all 
hit in doubles in a 13-1 freshman 
season last year. 

This year's schedule has Tech 
playing 14 home games. At these 
games during half-time, specta-
tors will be treated to  some  of the 
college's best entertainment per-
formances. 

At the beginning of each game 
each player will be spotlighted and 
introduced to the crowd. All of 
the Raider games will be carried 
on  KEY() radio. 

Over 4,000 student activity
