The average faculty salary at
Tech is now the secon] highest
of the 19 Texas state-supported
colleges. -

Figures released by the ‘Texas
Commission of Higher Education
based on average rank pay show
that the salary for the 1962-63
school term at Tech to be §7,408.
Last year’s average pay was ﬂ?&-
957.

Until this year Tech ranked

of Texas exceeds the Tech pay
rate for the present term.

Even Tech's all rank average—
compiled from the average pay of
professors, associate professors,
assistant professors and instra
tors—is higher than the pre:
weighted average of $7,237 for
19 schools. -

Weighted average is determine
by the average of all teacher sal-
aries in state schools.

The greatest salary increase was
at the instructor level. Present
average pay is $5,411 per term in
comparison to the $4,982 pay rate
of last year. The raise pulled Tech
to a twelfth rating from last
term's nineteenth place. - %

Professors on the Tech staff are
paid an average $9,851, second
only to the average pay of Uni
sity professors. In the 1961
school period the pay was only
$9,323.

An'average $8,054 pay for asso-
ciate professors at Tech this term
puts Tech third for top salary at
that rank — a step above the
fourth place $7,651 salary last
term.

A raise in last year’s eighth ‘
ranking $6,510 pay for Tech assist- s
ant professors sent this school to
a fourth ranking $6,878 figure for‘
the term.

MRS. LOUISE C. ALLEN

Tech Journalism Professor

Co-Authors New Textbook

“Having a book published is a
very exciting experience,” accord-
ing to Mrs. Louise C. Allen, Tech
associate professor of journalism.
She has received advance copies
of a textbook which she co-
authored.

Published by Pitman Publishing
Corp., the book is titled “Radio
and Television Continuity Writ-
ing." Audre B. Lipscomb and Joan
C. Prigmore collaborated with
Mrs. Allen in writing the book.
Dr. Irving A. Falk, New York
University journalism professor,
served as advisory editor.

Mrs. Lipscomb is continuity di-
rector at KCBD Radio and KCBD-
TV in Lubbock. Mrs. Prigmore,
formerly with KCBD, is now em-
ployed by an advertising agency in
Albuquerque, N.M,

‘T feel very fortunate to have
been able to work with Mrs. Lip-
scomb and Mrs. Prigmore,” Mrs.
Allen relates. “Everyone concern-
ed with writing and publishing this
book has been most helpful and
cooperative.”

Mrs. Allen said she wrote the
book because there was a scarcity
of suitable textbooks for teaching
commercial radio and television
continuity writing. “I needed it
for my own classes,” she says.

Mrs. Allen and her colleagues

approached this book from a
practical, “how to” standpoint. It
was Intended as a guide for on-
the-job continuity writers, as well
as students. Mimeographed copies
of the book have been used at
Tech in Journalism 3319 since
Spring, 1960. This is a radio and
television continuity course which
Mrs. Allen teaches.

The first part of the book deals
with commercial continuity writ-
ing for radio. Writing for televi-
sion is covered in the second sec-
tion, and the final chapters con-
cern public service, promotion and
merchandising. Advertising copy
and art from local firms is used
in illustrations throughout the
book.

Mrs. Allen and her colleagues
wrote the book “al nights and in
spare minutes during the past two
years.” Mrs. Allen was first assoc-
iated with Tech in 1928. At that
time she was an assistant in the
publicity office. After a year of
graduate work in journalism at
Boston University in 1930, she be-
gan her present teaching ecareer
at Tech.

“Modern Journalism,” another
text book published by Pitman
Publishing Corp., was also written
with the assistance of Tech
journalism professors. W. E. Gar-
ets, head of the journalism de-
partment, authored a chapter en-
titled “Sources of News."

Fall TV To Be Lean

The 1962 television scene is

about the same as the 1961 and
the 1960—mediocre.

Responding to the cries of agon-
ized parents, the networks have
removed most of the really objec-
tionable elements, leaving only a
neutral grey mass lit up by occas-
ional flashes of culture.

The situation comedies aren’t
too bad, on the whole. One of the
best is ABC's “I'm Dickens—He's
Fenster,” a tale of two construc-
tion carpenters who are bucking
for foreman. It is largely slapstick,
but at least the laughter isn't
canned.

Another good comedy, “Our Man
Higgins,” has in the leading role
Stanley Holloway, the original
Doolittle of “My Fair Lady.” It's
charm is largely due to Holloway's
engaging acting ability. Other
situation comedies range in sub-
ject matter from a family of hill-
billies that strike it rich and move
into Beverly Hills, to Army vet-
erinarians and small boys in mili-
tary academies. NBC's “Flint-
stones” have been followed by
“The Jetson,” an hour-long car-
toon dealing with a family so far
in the future that the children

study modern American life in
their ancient history books.

The professional-men-type shows
are back this fall, with quite a
few changes. Fess Parker (of
Davy Crockett fame) plays the
lead in a series about senators in
Washington titled, naturally, “Mr.
Smith Goes to Washington.” Ed-
mond O'Brien is cast in the role of
a steel-trap lawyer who does
everything from dictating letters
to encouraging closed-mouthed
punks with a right to the chops.
The press is represented by Old
Rebel Nick Adams in a show
called “Saints and Sinners” which
erroneously portrays life on a
large New York daily paper.

The medicine men are also back,
led by Casey and Kildare. There
are surprisingly enough, only two
new additions. Wendell Corey
plays a psychiatrist on NBC’s
“Eleventh Hour,” and handles his
part skillfully and well. The fe-
male element has intruded into the
knife and scalpel world with the
CBS series. “The Nurses.”

The old standbys are, either
regrettably or happily, back for the
season. Jack Paar’s show has re-
turned, and is about par for Paar.
Jackie Gleason is also back for
the duration.
