Bus, truck collide 
BRADY — A woman was killed and an estimated 

25 persons injured, some seriously, late Wednesday 
when a heavily loaded grain truck and a Kerrville 
Bus Lines vehicle collided at a highway intersection. 

Names of the dead and injured were not immediately 
available. 

THE COLLISION occurred at the intersection of U.S. 
87 and a state highway, about three miles northwest of 
Brady. A Brady policeman who went to the scene said 
it was Impossible for him to say which vehicle struck 
the other or which direction either was traveling at 

the time of impact. 
"Things were pretty well torn up," he said, "and 

there was a lot of confusion out there trying to get those 
people to a hospital." 

Talk sites rejected 
TOKYO — North Vietnam, its tone seeming to harden, 

rejected Wednesday as inadequate the sites proposed 
by the United States for preliminary talks on the 
Vietnam war. 

A Hanoi broadcast once again claimed that world 
opinion demanded the Americans stop creating "dif-
ficulties" in the selection of a meeting place. It coupled 
this statement with a reassertion of its harthline stand, 
that if the United States really wanted peace, It should 
immediately halt all air raids over North Vietnam, 
withdraw troops from South Vietnam and "let the 
Vietnamese people settle their own affairs." 

THE BROADCAST coincided with disclosure in Tokyo 
that Japan had informally asked the Soviet Union to 
help arrive at an early decision on selection of a site 
for the talks. The request was made by Foreign Minister 
Takeo Mild at a meeting on another subject with Soviet 
Ambassador Oleg Troyanovsky. The Soviet envoy was 
reported replying noncommittally that the Soviet Union 
also was "looking forward to early peace" in Vietnam. 

LBJ, Park meet 
HONOLULU — President Johnson met with South 

Korea's President Chung Hee Park Wednesday for a one-
day summit session on major issues of war and peace 
in Asia. 

Both the conduct of the Vietnam war and Johnson's 
bid for peace talks with Hanoi were on the agenda, as 
well as mounting pressure by Communist North Korea 
against the South. 

THE ALLIED leaders gathered with their top aides 
for a day of talks at a luxury estate outside Honolulu. 
Johnson and Park sat by a red marble table in a com-
fortably furnished, open-sided living room by &swimming 
pool and overlooking a bay. 

The two-man summit session at a secluded seaside 
estate climaxed a fence-mending process begun after 
Communist North Korean attacks in January set off a 
crisis In relations between Washington and Seoul. 

Gunfire stops riot 
RALEIGH, N.C. — A hail of buckshot fired by guards 

into a crowd of more than 400 rioting prisoners Wednesday 
left five inmates dead and 75 wounded at North Carolina's 
Central Prison In Raleigh. 

Two prison guards and two highway patrolmen were 
hit by richocheting shots, and another guard was struck 
in the face by a thrown brick. None of the officers was 
seriously injured. 

THE GUNFIRE abruptly halted a demonstration which 
began as a sits/own strike by about 500 prisoners at the 
maximum security prison Tuesday and erupted into a 
torch.throwing melee about 1:30 a.m. 

State Correction Commissioner V, Lee Bounds said 
guards and state troopers regained control of the prison 
after skirmishing less than 10 minutes after the gunfire.

Galt is charged 
-NI' with conspiracy 

The world's largest intercollegiate 
rodeo unfolds today as the Tech Rodeo 
begins its three-day competition at 8 
p.m. in Municipal Coliseum. 

More than 300 performers from a 

dozen Texas, New Mexico and Okla. 
homa colleges and universities will 
compete In the rodeo with performances 
at 8 p.m. today and Friday and 2 p.m. 
Saturday. 

TECH RODEO QUEEN will be named 
at today's performance and will appear 
at each performance. Queen candidates 
and their sponsors are; Anita Ramsey, 
Murdough; Jane Ferguson, Fiji's; Jack. 
le McClain, Sigma Kappa; Judy Barks-
dale, West Hall; Clarie Walker, Corps. 
dettes; and Judy Jenkins, Kappa Kappa 
Gamma. 

Deadline for students to vote for 
Rodeo Queen is this afternoon. Votes 
may be cast in the Tech Union by 
depositing a penny in a can placed by 
the candidate's name. 

