`Packing Court 
Is Unwise Act' 

Jackson Explains Points 
Against Addition To 

Supreme Court 
"Congress. if it is wiee. will not 

allow the president to pack the 
Supreme Court," Dr. W. A. Jack-
son, head professor of govern-
ment and chairman of the grad-
uate division, told members of 
the Pre-Law club this week. 

"There are two alternatives," Dr. 
Jackson said. "The constitution 
can be amended by due process so 
that it will agree with the law in 
question or by packing the Su-
preme Court." 

Shows Effect 
Dr. Jackson pointed out that 

the effect of such a move would 
be to destroy the balance of power 
between the judiciary, legislative, 
and executive branches, the prin-
ciple upon which our form of gov-
ernment Is based. 

"Disturbing the balance of power 
woul dnecessitate many fundamen-
tal changes," Dr. Jackson told the 
group, explaining that eventually 
it would bring nationalization of 
education, law enforcement, and 
other functions now exercised by 
the states. 

"The constitution is either sup-
erior to legislation or inferior," Dr. 
Jackson said and shows packing 
of the court would be equal to 
setting aside the constitution and 
setting up Congress in its place. 

Plan Trial 
"I do not believe the people 

would favor such a move," he 
said, "and I am not greatly a-
fraid of the outcome of the con-
troversy." 

After Dr. Jackson's discussion 
the club made plans for the Pre-
Law mock trial March 1, to be an-
nounced later.

Textbook In Math 
"Plane Geometry," a textbook by 

Dr. Fred W. Sparks, professor of 
mathematics, goes to the publisher, 
Printice-Hall company, this month. 
Collaborating with Dr. Sparks is 
Dr. Paul K. Reese, assistant profes-
sor of mathematics at New Mexico 
State college and former instructor 
here. 

For the past two years the book 
has been used in mimeographed 
form in the following schools: Uni-
versity of New Mexico, New Mexi-
co State college, Eastern New Mex-
ico Junior college, Trinity univer-
sity, Westmoreland college, and 
the University of Houston. Engi-
neering math classes at Tech also 
study the text.

Agronomy Department 
Aids Farmers In This 
Section; Conducts Tests 
Twenty-five separate tests made 

for farmers of this area by Dr. A. 
W. Young, associate professor of 
agronomy, and workers in the de-
partment, show that seeds are low-
er in germination this year. 

More than 50 percent of cotton 
seeds used in the test failed to ger-
minate, he said. The running tests 
showed between 34 and 85 percent. 

The tests on grain sorghums 
ranged from 40 to 75 percent, 
Young said. The two-weeks rain 
last September was the cause for 
low germination, he explained.

Student To Aid Himself, School

NATIONAL and state constitutions under NAL 

 our governmental machinery 
works gives the right of voting to every 
citizen who meets qualifications set forth 
in their paragraphs. Since the forming of 
our laws, statesmen and politicians have 
urged American citizens to utilize their 
privilege and duty to casting a ballot in 
elections that name their representatives. 

Unlike these codes, the constitution for 
student government on the campus does 
not put forth qualifications that must be 
met before enrollees may raise their voices 
in elections. Last year an attempt was 
made to put into operation a poll tax. Af-
ter a stubborn fight by THE TOREADOR and 
other campus groups, this requirement be-
came history and students were again trek-
ing to ballot boxes "free of charge." 

But despite the removal of the clause, 
_ campus citizens continue to take the "I 
don't give a d---" attitude," never fre-
quenting the polls to vote on affairs that 
directly or indirectly effect their life while 
attending Texas Tech. 

• • • 

ALTHOUGH this is not as important as 
most questions placed before the stu-

dent body for consideration, the situation 
is typical, showing lack of interest among 
campusites. Following a staunch rejec-
tion to choosing La Ventana beauties by 
popular vote, the yearbook editor, through 
the Student Council, asked students to 
name twenty-five candidates. Don't scream 
'dishonesty.' Don't question the facts when 
you realize that less than three hundred 
of the campus student population, number-
ing three thousand, marked favorites on 
ballots prepared by the governing body. 
Certainly the election of publications heads 
for next year should vitally concern each 
student. The newspaper is the student 
voice. What if officials decided—and man-
aged to make the regulation stick—to cen-
sor THE TOREADOR? Just where would you 
stand in representative campus affairs? 
There would be no method of getting your 
objection or approval before fellow stu-
dents. 

Each year as enrollment figures leap 
to a higher mark, the need for free press 
becomes more and more a necessity. En-
rollees must choose an editor who is quali-
fied and can act as your go-between and 
push your cause before the Administration, 
after seeing student attitude. Without this 
medium many cries would turn to whisp. 
ers.

LA VENTANA rates in the upper strata 

 among university and college annuals. 
Not only is it in the top number but nears 
the highest rating book. Surely we must 
keep our yearbook in the same spot for 
more than one reason. The annual adver-
tises the school, brings back memories of 
happy campus life and keeps friendships 
alive. 

Without much effort, a student visual-
izes voting advantages. It is a duty, a priv-
ilege and an opportunity to assist in Tech's 
rapid development. By balloting, the vot-
er either pulls down or pushes up the 
school, and lowers or raises his influence 
as a student. 

Are you a lia-
bility or an asset? The institution needs 
boosters, not knockers, VOTE THURS-
