Although this is the seventh all-

college rodeo put on ‘under the su-
pervision of the Block and Bridle 
club, it is actually the tenth Tech 
rodeo that has been presented in 
the seventeen and one-half years 
that have elapsed since the first 
college rodeo in 1930. 

Military Equipment 
Will Be Displayed 

Modern equipment used in train-
ing Tech military engineers will be 
on display to visitors to the six-
teenth annual Engineers' show, 
April 23-24, according to J. W. 
Stewart, Lubbock engineering stu-
dent and manager of military sci-
ence exhibits. Some of the equip-
ment will be operated and ex-
plained by students while other 
equipment will be available for 
visitors to examine. 

Arms and ammunition, mine de-
tectors, water purification systems, 
and various types of aircraft arm-
ament will be shown. On demon-
stration will be many pieces of 
equipment used in communica-
tions, such as radio direction find-
ers, sound power phones which are 
operated in the field without the 
use of batteries, radio transmitters 
and receivers, and wire communi-
cation pieces. Model bridges of the 
type used in the field by combat 
engineers in World War II will 
also be on display. 

Stewart added that captured en-
emy equipment, which should be 
of interest to all visitors, will be 
displayed.

In other committee reports 
from the floor, Earl Sears, vice-
president, reported that 25 trash 
receptacles, purchased at a cost of 
$15 each, hale been ordered and 
will be placed on the campus be-
fore the end of the current school 
year. Sears also reported that pos-
sible revisions of the Publication 
committee handbook were being 
studied including a "quicker and 
More efficient" method of requir-
ing the La Ventana editor to meet 
early deadlines. 

Upon -recommendation of the 
budget committee, the council dim 
approved allocation of $50 to the 
Junior class. The request had been 
made by the class to help finance 
the Mortarboard party, to be held 
in June. 

Plans were approved for the an-
nual Student Council banquet to 
be held May 3 in the Hilton Hotel. 
New student association officers 
and council members will be 
sworn in at that time, according 
to Betty Copeland, chairman of 
the banquet committee.

Take a look at the du- 
ties of Sheriff Floyd Lawhorn and 
his deputies set forth in "Plans 
for properly controlling western 
days and the all-college rodeo" to 
be held Friday and Saturday: 
Duties of sheriff and deputies: 

a. Maintain peace and order 
throughout western days and 
the rodeos. 

b. Perpetuate a western atmos- 
phere In a clean, wholesome, 
sportsmanlike manner. 

Powers -of sheriff and deputies: 
a. They shall have the power to 

ask any Individual to refrain 
from open drinking, profane 
language, and any other con- 
duct deemed disorderly and 
out of place. 

b. They will be permitted to sub- 
mit to the Dean of Men or the 
-Dean of Women a list of 
names of all persons failing to 
cooperate when politely asked 
to refrain from any disorder- 
ly conduct. 

Limitations of sheriff and depu- 
ties: 

a. They shall not be permitted 
to manhandle anyone except 
at the all-college dance and to 
use discretion at' that time. 

b. The sheriff and his deputies 
will not be excused from any 
class. 

c. They will not be permitted to 
enter class rooms with the ob- 
jective of removing students 
or faculty members, to keep 
anyone from attending class, 
or disturb elms routine In any 
manner.

The sheriff will 
be identified by a regular sher- 
iff's badge; the deputies will wear 
White arm bands with deputy 
printed on them in black letters. 

"The administration has defi- 
nitely pointed out to members of 
Block and Bridle that this will be 
the last event of this kind if the 
conduct of the student body is 
comparable to that of last year," 
states Edd C. McLeroy, president 
of Block and Bridle.

Furthermore, "The Block and Bri- 
dle club reserves the right to re- 
fuse sale of rodeo or dance tickets 
to any intoxicated person; also the 
right is reserved to refund money 
or to refuse admittance of any in- 
toxicated person bearing either a 
rodeo or dance ticket, Individuals 
conducting themselves In a diaor- 
derly manner at the rodeo or 
dance will be asked to leave and 
given assistance, If needed."

proved its facilities and faculty 
during the period from 1944 to 
1948 while Whyburn lead the 
school. The organization of the 
school has been strengthened, giv-
ing clearly outlined duties to des-
ignated parties, so that the whole 
administration runs more smooth-
ly. 

The college was examined by the 
Association of American Univer-
sities and judged worthy of ap-
proval, the notice of which was re-
ceived In November, 1946. With 
this recognition the full under-
graduate program of the institu-
tion was approved and graduates 
permitted to enter the top univer-
sities of the country without pen-
alty of any sort. Following the ap- 

proval of AAU, approvals by other 
rgani.tions have followed in 

quick succession. 
Building Done 

During Whyburn's reign, many 
badly-needed structures have been 
built, such as the $4,000,000 dormi-
tories. the Recreation hall and 

T. C. Root, assistant to Pres. 
W. M. Whyburn, this week 
said he was not a candidate 
for the presidency of Texas 
Tech. 

"I note I was mentioned In 
the last Toreador as a possi-
bility for president of the Col-
lege. I am not seeking that 
office. I have a job to fill 
now and am busy carrying 
out Its duties. I am not seek-
ing the presidency." 
No definite announcements have 

been forthcoming from the Board 
of Directors since last Wednesday 
when Chef r man Charles C. 
Thompson announced that Presi-
dent W. M. Whyburn had written 
the board that he would not be 
available after August 31. Thomp-
son could not be reached for com-
ment at his home in Colorado City 
Monday. 

Many changes and accomplish-
ments have occurred at Tech dur-
ing the administration of Presi-
dent Whyburn. The school's en-
rollment has had an unprecedent-
ed growth, partially due, of course, 
to the G' I. Bill of Rights. The 
school has received recognition 
from several of America's higher 
honorary societies and has lm- 

cafeteria, the Jones stadium, and 
the new power plant, which Is 3 
times larger than the old one. 

One thing that has permitted all 
of this construction is that the 
State legislature has provided all 
of the State-supported colleges of 
Texas with lump-sum type bud- 
gets, rather than the line item 
budget form used before the pres- 
ent biennium. This change of bud- 
gets came during the present ad- 
ministration. 
i The student body, has, since 
Whyburn's arrival in 1944, more 
than doubled In size. At that time 
the enrollment was under 3,000 
and now more than 5,500 students 
are attending Tech. 

A seven-year lease on the 8,500 
acres of the Pantex ordnance plant 
properties has been obtained re- 
cently and a joint project with 
Texas A. & M. college has been 
launched for the purpose of study- 
ing wheat poisoning. Application 
for permanent donation of the 
Pantex property to the college is 
under consideration by the Fed- 
eral government.

Pedestrian lanes recently mark-
ed oft on the campus are provided 
for and regulated by the new state 
laws on traffic control.

'The fines may run as high as 
25, police said. 

The campus police advice to 
students is use your seams and 
judgment when using these lanes."

Anyone 
found drunk, or driving with liq-
uor on his breath will be fined, 
they said. The old axiom "it you 
drink don't drive, if you drive 
don't drink" will be in effect, with 
the amendment, "Even if you 
don't drive, don't get conspicuous-
ly drunk".
