Mice Upset 
Best Of Home 

lEc Plans 
"The best laid plans of mice 

and men gang aft a-gley," said 
Bobbie Burns somewhere back 
in the last century, and a mod-
ern version of the same story 
might be "Mice upset the best 
laid plans of home economics 
teachers." 

Because they were above the 
standard age, the white rats 
that have been testing diets in 
the home economics school this 
last term showed neither the 
gain nor the decrease in weight 
that they should have. The paw 
that was fed on the general de-
ficiency diet gained consistent-
ly throughout the testing ped-
al and kept a healthy appear-
ance. Those on the typical Am-
erican diet lost steadily and be-
came undernourished, and those 
fed on balanced rations showed 
but little increase. 

According to Miss Jormie Me-
Croy, supervising of the test-
ing. the reverse results were 
caused by a previous long feed-
ing period on unelected food. 
She said that this experiment 
bears out the statement of a 
well-known nutritionot that "a 
first year of good feeding is 
worth more to an individual 
than ten years On a good diet 
after 40.
