The second morning that Dr. 
W. C. Holden's archaeology par-
ty drove out to Saddle Back for 
the grilling toil of the day, there 
were outlined on the ridge of 
Saddle Back three horsemen, 
looking as if they had stepped 
out of one of Zane Grey's novel's 
of the West. These horsemen, 
like the Vanishing American, 
are numbered, and are all that 
is left of the 0111 Tascosa except 
a few historic ruins which tell 
the story of the Pioneer's battle 
to conquer the Golden West. 

New Tascosa Is acre. the Ca-
nadian river from Old Tracosa 
and consists of a small store 
and a post/office. Across the riv-
er to the north slumbering in 
the suit, lies Old Tascosa, long 
since silent, but once the wild-
est town In the west. There has 
never been a church in Tascosa 
and some of the population have 
never been inside of a church 
where the saloon once was are a 
few piles of melted adobe and 
a collection of liquor bottles of 
every kind and description. 

The one building which is In-
tact is the "old Morris place", 

rmerly a Mexican fort. Mr. 
Morrie gambler in the days of 
Tascora's heydey, says the fort 
Is a hundred years old. After It 
had been abandoned. an  old 
Mexican named Gondalez made 
it his ranch headquarters mak-
ing a living robbing all trav-
elers who came by his ranch. To 
save trouble he would kill them 
and then kill his servants, who 
discovered his secret. The Mor-
ris back yard is a veritable 
cemetery, and contains many 
human skeletons, always with 
a slash In the skull. Mr. Morris 
and his family live In the slit 
fort, which be bought from 
Gondalez. It makes a lovely 
home, set back In a grove of 
beautiful cottonwood trees. 

Right across Tascosa Creek 
from the "old Morris place" 
is a tumble-down little adobe 
house in which lives Mrs. Mc-
Cormick, the last of the Belles 
of Tascosa She was an extra-
ordinarily beautiful young ao-

FACTS ABOUT TEXAS TECH 
Authorized as a Technical, Agri- 

cultural. Engineering, Home Eco-
nomics and Liberal Arts College by 
Act of the Legislature in 1923. 

College actually opened in fall of 
1925. 

Enrollment first year-4,043, 
Enrollment 1932-33, since Septem-

ber, last-2,257. 
Data compiled by the State Board 

of Education was for the year show-
ing the lowest enrollment, In the 
last four. 

First degrees conferred m 1926-
27-26 in number. 

Degrees conferred in 1931-32-
288. 

Total number of individual stu-
dents enrolled at Tech since open-
ing of school in the fall of 1925 
(head-count)-11,599. 

Total number of degrees conferred 
since opening of college-1,048. 

Student body at the present time 
represents attendance from 174 
counties in Texas, 24 states outside 
of Texas and 3 foreign countries. 
93 1-2 per cent of students register-
ed at the present time are from 
Texas and 6 1-2 per cent are from 
other states and foreign countries. 

As to occupations of students' pa-
rents in the present year, '174 are 
engaged in farming and ranching. 
The whole list of occupations of 
students' parents is so interesting 
that it is given in full elsewhere 
in this paper, but classified as best 
we can, it shows that more then 
1-3 of the student body come from 
farms and ranches; those from 
trades and industries, associated 
with engineering, amount to 425, or 
a little less than 20 per cent; those 
In= nememettle and bereeeen -lines 
amount to approximately 572, which 
is about 25 per cent; those from 
professional life, including doctors, 
lawyers, ministers, teachers and em-
ployees of the federal, state, coun-
ty and city government amount to 
364, which is about 16 per cent. 
There are 122 students of whom 
the vocation of the fathers is not 
known, 

It is interesting to know what the 
state appropriation for Tech repre-
sents in its proportionate share of 
the general revenue fund. For every 
dollar paid out of the general rev-
enue fund, this institution receives 
.01792; or, in other words, a trifle 
less than one and eight-tenths cents 
of every dollar paid out of the gen-
eral revenue fund. 

From that portion of the general 
revenue fund represented by ad va-
lorem tax, or visible property of the 
citizens of the state, and is paid 
into the general revenue fund, Tech 
receives approximately eight-tenths 
of one cent out of every dollar. 

If every citizen of the state of 
Texas were to pay an equal propor-
tion of the money paid to Tech, 
that amount would be .073 cents per 
capita, or a bottle of pop and a two 
cent stamp. 

The average cost per full-tune 
student at the Texas Technological 
college as shown by Table XII of 
the report of the State Board of 
Education is $215.74. The average 
costa at the other institutions in the 
state are given in the table show-
ing the cost at Tech to be exceeded 
by eight of the other state-suppart-
ed institutions. These figures are not 
given for comparison as a critictsm 
of any other Institution in the state. 
In our case the figures are based 
upon the lowest enrollment in the 
past four years and one of the 
highest appropriations. I know that 
the figures will not be fair to other 
institutions. Every one of them is 
carrying on their work at less cost 
than similar institution. elsewhere.

Girls; Patience Of Woman 
Is Needed Rather Than The 
Strength Of A Man 

Home economics girls in the 
household renovation class can up-
bolster furniture and even manu-
facture It out of old boxes and bar-
rels, proving that women more and 
more are entering men's occupa-
tions. 

This is how one girl is meking a 
barrel chair. Most she had a car-
penter cut the barrel to make an 
open front and arms, and nail in a 
scat about a foot and a half from 
the floor. Now she is wrapping the 
edges in burlap and cotton, nailing 
it securely. When this Is finished, 
she will bore holes in the sides of 
the barrel lour or the inches apart 
and sew on cotton padding and a 
burlap covering. The chair will then 
be ready for a corded cloth uphol-
stery and there you are. Another 
girl is making and upholstering a 
window seat from a box. 

Upholstering of a sofa and large 
chair in the practice house is being 
done exclusively by home economics 
students. Miss Mabel Erwin, heed 
professor of clothing, says this work 
requires not so much the strength 
of a man as the patience of a wo-
man. 

These eccomplishments of mod-
em women are offset by the old 
ones of sampler-working and quin-
tile. Every girl in the class is melt-
ing a block for a new quilt for the 
practice house. The pattern. 
"Drunkard's Path," dates back to 
colonial days.

Boot Hill is the most grue-
some sight one can imagine. 
Why the name? Because every 
man buried there died with his 
boots on. Mrs. McCormick's 
husband was killed in the fight 
that made this hill famous all 
over the West. On the night of 
lune 30, 1883. the L. S. cowboys 
were paid off and went acrd 
-.se river to spend it all in one 
angle night of drink and gamb-
ens, their only amusement af-
'er weeks of grueling toil in the 
spring roundup. The cowboys 
lent all of their money, and 
Frank King, a handsome young 
cowboy from the L. S. started 
the fight. The death toll in all, 
cowboys and gamblers, was 
twenty. The citizens of Tascosa 
heard the fight but none dared 
to go up on the hill. Reports 
were that it lasted for hours 
and that there was no sleep in 
Tascosa that night. 

The next morning the citizens 
of Tascosa found the bodies of 
the slain men horribly distort-
td and scattered all over the 

They dug holes on Boot 
Hill and dumped the dead men 
in, hoots and all. with no bur-
ial ceremonial. Only four of the 
dead have markers, which con-
sists of rude slabs of stone with 
their names and approximate 
ages, as none knew who the
