Married Students Housing
Development Begins Here

SMU To Visit Tech
On All-School Trip

Beginning construction this week is a project designed to
benefit the students of Texas Tech—a 1.3 million dollar married
student housing development.

Howell G. Killgore and Michael Grinnell, Lubbock builders
are erecting Tech Village Inc., a seven-building, 200-unit project
one block north of the National Guard Armory.

Tech Village is a private corporation belonging to Killgore,
Grinnell, and David Grinnell, all local men. The mortgage and
financing for the corporation was secured through Hurlbut and
Holder Real Estate and Loans representing The Connecticut
Mutual Life Insurance Co. The project was designed by Houston
Miller, also of Lubbock. 0

WHEN COMPLETED, the project will have seven two-story
brick and steel buildings. Four of the buildings will have 32 apart-
ments and three will have 24 each. Each unit will comprise 600
sq. ft. of floor space.

Between the buildings will be lawns, patio areas and a play
area 120 by 240 ft. with sandbox, tunnels, swings, etc. In the south-
east corner of the project a 30 by 60 ft. swimming pool surrounded
by a lawn will invite attention in the summer.

In the center of the development a combination laundromat-
club room will be open for the convenience of tenants, Washing
machines and dryers will be the standard coin operated type.

PARKING LOTS will surround the whole development.

The apartments t will be
Toom, bath, living room, and a kitch room
Six closets will be placed throughout the apartment.

C )| modern furni will be provided along with wall-
to-wall carpeting in bedroom and living room. A refrigerator,
built-in range, oven, and dispose-all will be in each kitchen. Every
apartment will have year-round temperature control by General
Electric.

The walls between apartments will be insulated with sand so
that no sounds will escape the apartment.

The southeast corner buildi is scheduled for pletion
sometime in December and its 32 apartments will be rented as
soon as it reaches that stage. Each apartment will rent for a
maximum of $80 a month with all bills paid. The entire develop-
ment should be complete by spring and will be ready for summer
school, according to Killgore.

Commenting on the SMU visit, Aycock said, “We
are certainly proud to have the oportunity to serve
as hosts to SMU because we believe this will be
Tech's finest Homecoming.

“This is a good oppor-
tunity for us to show that we are qualified to be
the recipient of the Southwest Conference trophy.”

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2156 Techsans Take

Polio Vaccine Here

A total of 2,156 Tech students,
faculty and staff munched vaccine
treated sugar lumps Sunday in an
all-out community effort to stamp
out polio, Dr. Fred Kallina of the
Tech infirmary announced today.

A battery of volunteer workers
including the student health person-
nel, Lions Club, Pink Ladies, mem-
bers of the President's Hostesses
and Alpha Pi Omega quickly pro-
cessed the hundreds applying.

Dr. Kallina emphasized that all
faculty, students and staff should
receive all three doses of the vac-
cine. He cited the Canadian inci-
dent of some polio cases occuring
concurrent with administration of
vaccine as no more than regretable
publicity.

It is his belief that the three-
million-to-one chance of contracting
polio through the drug is far opt-
weighed by the proven protection
provided.

“Most important from the stand-
point of community protection,” he
said, “is to guard against unknown
carriers of the disease.” All persons
taking the three treated sugar
lumps are guaranteed life-time im-
munity from the three types of
polio. It also guards against be-
coming a “Polio-Polly.”

Professor Emeritus
Dies Here Monday

Professor Emeritus Albert B.
Cunningham, 2601 21st St., mem-
ber of Tech English department
for 17 years, died Monday follow-
ing an apparent heart attack. Dr.
Cunningham taught at Tech from
1929 to 1946. Three years after re-
tirement he was made professor
emeritus.

Cunningham, known at Tech for
his dry wit and encouragement to
fledging writers, was a successful
novelist in his own right. Under the
pen names Garth Hale and Estil
Dale, he wrote books, short stories
and created the Jess Roden detec-
tive series.

$1,500 per year for single men, a

tuition and fees.

Applications for the fellowship
are due Oct. 28, announced Dr. C.
C. Schmidt, physics professor and
campus Danforth liasion officer.

About 100 grants are available to
outstanding candidates nominated
by liasion officers at accredited
U.S. colleges and universities this
year. Selection will be based on in-
tellectual promise and personality,
integrity, genuine interest in re-
ligion and high potential for effec-
tive college teaching.

The Danforth Fellowship may be
held concurrently with other
scholarships, such as the Woodrow
Wilson, Fulbright, Rhodes and Na-
tional Science grants.

Other [eatures of the 640 pound
copier are: It will make up to seven
prints per minute; copies are mad
on ordinary paper, using no wet
chemicals; and it will copy from
all colors — blue (ball point ink),
yellow (traffic forms) or red (rub-
ber stamps). '

The Xerox 914, rented from the
Xerox Corporation, is being ol{ﬁ

as one of the many services of

and is free to its users as long as
is not misused in any way, aci 3
ing to Mr. James Edward Platz,
associate librarian. “We are offer-
ing it on a trial basis and we hope
that it will discontinue the destrue-
tive clipping from our books and
periodicals,” Platz said.

The new machine is now in u
and can prove very helpful in
search work, copying of quotations
and hard-to-copy material.

No extensive note taking will be
allowed and copy written material
such as songs can not be copied.
Only a few pages of copywritten
books can be copied. Students and
others should check with a library
official before copying from
written books as well as from
dated material.

Hogs Show Power

DALLAS (Special) — Three
Southwest Conference teams man-
aged season-opening victories Sat-
urday, but only one of three claim-
ed a statistical superiority over the
opposition.

Front-runner statistically was
Arkansas, one of the defending co-
champions, which amassed an im-
pressive yardage total of 431 in
whipping Oklahoma State, 34-7.

The only other conference team to
outgain the opposition was Texas
Tech, which had a total offense
of 385 yards in bowing to West
Texas State, which managed a 30-27
victory with a yardage total of
324.

Arkansas’ offensive splurge was
the best opening day for the Razor-
backs since 1951, when they totaled
412 yards against the same school.

The 34 points, tops for a conference
team last week, was Arkansas’ best
opening tally since the surprise
championship year of 1954, when
Tulsa was dumped, 41-0.

Only two of the other five con-
ference teams seeing action Sat-
urday entered the scoring column.
Texas tallied 25 in a come-from-
