Baylor Women Are 
Against Smoking 

"Should women smoke?" is a 
question that has been answered at 
Baylor University by 45 yeomen-
sixteen seniors. nine juniors. eight 
sophomores, and twelve freshmen. 
Of the 45 in number. ten actually . 

 voted for smoking, five were Indif-i 
ferent, while thirty voted outright 
against smoking. 

Out of 55 men questioned on the 
above, 11 voted for women smoking. 
eight were Indifferent, and 36 
strongly oppcsed women using to-
bacco In any form or fashion. 

This survey was made by two 
sociology students. Ruth Williams of 
Waco. and Drebon Williams of Gil-
mer. Texas. 

Not a single football player. who 
was questioned, favored women 
smelting. One senior man said, "I 
would not reduce to writing what I 
think about women smoking." 

The whole trend of thought 
gleaned from the questionnaires re-
solves down to common sense ideas 
which were more of the practical 
type. They had real reasons against 
smoking such as an economic waste 
of money, an Injure to health, a de-
cline of character, and a lowering of 
one's mental aptitude.

Machine Is Loaned 
For Agronomy Use 

A hardness testing machine for 
seeds has been leased to the Agron-
omy department of the School of 
Apiculture by the Kansas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station. The me-
chine arrived last week, and Tech 
will keep it until spring, paying the 
express on It both ways. 

This is the original machine. 
which was invented in 1907 by Pro-
fessor H. F. Roberts. head of the 
department of Botany of the Kens-
as Agricultural Exeeriment Steno:, 
at that time. Roberts had worked 
abroad, studying wheat in South-
ern Russia, before inventing this 
machine, which was a direct result 
of his work abroad. While working 
upon this machine with samples he 
brought back from Russia, the In-
ventor Incidentally discovered Kan-
red wheat, which Is much the more 
important discovery of the two. At 
the present time more than 5,000,-
000 acres of this /Lamed wheat arc 
planted In Kansas, and several 
thousand acre., are planted in the 
Texas Panhandle. 

The Agronomy department will 
use this machine for the study of 
the hardness of the kernels of grain 
sorghums. and also in the study of 
The hardness of the kernels iis 
protein content and germination. 
measured by the amount of pres-
sure on a lever required to crush 
them. 

Library Receives 
More Magazines 

The library has just received a 
large shipment of back numbers of 
magazines from the Rosenberg li-
brary ot Galveston. These maga-
zines, which include both techni-
cal periodicals. such as the Engi-
neering News Record. and Electrical 
World, and also general magazines, 
such as the Atlantic Monthly, Cen-
tury and Harp,s• aro a valuable 
addition to the liberary. especially 
as they have been obtained at a 
very small fraction of their value. 
The Rosenberg library. a free pub-
lic library established by a busi-
ness man of Galveston, Is having to 
dispose of these magazines to make 
room for other material: they are 
now stacked in the lobby of Tech 
library. This shipment will do 
much toward completing the files 
already in the library, as well as 
adding valuable reference material.
