Permits Issued 

At Coliseum Lot 
Student car registration per-

mits can be obtained west of 

Jones Stadium on the Coliseum 

parking lot between 8 am. and 

12 noon and between 1 p.m. and 

5 p.m. Thursday through Satur-

day. 

Before picking up the permits, 
students should remove all old 
permits, have their driver's license 
available and their cashier's re-
ceipt for the permit ready. The 
IBM card must be carefully fill-
ed out. 

Permits must be on vehicles 
not later than Saturday. as tick-
ets Will be issued beginning Mon-
day on those cars which are not 
properly marked. 

Four parking spaces have been 
presided in the parking lot direc-
tly south of the Post Office to be 
used by the Post Office patrons—
faculty, staff and students. There 
will be a 10-minute time limit on 
these spaces. 

Upperciass and freshman park-
ing fees will be raised beginning 
this semester. The decision was 
made this summer by the Tech 
Board of Directors. 

The new fees will be $5 for 
upperclassmen and $3 for fresh-
men, for each vehicle registered. 
The fees were $3.50 and $1 last 
year. 

TECH PRESIDENT, Dr. E. N. 
Jones, explained the fee raise in 
a letter to Donnell Echols, Stu-
dent body president. The text of 
the letter reads: 

"As you have already noted in 
the news report of the actions 
taken by the Board of Directors at 
the July 8 meeting, the fee for 
car registrations for students was 
raised from $3.50 to $5.00 and for 
freshmen using the parking lot 
east of the Stadium from $1.00 to 
$3.00 per semester, effective Sep-
tember, 1958. 

"AT THIS MEETING the mem-
bers of the Board were again 
brought face to face with very 
realistic problems involved in ade-
quately financing the operation 
of the college. These problems are 
both those of the year just ahead 
and also on a long-range basis. 
They include the erection of build-
ings for classrooms and laboratory 

No Progress Report 
Tech's Council of Deans has 

voted to do away with freshman 
progress reports effective this 
fall. Dr. G. E. Giesecke, aca-
demic vice-president, has an-
nounced. 

Dr. Giesecke said the Council 
took the action because the re-
ports have been found to have 
less and less significance for 
counseling purposes. The change 
was made on recommendation 
of the Faculty Advisory Commit-
tee. 

use and other essential structures, 
such as the physical plant facili-
ties in the heating plant area of 
the campus. The money for these 
buildings is provided by what is 
known as the Building Fund A-
mendment income. On the other 
hand, the Bookstore, the dormi-
tories, the Student Union produce 
revenue and pay for their own 
new construction. No money from 
the Building Fund Amendment 
income is used. 

"As the Board of Directors 
studied proposals made on  the 
building needs of the College for 
the next ten years, the fact be-
came painfully evident that the 
available Building Fund Amend-
ment income for this period, now 
forecast as approximately $8,000,-
000 is at least $4,000,000 short of 
the total needed. 

"SINCE $119,523.00 has been 
spent to date on parking lots, in-
cluding $23,040.00 on those now 
being completed and since the con-
struction Of further parking lots 
will have to come from money 
which otherwise could be used for 
the construction of necessary 
classroom and laboratory facili-
ties, the Board of Directors ruled 
that students using the parking 
lots should pay, at least in part, 
for their construction and super-
vision. 

"The reasoning is this—all stu-
dents are deprived of more class-
room facilities to the extent that 
money which otherwise could go 
for this use is turned to the con-
struction of parking lots. Not all 
students have a car, and there-
fore, inequitable to reduce the 
amount of money to be used in 

for classroom and laboratory 

buildings, which will benefit all 

students, by using money from 
the same source which will bene-
fitt a part of the students. 

"I SHOULD ADD that the 
Board of Directors has determined 
that making parking space availa-
ble to faculty members and other 
full-time employees of the College, 
with charge, is a benefit asso-
ciated with employment.

No. 1 	The Board of Directors, upon 
request by the Student Council, 
has approved a student insurance 
plan for the coming year. 

The plan, available for students 
registered for six or more hours, 

I  provides coverage for items not 
covered by the College Student 
Health Service. 

