"The study brought out that 
greens are good to eat from the 
earliest to the lastest possible har-
vest date and are to be prized as 
a source of roughage in the diet", 
says Mrs. Michie. The experiments 
reached these conclusions after 
testing the greens grown in the 
different areas chemically and for 
taste. Results from each experi-
ment center were checked by each 
of the others.

WE COME to a parting of trails. We, Techsans, regret that 
we must go on without our foreman, friend and companion 

President Clifford B. Jones. For the past six years he has g, •'. 
us utmost attention and concentration of his energies. Er , 

 before he accepted his position as "top hand," he was in thvi 
"punching for Tech." • 

Now as one pauses to look back and see the trail so many 
of us have trodden, we realize that President Jones has left 

many records of his achievements on Tech campus. In the 
memory of Techsans he will stand as a symbol of a Techsan 
pioneer, who has endured hardships and has accomplished often 
the unbelievable. 

On glancing about the campus we see four buildings that 
have made their appearance during his regime. There is 
Knapp hall, the Press building, Women's Dormitory No. 2, and 
the Agricultural building. Also the West Texas museum has 
been completed. Since he first took the oath of office in 1938, 
various gifts have been received for Tech. One was the paint-
ing, "The Ring" by Robert Vannoh, from Lee Harrison, which 
is in the reference room of the library. 

In the field of research Tech has expanded, also, for new 
grants have been made in different departments. There has 
been the Carnegie grant for geologists, and textile and cotton 
research grants. Fellowships in the department of animal hus-
bandry have been secured; allowments to finance Tech's arch-
aeological project were made. These are only a few of the 
scratches made which have been aided by the president to es-
tablish a wide and progressive research program in all di-
visions. 

While he has been in office on the campus, Tech has sent 
teams and representatives to numerous conventions and con-
tests; each time a good showing war made. There were win-
ning livestock judging teams that competed in Kansas City, 
Denver and Fort WortIH•La Verana was placed first by the 
National Scholastic Press association in '39-'40; The Toreador 
was rated All-American Pacemaker for two of those years. Be-
sides, Techsans in different divisions have attended various con-

ventions over the state and out of state, but many of the same 
meetings have been held on the campus. Tech has been host to 
the International Relations Clubs, to the West Texas Press asso-
ciation, to the national AWS„ science organizations, Tri-State 
Art and Historys convention, College Art association, Texas Home 
Economics Association of College Clubs, and scores of others. 

President Jones has done a great deal in furthering the stand-
ing of Tech, locally and in the state and in the nation. His 
scope has been unlimited. An incorporation bill was passed to 
include Tech within the city of Lubbock, which insures better 
police and fire protection. As a protection measure, a traffic 
light was installed at the intersection of College and Broadway 
avenues. Permission was obtained that allows Tech to lease its 
land for mineral royalities. 

In the light of national defense and war programs Tech has 
maintained its all-out spirit under President Jones' guidance. 
Before December 7, 1941, Tech had expanded its ROTC facilities 
to include training for non-engineers. The college copperated 
with the Civil Aeronautics Aufhoritjes and offered studetits the 
opportunity to take flight training. Last spring the 309th Col-
lege Aircrew Training detachment was set up, and was followed 
by endorsement of the ASTP units, which became a part of 
Tech. 

Marking time for this institution is a difficult job, for so much 
has been done in so many different fields. The division of com-
merce was created while President Jones was in the saddle; 
also several local chapters of national organizations have been 
installed and affiliated, such as Pi Sigma Alpha, political science 
fraternity; Sigma Tau Delta, English society; Alpha Phi Omega, 
national service fraternity; Theta Sigma Phi, journalism organiz-
ation; and Sigma Delta Pi, Spanish society. 

President Jones has led or directed us with a friendly hand 
that has been firm- in both its cholarly and practical move-
ments, tempered with a fusion of cultural and vocational aspects 
of education. He has been an enthusiastic supporter of the Red 
Raiders which have produced unbeatable records of victory dur-
ing his regime. He holds a deep interest in Texas as a state 
and has never lost sight of Tech as one of its most valuable 
assets. While he may leave us, we must feel sure that he will 
never look away from us. Tech is a part of Clifford B. Jones 
and he is a part of Tech.—G.J.

'Tis spring! Let anyone who 
doubts look around on Tech cam-
pus any warm sunny afternoon. 
Some form of activity is going on 
everywhere—baseball, tennis, bicy-
cling or walking. 

