Enrollment High; 

Record Indicated 
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One thing for sure, however—i 
it will not be an easy game, win 
or lose. Texas is rated second 
only to Rice in the Southwest 
Conference, and lost only one 
starter from its crew of ground 
gainers last season. An added 
difficulty for Tech is that Texas 
has never in history lost an opener 
at home, and what's more, Tech 
has never taken a single win 
from Texas in seven encounters 
since 1928. The '55 Raiders will 
have a chance to spoil both these 
records in tomorrow night's game. 

Tech's line power is unques-
tioned from tackle to tackle, with  - 
experienced lettermen returning 
to  every  position. Included -in 
Tech's line  are three-year letter- 
men  Jerry  Walker,  one  01 Tech's 
All-American hopefuls, and Arlen  1 
Wesley, co-captain, who has never 
played on anything but Border 
Championship teams for Tech. The

TWO GOOD 

Underdog Raiders Try 
For TV Upset Tomorrow 

No. 1 
Over 6500 registration packets 

were issued at 5 o'clock yesterday 
indicating an all-time enrollment 
high, according to Miss Evelyn 
Clewell, Assistant registrar. The 
number of students finishing regis-
tration at the same time was 
5.347. 

A breakdown by divisions shows: 
Agriculture 745, Arts and Sciences 
1,706, Business Administration 
1,252, Engineering 1.188, Home 
Economics 326, and 130 graduate 
students. 

When the last student had regis-
tered for the 1954-55 session, a 
total of 7,229 students were en-
rolled in Tech. 

-For several years following 
World War II there grew an in-
creasing demand for engineers in 
this country. And Texas Tech re-
sponded in 1947-48 with its highest 
engineering enrollment in history, 
2.143. And during the Korean War. 
all-time high of 846 in 1952-53. 

When many veterans were 
still  in the  armed  forces in 1945-
46, the Home Economics divi-
sion climbed to its highest en-
rollment in history with 485 stu-
dents, including one man. 

One of Tech's attractions to 
women in Texas should be, and 
probably has been, the number of 
men on campus in comparison to 
the number of women. Last year 
was the first session in which the 
number of women students 
reached the 2,000 mark — 2,005. 
to be exact, as compared with 
5,224 men. 

That ratio of over 2 to 1 may 
sound high, but there have been 
times when it was even greater. 
In 1948-49 the ratio showed al-
most 4 to 1 margin for the men 
with 5,135 to 1,615. And there 
have been many times when the 
ratio  was  approximately three to 
one the years of 1946 through 
1954 are a few. 

Only one period in Tech's his-
tory, the war years of 1943 to 
1945, has showed that there were 
more women students than men 
registered. In 1943-44 there were 
816 men to 1,112 women; and in 
1944-45 it was even worse — for 
the women — with only 797 men 
to 1,425 women. 

There was a time, however, 
when expectations weren't so high' 

After an all-time high up to 
that time of 4,246 in 1939-40, the 
following war years showed over 

a 60 per cent drop, to a low of 
1,928 in 1943-44. Before that pe-
riod of war, enrollment had risen 
steadily, beginning with 1,043 for 
the long session of 1925-26. 

It took the college just two 
years, however, to climb back up 
from the low of 1,928 in 1943-44. 
By 1946-47 enrollment had more 
than tripled this figure, reaching 
6,095 students. 

Enrollment began once  more 
to rise steadily. Except for  a 
slight decline during the Korean 
wise period, it seemed inevitable 
that Tech would soon hit an all-
time high. And that Is exactly 
what is did last year when the 
record-breaking 7,229  were 
registered. 

In  division enrollment Arts and 
Sciences have always led, even 
though Tech is famous as  a  school 
of technology. Strangely enough, 
the all-time high in total enroll-
ment last year showed that it was 
the peak year for only one divi-
sion — Business Administration, 
with 1,471. All other divisions had 
reached top enrollment in some 
other year.  • 

In 1548-49, previous to  the 
outbreak of the Korean War, 
both Agriculture and Arts and 
Sciences reached their peak en-
rollment. The Agrieulaure divi-
sion enrolled 864 students as 
compared to last year's 776; 
the Arts and Sciences division 
enrolled 2,334 as compared with 
last year's 2,141.

For Scholarships 
Deadlines on the Fulbright, 

Danforth. and Marshall scholar-
ships end October 15, November 
15, and October 15, respectively. 

The purpose of the Fulbright 
Scholarship is to promote under-
standing o,  the United States 
abroad. This scholarship is super-
vised by the Board of Foreign 
Scholarships, and applications are 
screened by the Institute of Inter-
national Education. 

Requirements are a college de-
gree or its equivalent at the time 
the award is taken up and a 
knowledge of the language of the

High? Think Again! 

Activity Fee Lower 
Contrary to all expectations the 

• Student Activity Fee is cheaper 
this year .. . two dollars cheaper 
to be exact. 

Although the Texas State Leg-
islature opened the way to a com-
pulsory fee, the Texas Tech Board 
of Directors has decided to con-
tinue selling activity books on a 
non-compulsory basis. 

