The instructor carefully wrote a 
sentence on the board, the sen-
tence containing a large number 
of careless mistakes. On the basis 
of this sentence the student's 
grade was radically lowered. The 
statement was not an unintelli-
gent one; the mistakes were com-
mon ones. 

"Fine and good!" the ardent 
young English major exclaims. 
"If you can't say it—and say it 
correctly—then you don't know it. 
Carelessness is no excuse." 

THIS IS ALL FINE and good 
for the English major and for the 
English class; but what of history, 
geology, and other such courses. 
Should a student fail or nearly 
fail a course other than English 
simply because of an inability to 
write perfectly correct English, or 
what is even more important, 
because of a few careless mistakes 
made while rushing to finish a 
test? 

The answer, though seemingly 
simple, is apparently a difficult 
one. Some instructors insist upon 
taking  upon  themselves the task 
of English instructor as well as 
teaching their own field. 

IT IS SOMEHOW SAD to see 
a student coming out of a course 
for which he should have received 
a "B" or 'even  an  "A" but instead 
with  a  "D"  or  "C" in that course 
because of misspelled words; and 
this happens. 

This is not to deny, of course, 
that the speaking of correct Eng- 

Sometimes you want  to  secede 
to Afganistan or somewhere. Such 
as times like now. The year's two 
biggest events are happening dur-
ing the same week—elections and 
Spring Festival.

IF A STUDENT leaves an Eng-
lish course without being able to 
write English correctly then it Is 
the fault of the English instructor 
or the English curriculum—parti-
cularly  if  that student made a 
good or even passing grade in 
English. 

But if a student leaves another 
course with a poor grade for Eng-
lish then one wonders at the in-
structor's right to take upon  him-
self this job. A grade for a history 
course should show quickly the 
student's general knowledge of 
that particular field and  not his 
overall intelligence or  his know-
ledge of the English language. 

THERE ARE HISTORY  courses 
for the teaching of  history,  geo-
logy, etc.,—and English courses 
for the teaching  of  English. When 
a  student  goes  into a  history 
course  he  expects to be graded 
upon  his  knowledge  of  history and 
not upon his ability to construct 
a complex  sentence. 

The complex sentence is neces-
sary, true, but the writing of cor-
rect grammar should he left up to 
the teacher  of  grammar and the 
study of history should be  left  up 
to the teacher of history.
