Students Vote On Changes 

Candidates for next year's Student Association officers, Stu-
dent Council representatives, publications officers, and yell lead-
ers must be turned in to the Student Council office on the sec-
ond floor of the Journalism building by March 25, Troy David-
son, student body president, announced Wednesday. The general 
election is set for Tuesday and Wedneday, April 8-9. 

Offices to be filled are president, vice-president, secretary, 
and business manager of the Student Association; Student Coun-
cil representatives; Editor and business manager of the Torea-
dor; editor and business manager of La Ventana; head boy yell 
leader and head girl yell leader. Petitions for Student Council 
representatives must be signed by 100 students, and petitions 
for all other offices must be signed by five per cent of the stu-
dent body, or about 300 students. All officers must have a 1.00 
grade average, and Student Association officers must also have 
a 1.00 average for the semester preceding his election. 

Student Council is considering changes in election procedure, 
Davidson said. Preferential balloting will probably be elimin-
ated, election to be by majority vote. Any such changes in the 
Constitution require a student body vote in order to amend the 
Student Association Constitution.

Students who live in new dormi-

tories nest fall will be charged  

more for board and room. Accord-
ing to W. P. Clement, registrar, by 
the opening of the 1947 fall semes-
ter which will be September 16 
There will be a new dormitory 
opened to women, and by the be-
ginning of the second semester of 
the coming year, it is hoped that 
a new dormitory will be ready for 

men. 

In general announcements for 
the fall semester. Clement stated, 
"These eight dormitories will have 
a capacity of 2,720 students. The 
charge per person will be $405 per 
nine months' period for the regular 
double room occupied, for the dur-
ation of the critical housing short-
age, by three students. Of this 
amount, $36.25 is payable on regis-
tration date and the remaining in 
installments of $47.50 each except 
for the month of December, which 
is $36.25. 

"In the new dormitories, for a 
double room occupied by two stu-
dents the charge will be $427.50 per 
nine months' period. Of this 
amount $38.25 Is payable on regis-

A d m lesion requirements 
which Include a C average in all 
course for transfer students from 
qther colleges, B average in all 
courses for entering or transfer 
non-resident students, and the us-
sal transcript showing high school 
graduation for entering freshmen 
will not be changed. 

The 1947 summer school will be-
gin June 6 and run far twelve 
weeks.

I feel more American than 
do Irish," said zestful Mrs. Peggy 
Cummings, Irish war bride of 
Harry Cummings, accounting ma-
jor at Tech and residents of Lub-
bock. Mrs. Cummings landed in 
this country last March 17. St. 
Patrick's Day, and arrive in Lub-
bock the following night. She has 
been employed at the Tech Book 
Store since September 1, 1946. 
"Working in the store has made 
me more American," she stated. 

The Irlah bride will not celebrate 
St. Patrick's Day very elaborately 
this year "Since my husband 
classes till 9 o'clock, I will probia 
ly just stay at home and do a lit-
tle sewing, although I may go to a 
show." Peggy described the St. 
Patrick's celebration In her coun-
try as including a big dinner-dance 
on St. Patrick's night, with a floor 
show.

blue-eyed Irish girl, although al.: 
has traveled extensively during hei 
life. Her father was a member Si 

the Indian Army and served with 
the British Army in World War I. 
Her father'sarmy career took 
Peggy and her mother to India, 
Ireland, China, Japan, England 
and France. He was killed In 1939 
near Egypt. Nine months after her 
father's death. she and her mother 
returned to Ireland. Peggy's later 
education was received at the Bel-
fast Royal Academy. a secondary 
co-educational school in Ireland. 

In relation to American clothes 
and women, Peggy stated that she 
admired the American Business 
woman most of all. "They are so 
clever. I think, too, It is wonder-
ful that the college girls are dress-
ed on well, BUT I can't get used 
to these sloppy Joes and Jeans," 
she laughingly stated. 