PROVIDING ENTERTAINMENT for 
the rodeo is Doug. McClure. McClure 
plays Trampas on television's "The 
Virginian." He will be present at each 
of the rodeo's four performances. 

Miss Rodeo Texas, Tech freshman 
Cindy Beck, and Miss National Inter-
collegiate Rodeo Association, Marianne 
Munz, Tech graduate, will post the 
colors as a part of the grand entry 
and opening ceremonies. 

A referendum on women's rules, re-

University of Georgia coeds have 
marched and conducted a sit-in in a 
battle to change housing, curfew and 
drinking regulations, inviting the sup-
port of the American Civil Liber. 
ties Union and the Students for a 
Democratic Society. 

The University of Georgia student 
campaign is a combination of situ-
ations similar to Tech's housing and 
women's rules controversies. 

Tech students await action from 
the Texas Civil Liberties Union on 
the policy of mandatory campus resi-
dence, and a women's rules referen-
dum questionnaire will be distribu-
ted today, 

of Women's office before the end of 
this semester. 

"WE WILL study the results point 
by point and submit them individually. 
Some of the measures will require a 
lot of time and research before we 
can pass them In WRC," 

After passed by WRC the measures 
will be Sent on to the General Coun-
cil of the Association of Women Stu-
dents who will also have to pass the 
measure before it can be sent to the 
Dean of Women. 

"WRC has been criticized for be-
ing so slow but most people don't 
realize that if we do not do a thorough 
job we will only have to start all over 
again and that will take twice as long," 
Miss Coleman said. 

"Before we can submit anything 
to the administration It must be well 
planned and mapped out In specific 
details or they will not even consider 
It. It will be returned to us and ac-
cording to our by-laws one issue ran 
not be brought up more than once 
in a semester. This is why we are 
taking things carefully and are trying 
to do a complete job." 

Competing teams will come from 
Midwestern University, Panhandle 
A&M, Oklahoma State University, 
Hardin-Simmons University, Sul Ross 
College, University of Texas at El 
Paso, West Texas State University, 
South Plains Junior College, New Mex-
ico State University, Tarlton State 
College, ENMU and Tech. 

Georgia coeds have petitioned the 
administration to permit them to live 
off campus if they are 21, to abolish 
curfews and do away with regulations 
that do not allow coeds to drink at any 
time, either on campus or off, 

"THE WOMEN are not allowed to 
drink under any circumstances," said 
Richard Moore, editor of the Universi-
ty of Georgia student newspaper, The 
Red and The Black. 

"The women are demanding to have 
the same regulations as the men — no 
curfew and no penalties for drinking 
or coming in drunk." 

The Students for a Democratic So-
ciety, which is helping the women in 
their battle, is condemning the ad-
ministration for not making any 
promises to take action on the results 
of a referendum scheduled Monday 
Moore said. 

"The women are afraid that the 
referendum will serve no purpose. 
And even if the administration should 
decide to act, this university Is so 
Ingrained in the bureaucratic process 
that it would be fall of 1969 before 
the referendum could cut through the 
red tape and the women see its re-
sults, The women are upset about 
this and feel that all this red tape Is 
a waste of time," 

Iwo hundred students staged a three-
day sit-in in the University of Georgia 
administration building, 

The 	lasting from last Wednes- 
day to Friday, ended several hours 
before the university administration 
obtained an injunction to prevent the 
students conducting the sit-in from 
holding any more demonstrations. 

"There were 44 people named in 
the injunction," said Moore. "These 
44 were merely people seen and Identi-
fied by the various administrators. 
sonic of the people actually involved in 
the demonstration were begging to 
have their names oft the injunction, 
Others, not even Involved in It, were 
named merely because they were in 
the general area. 

"Two men from the American Civil 
Liberties Union were on campus during 
the sit-in and the ACLU has agreed to 
fight the injunction. 

WASHINGTON (Ai') — the FBI 
Wednesday charged Eric Starve Galt 
with conspiracy In the murder of Dr . 

 Martin Luther King Jr, 
It was the first time that any con-

spiracy had been officially mentioned 
In connection with the April 4 assassi-
nation of King, in Memphis. 