COST OF the plan, which is not 
compulsory, is $11.70, and covers 
the student for 12 months, includ-
ing vacation periods. The period 
covered is Sept 12, 1958-Sept. 12, 
1959. 

Participation in athletic activi-
ties, excluding inter - collegiate 
sports, is covered. A student may 
receive benefits from the plan in 
addition to any other coverage 
he may have. 

Accidental injuries, dental treat-
ment and sickness is covered by 
t he plan. 

UP TO $500 will be paid for 
medical expenses for each acci-
dent. Payments will be made for 
expenses up to 12 months after 
accident, if treatment begins with-

I in 30 days after the accident. 
Expenses covered are medical 

and surgical treatment. hospital 
confinement and special nurfes, 
and college infirmary services for 
which the student is charged. 

Expenses caused by sickness 
that are covered by the plan are 
operation fees 510-5200 each oper-
ation: miscellaneous expenses, up 
to $100, while confined in hospi-
tal; doctor's visits for nonsurgical 
cases, $3 each day up to a total 
of $90, while confined in hospital; 
hospital room and board, maxi-
mum of 30 days, up to $10 each 
day.

Ohio State Tops 

Traffic 
E. 'Mac' McKnight, chief secu-

rity officer, has announced the 
1958-59 traffic and parking reg-
ulations. 

They  are: 

1. VEHICLE IIEVOCIATIONS 

a. Every strident and employee 
of the college who operates or 
parks a motor vehicle on the cam-
pus must register his *Thiele with 
the college, before he is allowed 
to park on the campus. 

b. Applications for parking priv• 
Doges may be secured beginning 
with registration for classes. The 
parking permit will be attached 
In the proper place by the Secu-
rity-t ra t tic department. 

c. A registration fee of $5 per 
semester (freshmen students $3, 
see 2g1 is payable for each vehicle 
registered and  a  fee will be char-
ged for each replacement permit 
issued. These lees are not refund-
able. 

d. Replacement permits will be 
issued on the following basis: 

11.1 A fifty cent fee will he 
charged for each replacement 
permit, when the remnants of 
the original permit are returned 
to the security office. 

(2.1 When the remnants of 
the original permit are not re-
turned. the regular fee will be 
charged. 
e. Two students will not be per-

mitted to register the same se-
hide. 

f. Each registrant must present 
a  valad driver's license at the time 
the parking decal is issued. 

g. Response to a notice to ap-
pear before the security officer 
for violation of a traffic or park-
ing regulation must be made with-
in 48 hours of the issuance of such 
notice. Failure to report will re-
sult in a DOUBLE PENALTY. 

h. By April 3. the registrant 
must register his new auto license 
number with the security and 
traffic office. 
2. WHERE TO PARK 

a. Within the parking areas a 
certain portion clearly marked,  

is reserved for staff, visitors, and 
the physically handicapped people. 

b. Between the hours of 7 a.m. 
to 5 p.m., dormitory students' ve-
hicles must remain in assigned 
areas except for moving off or 
onto the campus. 

c. Non-freshmen students living 
in West, Sneed, Bledsoe and Gor-
don dormitories must park only 
in the large L-shaped area. ex-
tending west of Gordon and West 
dormitories and north of Gordon 
and Bledsoe dormitories. 

d. Non-freshmen students living 
in Knapp, Horn, Drane, Doak, and 
Weeks dormitories must park in 
the following places: 

1. The area directly in front 
of Knapp. 

2. The area east of Drone 
and Horn. 

3. No students are to park in 
the area west of Doak Hall at 
any time. 

e. Non-freshmen students living 
in men's dormitories 5, 6, 7 and 8 
must park in the designated areas 
adjacent to these dormitories. 

f. Off-campus students, other 
than freshmen. may park in areas 
they choose, proyided that such 
parking does not violate any cam-
pus parking regulations such as 
parking in dormitory or staff lots. 

g. Freshmen students may park 
in the area east of Jones Stadium 
at any time. No freshmen may 
park in any dormitory area at 
any time. 