"Now's our chance," think many 
of our plumper sisters. "Here's 
where we get rid of those extra 
pounds and inches we acquired 
during the winter.'' But will they? 
Probably not, if they depend on 
exercise alone, and if they use it 
as an excuse for extra malts, sodas, 
and sundaes. Here's why: 

Moderate exercise, such as walk-
ing or bicycling, consumes only 
about 250 calories per hour, or the 
number contained in a piece of 
cake. And severe exercise, such as 
baseball, consumes only about 380, 
or the number in a piece of choco-
late pie. 

The average coed burns up 2,500 
to 3,000 calories in her total day's 
activities. Any extra calories are 
stored In the body as fat, and it's 
much easier to put on those pounds 
than to take them off. Four thou-
sand calories must be either 
burned up or left out of the diet 
before one pound is lost. That 
means 16 hours of baseball! Or go-
ing without food for a day and a 
half. And nutritieinists are against 
skipping meals. 

The alternative is fewer calor-
ies at each meal, and certain care-
ful guarding of bet w een-meal 
snacks. Vegetables, salads and 
fruits are the dieter's friends. But 
she should allow herself at least 
one serving of meat, one or two 
servings of whole-grain cereals (in-
cluding bread), and one pat of 
butter per day. She can calculate 
the calories she eats by consulting 
a caloric table. 

It has been said that the best 
reducing exercise is to sit in a chair 
before a food-laden table, place 
one's hands on the edge, straighten 
the arms, and strongly push one's 
self away!

that the AAF has reached its 
height according to a recent re-
lease from headquarters. 

Texas Tech has aided actively 
in this program and in helping the 
AAF become the world's greatest 
air force. It has contributed in 
former students, and it has given 
over its facilities for training  men 
from all over the nation to become 
pilot s. bombardiers. navigators, 
aerial flexible gunners and ground 
and air combat crew technicians. 

0 v e r 3,000 men have gone 
through training at Tech. Some of 
them are overseas now and have 
taken part in combat with the 
enemy. 

The aircrew student program is 
divided into four phases of train-
ing. These are: military. physical 
education, academic and flying. 
While at Tech, civilian professors 
employed by the college have been 
used for academic instruction. The 
men in the air force program re-
ceive subjects equivalent to two 
years in college. Their military 
training is conducted by tactical 
officers, and the courses are: mili-
tary customs and courtesies, hy-
giene and sanitation, interior 
guard and leadership. 

The physical training has been 
conducted by the college. In sev-
eral of the college training centers 
the physical part of the program 
has been carried on by the mili-
tary phase, but in this case it  was 
turned.over to the regular college 
athletic department and so far has 
proved to be successful and satis-
factory. 

Flying instruction is given at a 
flying school near Lubbock. The 
men are instructed there by regu-
lar CAA instructors. 

The Army Air force was born 
as a war baby and has since grown 
into a giant. It is no longer neces-
sary for planes and pilots  to  be 
spread over the war fronts in thin 
layers, but they can be placed 
where most needed and when they 
are required in an adequate num-
ber. 

The air force program conducted 
by the Army has been described  as 
a miracle which sprang up  in  the 
North, South, East and West. It 
has been called "The greatest stn-
gle e d u c ational institution on 
earth." Perhaps it is better known 
for its work in turning the tide  in 
battles on war fronts of the world, 
and for the planes that are in the 
air in almost every locality of the 
United States. The Army Air 
force has become more or less  an 
institution by building up settle-
ments with its huge airdromes. cov-
ering the United States almost as 
a blanket. 

The Army Air force is men that 
are skilled and trained in flying 
and combat. They are trained An 
schools like Tech so that they may 
have as well rounded education as 
possible and go into fighting with 
as broad education as possible and 
they are given specialized training 
for flying and fighting. 

The present day training pro-
gram is a man-made evolution.  It 
is a process of sudden and vital 
charge. It marks the future of 
America in the air. 

The 309th Aircrew detachment 
has celebrated its first birthday  on 
Tech campus this month. Since its 
beginning the instructors have  seen 
a steady flow of new men coming 
in and students going out who 
have come to Tech from all over 
the nation. Tech feels that it has 
indeed helped this war-born baby 
grow into an immense and power- 
ful weapon. 

The Army Air force trained un-
der the present educational pro-
gram numbers 2,300,000 officers 
and enlisted men. From Jan. 1, 
1939, to Nov. 30, 1943, et has train-
ed 100,799 pilots, 20,086 bombard- 
iers. 18,805 navigators, 107.218 aer- 
ial flexible gunners, and 555,891 
ground and air combat crew tech-
nicians.