A committee on Student Activ-
ity Fee Allocation met July 30 to 
formulate recommendations to 
submit to the first meeting of the 
Eoard. The Board passed on the 
following: 

A Student Activity Fee of $21 
far the fiscal year, 1935-56, to 
be collected at fall registration. 

A Fee of $8 to those enrolling 
in the spring semester for the 
first time during the academie 
year. 

A $6 refund to be made to 
students registering M the fall 
semester, but who do not re-
enroll for the spring semester. 

Establishment of a reserve of 
eight per cent of the collections 
to make refunds to those stu-
dents who, having paid the Stu-
dent Activity Fee, withdraw 
early enough in the semester to 
be eligible for a percentage re-
fund, in addition to the $6 re-
fund. 

The Toreador and Tech Band 
were removed from the Student 
Council allocation and made in-
dependent units. The five activi-
ties receiving direct allocations 
and the amount per activity tic-
ket are, Athletics, $15.42; Artists 
Course, $1.486; Toreador, $1.728; 
Band, 5.87; Student Council, 
$1.486. 

Based on last fall's sale of ap-
proximately 5,400 tickets, the total 
income for this year would yield 
$113,400, or an increase of 540,186 
over last year. 

Committee members present at 
the July 31 meeting were. Mar-
shall L. Pennington, comptroller 
and vice president; Dr. Gene 
Hemmle, music department head; 
Dr. William E. Hall. director of 
public information; Miss Huda 
Hessen, student council secretary; 
Glen Cary, student body presi-
dent; Bill Davis, coordinator of 
athletics, and James G. Allen, 
dean of student life. Glen Rainer 
and Melvin Deardorf, also mem-
bers of the committee were not 
present at the final meeting.

Lively competition exists 
between groups to win the cup 
and plaque that  are  given by the 
coordinating bodies of both the 
women's and men's fraternities 
for the group with the highest 
scholarship. 

The fraternity men partici-
pate in intramural aorta 
throughout the year. The pig-
skin dominates the fall scene. 
and basketball, softball and 
track are the winter and 
spring sport's highights. A 
sportsmanship cup is awarded 
the men's fraternity with the 
outstanding athletes in the 
intramurals for the year. 
All fraternity and sorority 

members begin vocalizing in the 
spring for the annual inter-frater-
nity sing. Each fraternity sings 
one of their fraternity songs and 
another song of their own choos-
ing. The "singsong" is judged by 
music critics from outside the 
college. The fraternity and sorori-
ty judged best receive trophies to 
be kept for the following year. 

Fraternities strive to develop  a 
socially perfect person by improv-
ing a person's knowledge of the 
social skills. Experiences gained 
from fraternity life help prepare 
a college studebt for the future.

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Raider '55 Outlook Bright

If Texas Tech's ends develop fast enough, the Red Raiders could 
be better than the 1954 edition, termed at the season's close by 
Coach DeWitt Weaver as "my best so far." 

Potentially, the Raiders have depth in outstanding wingmen, but 
they haven't had a lot of college experience. 

Both ends were among the five starters graduating. So were 
three backs, but the Red Raiders had considerable depth in ball 
carriers. (For example, although Tech finished second only to 
Army in total offense and rushing, not a Raider was among the 
nation's top 60 individual rushers or leading 20 In total offense.) 

Besides the graduating flankmen, the Raiders lost their top 
reserve end, a three-year letterman, and one of the most prom-
ishing wingmen from the freshman squad, both of whom quit to 
work. 

Heading the linemen are a pair of men seeking their fourth letter, 
tackle Jerry Walker, who captained the all-Border Conference team 
(getting most votes from the team) as a junior last fall, and guard 
(co-captain) Arlen Wesley, as well as light-but-sturdy center Dwayne 
West, going after his third letter. 

Tech looks especially strong at the tackles. 
At fullback, the Raiders are well-blessed. Co-Captain James 

Sides, an-conference two of his three varsity years, is backed up 
by Lonnie (Lone Ranger) Graham, Tech's leading rusher last year. 

Key spot in any Split-T attack, the quarterback position will 
be manned by Jack Kirkpatrick, who has regained the speed that 
made him the Border Conference's Most Valuable Player of 1953. 
A calcium deposit resulting from a broken foot slowed him some 
last year.

In the backfield. Tech may be 
able to boast  one  of the South-
west's top quarterbacks if Jack 
Kirkpatrick has regained his 
former speed that earned him the 
title of "The Border Conference's 
Most Valuable Player" in 1953. 
Kirkpatrick was slowed last year 
because of a broken foot, but 
spring training showed that he has 
fully recovered. Kirkpatrick is 
backed up in the quarterback 
position by Buddy Hill. two-year 
letterman and Don Williams, a 
one-year letterman. 

At fullback, James Sides, three-
year letterman and co-captain for 
the '55 Raiders, will be backed up 
by Lonnie Graham, Tech's lead-
ing rusher last year.