American cookery is not domi-
nating in Peggy's kitchen, as she 
sticks to her Irish dishes. Now that 
she is living with her mother-in-
law, though, she is learning more 
American recipes and trying to get 
used to the American dishes. "I am 
still not able to combine my sweets 
and savory foods with my meat 
dishes. It will probably take me ten 
years to get used to the combina-
tion," she commented. 

When asked If she planned to re-
turn for a visit home. the attract-
ive Irish-girl said no Peggy has 
very clear blue eyes. light brown 
hair, a complexion that any girl 
on Tech campus can envy, and she 
stands about 5 ,5". She said her 
mother was hoping to visit her 
soon. Peggy's mother is with the 
British Red Cross in Germany. 

Peggy very seldom gets home-
sick because she has kept so busy 
in America. "However, when I 
think of the troubles and condi-
tions at home, it makes me appre-
ciate America so much."

New 
justices to serve for the remainder 
of this semester are Paul Nail, sen-
ior engineering student; Lem 
Tittsworth, senior commerce stu-
dent; and Bob Cooper and John 
Culver. both junior pre-law stu-
dents. 

Appointments were made by the 
Council Executive Committee, and 
Chief Justice Amos Howard with 
advice from Dr. J. William Davis, 
head of the Department of Gov-
ernment. Two places on the Court 
have been vacant all year, and two 
places became vacant this semes-
ter when Rodrick Shaw and Doug-
las Strong graduated. Howard, 
former associate justice, succeeded 
Shaw as chief justice. 

Tech Supreme Court has seven 
members, Including the chief jus-
tice, a senior from each division of 
the college except Arts and Sci-
ences, and two junior pre-law stu-
dents.

Special sessions for beginners 
and for advanced dancers will be 
featured at the annual Texas Tech 
Country Dance School March 17-21 
in the Tech gymnasium. according 
to Sue Ftalney. Instructor of the 
Department of Women's Physical 
Education. 

Jimmie Clossin, nationally known 
caller who will conduct the school 
again. has just written to request 
special periods to teach beginners 
and other times for advanced 
dancers. The Tech school will In-
clude four sessions daily during 
the week. From 9 to 10 a. m. and 
from 2 to 3 p. m. the sessions will 
be devoted to all dancers. From 
7 to 8 . 15 p. m. daily, however. will 
be set aside for beginners in the 
square dance, polkas and other 
specialties of Clossin. From 8:30 
to 9:45 p. m. advanced dancers will 
take the floor. 

Sponsors of the dancing school 
expected the changed set-up to 
make this year's event "the beat 
yet." Clossin has been visiting the 
Tech campus each year since 1940 
and has held schools from coast to 
coast in recreation centers. at com-
munity gatherings and on cam-
puses. He recently concluded ex-
tensive square dance Instruction in 
San Diego.

Harold C. Wood, president of the 
Grand Council of Phi Pal, national 
textile engineering fraternity, will 
be on the campus March 15-16. 
Wood is coming to Tech from his 
home In Providence, R. I., to visit 
Kappa Phi Psi, Tech's chapter of 
the fraternity, according to H. B.

Tech's chapter was organized. In

All male textile engineering stu-
dents with a scholastic average of 
C and of sophomore standing are 
eligible for membership in the fra-
ternity.

Toreador editor at present would 
be required to have six semester 
hours of beginning reporting and 
copy-reading. and one semester's 
experience on the Toreador.

The pro- 
posed revision sets requirements 
at nine hours of work In the De-
partment of Journalism, Including 
one semester's experience on the 
Toreador. 

La Ventana editor is required at 
present to have had one semester's 
experience on La Ventana. Under 
this provision, the annual editor 
could select his successor by ap-
pointing only one junior on a staff 
of seniors, or otherwise limiting 
eligibility. The proposed change 
would eliminate this phrase, leav-
ing the qualifications as follows: 
"The editor of Le Ventana must 
have made passing grades In at 
least 90 semester hours of course 
work by the end of the semester 
in which he is elected."