And the FBI issued a photograph 
which it identified as being one of Galt, 
"also known as Harvey Lowmyer and 
John Willard," 

THE FBI SAW a warrant was issued 
in Birmingham, Ala., Wednesday on the 
basis of an FBI complaint which charg-
ed that Galt "and an Individual whom 
he alleged to be his brother, entered 
into a conspiracy" which began around 
March 29 at Birmingham and ended 
about April 5 to "injure, oppress, 
threaten, or intimidate Martin Luther 
King Jr." 

Galt was charged with conspiring 
to violate King's civil rights. 

An FBI statement said Galt has 
given his date of birth as July 20, 
1931, has brown hair, wears his hair 
In a brush cut, reportedly has blue 
eyes, a straight narrow nose. is be-
tween 5•feet.-8 and 5.feet-11 and weighs 
between 160 and 175 pounds. 

The FBI said "the fugitive is said 
to have a nervous habit of occasional-
ly pulling at an ear lobe with his left 
hand. His left ear protrudes farther 
from his head than his right ear." 

The FBI statement said that Galt, 
on or about March 30, bought a rifle 
at Birmingham. The bureau did not 
say specifically that this was the rifle 
that killed King. 

BUT THE STATEMENT said, "a 
30.06 rifle equipped with a telescopic 
sight was found near a rooming house 
on South Main Street in Memphis im-
mediately after the fatal shooting of 
Dr. King occurred," The rooming house 
overlooks the Lorraine Hotel and Mo-
tel where King was staying, 

FBI agents have determined that the 

rifle was purchased from a Birming-
ham gun dealer March 30. The sight 
also was said to have been bought 
from the same dealer, whom the FBI 
did not identify. 

The FBI said Galt owns a 1.966 
white Mustang with Alabama license 
plates which was found abandoned in 
Atlanta April 11, It was bought from 
a private citizen In Birmingham last 
Aug. 30. 

The car's odometer showed It had 
been driven more than 19,000 miles 
between August 1967 and early April 
1968. 

The FBI said "Galt's travel in the 
Mustang included trips to Los Ange-
les, New Orleans, Birmingham and 
Mexico as well as to Memphis and At-
lanta. Galt was reported to have been 
in Memphis on April 3 and 4, 1968 
and to have departed from there for 
Atlanta." 

Tech Board Chairman Roy Furr said 
Wednesday he felt the Tech name change 
issue would be discussed Saturday but 
declined prediction as to whether a 
final decision could or would be 
reached. 

"The name change issue is not on 
the agenda but I am pretty sure it will 
be discussed," Furr said.

— Galt has claimed to have been 
employed as a cook on Mississippi 
River vessels and as a merchant sea-
maa. 

— He is said to be an avid dancer 
and took dancing lessons in New Or.. 
leans In 1964 and 1965, in Birming-
ham during September and October 
1967 and in Long Beach, Calif s  from 
December 1967 to February 1966. 

— Galt left Los Angeles last Dec. 
9 and drove his Mustang to New Or-
leans where he claimed he contacted 
either an engineering or contracting 
firm. He left there Dec. 19 and ar-
rived in Los Angeles Dec. 21. 

New social 
frat slated 

A new social fraternityy may be estab-
lished at Tech by next fall, Dr. Wil-
liam Ii, Duvall, adviser to fraternities, 
said Wednesday. 

Duvall made the announcement at the 
Interfraternity Council meeting and 
added that 18 national fraternities are 
interested in placing a chapter at Tech, 
but die: two or three fraternities are 
front-runners, 

The IFC, along with Duvall and Dean 
of Student Life James G. Allen, will 
make the decision as to which fro. 
ternity will be allowed to establish 
a chapter at Tech. 

Duvall said that due to the shortage 
of time in this semester, a choice may 
have to wait until fall. 

A MEETING OF all qualified under-
graduate Tech men who are interest-
ed in becoming members of a new 
fraternity is scheduled for 7 p.m. Mon-
day in the Coronado Room of the Union. 
Requirements for joining a new fra-
ternity are a 2.25 accumulative CPA 
and passing at least 12 hours during 
the fall semester, 1967. All students 
wishing to attend this meeting are to 
secure an information blank from room 
168 of the Administration Building 
prior to attending the meeting. 