AN ENTERING FRESHMAN, 
FOR THE FALL SEMESTER, IS 
DEFINED AS ANY PERSON 
WHO ENTERS COLLEGE FOR 
THE FIRST TIME AFTER JUNE 

1. 
The vehicle registration fee for 

freshmen will be $3 per vehicle. 
per semester. A fifty cent fee will 
be charged for each replacement 
permit issued when the remnants 
are returned: the regular fee will 
be charged if the remnants are 
not returned. 

h. Parking or driving on the 
turf at any time is prohibited.  

3. 61.'s .ir if, IrEGULATION ,  

a. Ex eey person operating ave-
hicle on campus is held responsi-
ble for obeying all college rules 
and regulations. City of Lubbock 
traffic ordinances and State of 
Texas laws regulating traffic and 
parking on campus. 

b. The registrant of the vehicle 
is held responsible for the safe 
operation and proper parking of 
his vehicle, regardless of who may 
be the driver or operator. 

c. Improper mufflers and distur-
bances from starting and stopping 
a motor vehicle will constitute a 
violation for operator and regis-
trant. 

d. Any ticket issued by the City 
of Lubbock Police Department for 
traffic violations on campus will 
be considered a violation of cam-
pus regulations. 

e. The legal speed limit on the 
campus: 

STREETS — 20 MILES PER 
HOUR. 

PARKING  LOTS —  10 MILES 
PER HOUR. 

f. A registrant operating more 
than one vehicle must register 
each vehicle separately. 

g. Accumulation of traffic tick-
ets: Any ticket received by a stu-
dent on campus becomes part of 
the student's permanent parking 
and driving record. When a stu-
dent accumulates three tickets his 
parking and driving privileges will 
be revoked (see NOTICE). 

h. Towing and Impounding Sys-
tem: Any student or employee of 
the college violating any rule or 
regulation concerning parking on 
campus will be subject to having 
his vehicle towed away and im-
pounded. A clearance from the 
security-traffic office must be se-
cured before the vehicle is re-
turned to the operator or owner. 

i. Any person operating a motorl 
vehicle in a manner which en-
dangers life and or• property on 
the campus will be issued a vio- I 
lation ticket for reckless driving. 
The violator will be restricted ,

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AUSTIN, Tex., Sept. 18--Tex-

as' ;ear-long steadily improv-

ing traffic safety record cracked 

under the strain of August vaca-

tion driving, and a report from 

the Department of Public Safety 

to Governor Price Daniel shows 

the first monthly increase of the 
year in motorcades. 

AUGUST 310TOROIDES offi-
cially reported through last Fri-
day had reached 220,  as  compared 
with 211 for August, 1957. at the 
same  date. This  was  the first 
month of 1958 in which more per-
sons  had died in Texas traffic 
than in the corresponding month 
of last year. 

The Governor's Office said the 
1958 traffic safety improvement 
record peaked at the end of the 
first week of August when 201 
fewer persons had been killed this 
year than last. That was a re-
duction of 15 per cent over last 
year. But a series of six tragic col- 
lisions, taking 31 lives between 
August 16 and August 24, caused

a  sudden upsurge in the number 
of deaths. 

Adding a larger number of fatal 
accidents during the month, the 
over-all August toll climbed high-
er  than the same month a year 
ago. The August total may climb 
somewhat higher as final reports 
are  received. 

THE YEAR'S DEATH  toll 
through September 12 is now esti-
mated by the DPS at 1,472, as 
compared with 1,622 at the same 
date in 1957. This is a reduction 
of 150 deaths,  or  9  per cent. 
,Governor Daniel said: "It is  a 
shame that the steady improve-
ment earlier in the year has been 
reduced by the August tragedies. 
This report proves that traffic 
safety efforts  can  never be slack-
ened, that death is ever-present  on 
Texas highways and that it is 
overtaking all kinds of drivers. 
This tragic report should spur all 
of us to greater obedience to our 
traffic laws and greater obser-
vance of our speeding regulations.

Some of these crashes took the 
lives of other persons and not the 
driver. One second of inattention 
sometimes makes the difference 
between life and death." 

The DPS report concluded by 
showing that August's 28 multi-
ple-death crashes took the lives 
of  84  persons.

Higher Parking Fee 
Comes With Paving 

Again this year, parking on the Tech campus 
looms to the headlines in the form of increased fees for 
this privilege. 