Determination of Tech Founda-
tion to provide a football stadium 
by next fall for Texas Tech result-
ed March 6 In letting of a contract 
for the construction of the stadium 
to the Oldt-Midwest Construction 
company of Dallas. 

Excavation will begin next mon-
d.), for pouring of concrete foun-
dations according to F. S. Oldt of 
the company. He expressed confi-
dence that the stadium would be 
completed by Oct. 1, three days be-
fore Tech's opening home game 
against West Texas State. 

Hope for erection of a stadium 

was small two weeks ago when 

bids were opened by Tech Foun-
dation. The lowest bid offered, that 
of the Oldt-Midwest company, was 
$202,000 above funds collected by 
the foundation. Clifford B. Jones, 
chairman of the board of directors, 
called in architects and engineers 
for consultation and several items 
were eliminated from construction. 
Oldt then took a work order on the 
first phase of construction for 

$250,000. 
The new stadium, to seat 15,700, 

will not include plumbing, heating, 
and electrical work, street paving, 
parking area, walls at end of field, 
or a caretaker's house. Contracts 
for construction of these Items will 
be let when materials and funds 
are available. 

Oldt, contractor for erection of 
the stadium at Texas A. and M., 
expressed his gratification at re-
ceiving the contract by announcing 
that his firm was contributing 
$1,000 to the foundation fund. We 
want to feel that we have a part 
in the undertaking besides the 
mere building of it." said Oldt. 

Oldt explained that his company 
could make some concessions In 
cost because it needs to get a foot-
hold in West Texas construction. 
Immediate plans announced by the 
contractor were to get "my best 
foreman out here and get the play-
ing field built up, sodded, and 
fenced off so the Raiders will have 
a good field for next fall." He said 
actual construction of the project 
would start as soon as machinery 
end materials could be assembled 
on the site northwest of the pres-
ent stadium. All materials for 
construction has been purchased, 
and could be shipped at an hour's 
notice. Oldt revealed that steel for 
the project was purchased the 
morning the contract was let to 
his company. 

Exclusion of electrical equip-
ment will necessitate all Raider 
games for next season to be played 
in the afternoons, according to 
Athletic Director Morley.Jennigs.

His serve 
is the American twist. 

Schmidt has lived in Mexico all 
his life. His parents are American 
and his father works for the H. 
Steele Co., of Mexico City. He 
graduated from the American High 
school, a private school for child-
ren in the American settlement in 
Mexico City. 

One of his classmates came to 
Tech and suggested that Carl come 
with him.

arship in Textile engineering. Last 
year, he was awarded the Adams 
Engineering scholarship. He is a

Professor's Son 

Texas Week Magazine, featured 
in the Feb. 22 issue James QualM, 
son of Dr. and Mrs. C. B. Qualia, 
in an article on the services the 
Veterans Administration has ex- 
tended to Tex.' 700.000 veterans. 
Dr. Qualia is the head of the de- 
partment of foreign languages. 

The story said in part: "James 
Qualia is lucky—that is, he is lucky 
to be alive. When the B-24 on 
which he was bombardier crashed 
in Italy 30 July 1944, his spinal 
cord was severed, an injury which 
in World War I had meant certain 
death. But medical science has 
advanced tremendously In the be- 
tween-wars period." 

"So, after many months of hos-
pitalization, Qualia, a paraplegic 
completely paralyzed from the 
waist down, became one of the 
700.000 World War 11 vets who re- 
turned to Tex. and the postwar 
world." 

"Before the war, Qualia had been 
a student of animal husbandry at 
Texas Tech, and he still wanted to 
go into agriculture. Today, through 
the help of the VA's rehabilitation 
program, he Is operating a 160- 
acre stock farm near Lubbock. He 
drives a specially-designed tractor 
which can be operated entirely by 
his hands, raises his own feed 
crops, and is planning to stock his 
ranch with cattle purchased with 
the aid of a VA loan," according to 
the Texas Week.