The IFC appointed David McDougal 
of Phi Gamma Delta as spokesman 
for IFC on which fraternity will estab-
lish a chapter at Tech. Mike Thomas, 
president of IFC said the prospective 
members of a new fraternity would 
not be the ones to decide which fra-
ternity will be established at Tech. 

In other action, the IFC opened 
nominations for new officers of the 
council. Voting and any further nom-
inations will be conducted at the next 
IFC meeting. 

Nominated for president were John 
Keaton and Mike Thomas; vice presi-
dent, Jody Durham and Mike Ander-
son; secretary, Bob Fairchild and Jody 
Durham; treasurer, Weide Sorrell. 

If the board fails to decide on a 
name before this summer Furr ex-
plained that it would be possible to 
introduce legislation without prior ap-
proval of the board. "Anyone could

Espionage charged 
MOSCOW — The Soviet Union charged Wednesday that 

five U,S, military attaches and one from Canada had 
pushed too hard at their intelligence gathering missions 
and entered the area of "open espionage" at a shipyard 
and a military base last week. 

The U.S. Embassy, in its strongest assertion here in 
years of diplomatic rights, said the attaches Immunity 
was violated and that the incidents had been "staged". 

PRECEDENT INDICATED the Soviet government would 
not expel the men. Its official newspaper IzvesUa said 
they had gone beyond the bounds of permissible behavior 
April 8 at a Leningrad shipyard and entered a closed 
military area at Borisov April 9. 

`Shoot to kill' opposed 
WASHINGTON — Atty. Gen. Ramsey Clark told the 

nation's editors Wednesday that shooting at arsonists 
and looters could cause "a very dangerous escalation" 
of rioting and violence in blg.city slums. 

Clark made the comment in responding to questions 
at the opening session of the convention of the American 
Society of Newspaper Editors, but said he had not studied 
the orders issued to Chicago police by Mayor Richard J. 
Dale y to shoot to kill arsonists and shoot to maim looters. 

IN HIS SPEECH to the 550 editors Clark advocated 
the rule that police should use deadly force only in 
self defense or to protect the lives of others. Otherwise, 
he said, authorities will ' , alienate the minorities and 
induce those who are not disposed to violence now to 
adopt terrorist and guerrilla tactics." 

When Clark finished, an editor inquired what he thought 
of the Chicago mayor's instructions. The attorney gen-
eral replied that resorting to deadly force "would tend 
to a very dangerous escalation of the problem we are 
so Intent on resolving."

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Problems similar, solutions different--at least now 
Texas Tech is certainly not alone with stu-

dent dissatisfaction in such areas as housing and 
women's rules. 

As a story on page one indicates, problems in 
these areas at the University of Georgia ironi-
cally similar to those here at Tech — even to the 
point that the American Civil Liberties Union has 
expressed interest in the case, although on different 
grounds. 

The main difference is that Georgia coeds are 
taking a somewhat more active approach, resort-
ing to marches, sit-ins and demonstrations over 
curfew, the right to live off-campus and liquor 
regulations. An injunction which may attempt to 
permanently prohibit this type of activity is the 
subject of ACLU's interest. 

Tech codes have not as yet indicated an interest 
in this type activity, and they are tobe commended 
for it. "Proper channels," as one administrator 
puts it, have not yet been exhausted. Marches, sit-
ins and demonstrations should be usedonlywhen all 
else fails. 

Tonight's referendum, despite its longevity and 
bulkiness, is an example of proper channels. We 
hope coeds will utilize the referendum to express

their preferences in such significant areas as 
elimination of senior hours, blanket parental sign-
out permission and dress standards. Whether the 
"red tape" ' which Georgia coeds fear in connection 
with a referendum exists here remains to be seen, 

Hopefully, it doesn't. The referendum is about 
the last remaining channel, and a situation sim-
ilar to that at Georgia certainly is not incon-
ceivable here. We suspect neither the administra-
tion nor university coeds would welcome that. 

Rodeo time again