Most students who use cars on the campus were 
aghait at the sight of a $5 fee, and over the $3.00 fee 
for the freshmen. There is one thing for certain, this 
fee won't be lowered since it was brought about by 
action of the Tech Board of Directors. 

However, before jumping an any conclusions, a 
review should be made of the improvements made in 
the parking situation in order that an objective over-
all view of the subject may be obtained. 

First, 880 new paved parking spaces for off cam-
pus students have been added, not counting the new 
parking spaces for the various dormitories. 

New paved lots are now, or will be in the very 
near future, located immediately west of the Ad 
Building, west of the Journalism Building and east of 
the new gym, and spaces in the lot immediately north 
of the infirmary are now available for off campus stu -

dents. Also the extra spaces in front of Drane and 
Horn Halls are being considered for these students. 

The reasoning of the Board of Directors on the 
action of raising the parking fee is this: "All students 
are deprived of more classroom and laboratory faci-
lities to the extent that money wihch otherwise could 
go for this use is turned over to the construction of 
parking lot. Not all students have a car, and there-
fore, not all students use the parking lots. 

The Board of Directors also determined that 
making parking space available to faculty members 
and other full-time employees of Tech, without 
charge, is a benefit associated with employment. 

It is generally accepted that the increased car reg-
istration fee will seriously dent the pocketbook of 
many, even worse than did the $3.50, but new and 
better things come high. 

Security Force Policies 
Will Bring New Changes 

Over the past few years  a  bad relationship has 
existed between the students and the Tech Security 
Officers. It is hard to define what has caused this 
type of relationship, and matters little at this point. 

E. "Mac" McKnight, the new Security Chief, has 
announced plans for traffic control that should pro-
vide a cure for the bad feelings in the past. 

He has instructed the men on the force to  use 
"courtesy" as a by-word, and to bend over backward 
to be pleasant with the people they are dealing with. 
However, this does not mean they will have to accept 
unnecessary abuse from a violator of the law. 

Another thing which should ease the tension be-
tween students and officers is that the patrolmen who 
work the parking lots in daytime have quit wearing 
pistols. This was a move welcomed by both sides. 

The officers will attempt, to the best of their 
ability, to be a warning force rather than a ticket-
giving force, but tickets will be given where the rules 
are clearly violated. 

Towing and impounding cars will be the last re-
sort in all cases, but will be carried out when neces-
sary. If your car is towed off, you will be told why. 

McKnight plans to act as a public relations man 
in handling the affairs of the office. He will not be in 
uniform, and he plans to meet with individuals and 
organizations all  over  the campus to help bring about 
a better understanding of the traffic problem. 

Students, it is now up to you to take up the re- 
maining slack in this relationship. Help  the situation, 
don't hinder  it.

Texas Tech Librarian R. C. 
Janeway has been made president-

elect of the Texas Library Assn. 

The Assn. has more than 1,200 

members in libraries for public 

schools, colleges and universities, 
government and the general pub-
lic. 

TAKING OFFICE as Texas Li-
brary Assn. president Tuesday 
was Abilene Public Librarian 
Thelma Andrews. Janeway will 
succeed her in July. 1959. 

Janeway said  a  prime objective 
M the next two years will be the 

cruitment of more librarians. 
As the Texas population expands 
there will he even more opportun-
ities for library work than there 
are today, he pointed out. 

HE ALSO EMPHASIZED that 
the expected growth of higher ed-
ucation in the next 10 to 15 years 
probably will mean increased com-
petition for the type of personnel 
going into teaching or library 
work. 

Janeway currently is also chair-
man of the Bibliographic Center 
for Research, a coperative opera-
ted by 275 Rocky Mountain and 
Plains libraries and located at 
Denver. 

JANEWAY CAME to Tech in 
1949 from the University of Kan-
sas, where he was assistant lib-
rarian. He was librarian at Brad-
ley University before moving to 
Kansas. 

He has a bachelor's degree from 

Kansas, and a bachelor of library 
science and a master's degree 
from the University of Illinois.

Take A Year To Pay 
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Texas Artist Directs 
Jewelry Making Course 

Board Approves Grants 

Twenty-two Texas Tech stu-
dents are learning new and old 
techniques of an ancient art — 
Making custom jewelry. 

Directing them is Wilt Harri-
son, El Paso artist whose jewelry 
and silver are on exhibit in mu-
seums and private collections from 
California to New York. 

IN THE THREE-WEEK short 
course that ends June 25. two 
methods of making custom jewel-
ry are being learned — by fabri-
cation from sheet metal, wire and 
bar stock and by casting. 

Methods of attaining  a  design 
In metal have changed little from 
those used by  men  throughout his-
tory. "We've only refined  the 
techniques with better tools,  eq-
uipment and materials." Harrison 
said. 

HARRISON FINDS  the history 
of  jewelry almost  as  fascinating 
as  teaching the skills themselves. 

"In looking  back  over  the civ-
ilization  before  ours,  sometimes 
all we know about remains of  a 
civilization are  the bits of jewelry 
left  behind," he commented. 

He  said  that in  addition  to  being 
a  diverting avocation, jewelry 
making has another satisfying as-
pect for both professionals  and 
hobbyists. 

MUCH OF THE  commercially 
made jewelry today  may not  be 
intrinsically  valuable but it has 
excellent  design  that  is attractive 
to the buyer,  he  said. 

"But, a  piece of custom  made 
jewelry  is  for the  individual 
alone," he pointed out. "There's 

only one piece and none on  her 
exactly like it." 

THE TECH STUDENTS are 
learning to make individual pieces 
of jewelry by casting metal in 
molds and models made in wax  or 
caned in soft stone. A special 
kind of sand is also used to cast 
metal objects. 

"We  can  make jewelry out of 
anything," Harrison said, "even 
a  bright piece of rock found  on 
gravel streets  can  be made into 
an  ornamental object" 

HE HAS TAUGHT many "rock 
hounds"  or  lapidary enthusiasts 
how to make jewelry from the 
many stones they've collected and 
polished. 

"I continue to be amazed at the 
great variety of jewelry that has 
appeal to all persons of all ages 
and classes over the years," Har-
rison stated. 

While making jewelry is  as  old 
as  the Pyramids, it has been ac-
cepted and taught as an art form 
in colleges only since World War 
H.  Before that, the techniques of 
sculpture and painting dominated 
the education scene. 

BENEFITS  of jewelry making 
in occupational therapy in vete-
rans  hospitals also have helped 
the craft, Harrison said. 
Teaching of the  craft  as an art 
form got its bigest boost between 
1947 and 1952 when  a  Conference 
of American Silversmiths was 
held for six weeks each year at 
the Rhode Island  School of  De-
sign. 

Each year an internationally 

■ inokis 	 ,,ich as Wil- 
li:ins 14•nnett 01 England or 13,,on 
Erie Fleming ot Sweden conduct-
ed the seminar. Only those who 
agreed  to  teach the art were al-
lowed to participate, said Harri-
son  who attended the conference 
several years. 

THE ARTIST-TEACHER has 
his own studio and workshop in 
El Paso and is  an  associate pro-
fessor at Texas Western College. 
He holds degrees from Texas 
Western and Denver University. 

Some of his work currently is 
being shown in Europe under di-
rection of the Smithsonian Insti-
tute and sponsored by the State 
Department. 

Gates Asked To 
Attend Meet 

Dr. Eunice J. Gates, professor 
of foreign languages at Texas 
Tech has been invited to a "Con-
ference  on  Brazil"  to  be held in 
New York City  on  Dec. 1-2-3. 

The conference will he part of 
establishing  a  Brazilian Institute 
for furthering the cultural, eco-
nomic, and political relations be-
tween Brazil and the United 
States. 

PRINCIPAL SPONSORS of  the 
conference  are New York  Uni-
versity.  Nelson  Rockefeller,  May-
or  Robert  Wagner of New  York 
City,  the Brazilian Ambassador 
to the U. S.  and the Brazilian Am-
bassador  to  the United  Nations. 

Dr.  Gates was born in  Brazil 
and has maintained  her interest 
in  the country and its Portuguese 
language through her studies and 
research. She has published ar-
ticles on Brazil, a textbook on 

Portuguese study, and has taught 

Portuguese at Texas Tech and 

Texas  Christian University.
