Bidu Sayer,. internationally fam-
ous soprano of the Metropolitan 
Opera, will open the 1947-48 Artist 
Course series In concert at 8 p. m. 
Monday in the Lubbock High 
school auditorium. Students will 
be admitted upon presentation of 
Artist Course tickets, said Prof. 
R. A. Mills, faculty director. 

The Brazilian singer, often de-
scribed as "the world's greatest 
lyric soprano," was introduced to 
this -country by Arturo Toscanini, 
who chose the petite, titian-haired 
prima-donna for his soloist in De-
bussy's "Blessed Dement" with 
the New York Philharmonic-Sym-
phony Orchestra. The season af-
ter her debut under Toscanini 
found her at the Metropolitan 
Opera where she has starred ever 
since. 

A foremost Columbia Recording 
artist, Miss Sayao has steadily won 
major triumphs in opera, recital, 
as soloist with orchestra, and on 
the radio. Her strikingly beauti-
ful personal appearance, her fab-
ulous jewel collection, and her un-
deniable musical ability have made 
her one of the foremost concert 
attractions in the country. 

The next attraction scheduled by 
the Tech Artist Course series is 
Christopher Lynch. Irish tenor, 
who will appear in concert Dec. 14.

Tech Gets Surplus Bus 
For Field Trip, Lab Use 

A war surplus, 33-passenger bus 
was acquired last Monday, gratis, 
for Tech by S. T. Cummings, col-
lege purchasing agent. The bus, 
a 1943 model Yellow Coach, will be 
used for the transportation of var-
ious laboratory groups on field 
trips and for other fitting purposes 
according to Cummings. The bus 
is in need of repair, but Is worth 
"several times what the repairs 
will cost, Cummings concluded. 

"Prospecting for Petroleum" will 
be discussed by Dr. Everette De-
Golyer, senior member of De-Gol-
yer and McNaughton, consulting 
geologists and petroleum engineers 
of Dallas, at 8 tonight in the Aggie 
auditorium, Dr. L. T. Patton, head 
of the geology department, an-
nounced. 

He will critically examine the-
ories of oil occurences from the 
anaouncement of the anticlinal 
theory to the prment. The outlook 
for prospecting in the United 
States and the effectiveness of cur-
rent exploration procedures will 
be considered, Dr. Patton said. 

"Dr. DeGolyer is a pioneer in 
the introduction of geophysics into 
oil exploration. His wide field ex-
perience, both in this country and 
abroad, has given him the oppor-
tunity to evaluate oil exploration 
techniques," Dr. Patton continued. 

Dr. DeGolyer's lecture Is spon-
sored by the Tech geology depart- 
ment and is another in a series 
or talks under the auspices of the 
American Association of Petrole-
um Geologists. 

BA Division Holds 
Pre-Registration 

A pre-registration system has 
been devised by the department of 
business administration which is 
planned to save students' time as 
well as give them a better sched-
ule, Dean T. C. Root announced 
Wednesday. 

Several weeks ago, blanks were 
handed students on which they 
listed courses they expect to take 
next semester.

As First Patient 
In New Infirmary 
Charles Taylor, jr., freshman arts 

and sciences student from Lub-
bock, has the dubious honor of be-
ing the first patient In Tech's new 
infirmary. Taylor was admitted 
Wednesday morning after an ap-
pendectomy at a Lubbock hospital. 

The infirmary had its official op-
ening at 11 a m. Wednesday, an-
nounced Mrs. Marion H. Funk, su-
pervisor. Registered nurses and 
nurses aides will be on 24-hour 
duty at both the infirmary and the 
dispensary, she said. 

The staff at the infirmary Is pre-
pared to take care of medications 
and ambulatory patients, she said. 
A student judged by the college 
physician to need hospitalization 
(not Including condtiions which re-
quire the services of specialists or 
surgery) may stay in the infirmary 
for as any as seven days during 
a semester without charge, college 
officials have announced. The stu-
dent will pay a fee to cover cost 
for each additional day the college 
physician requires him to stay, of-
ficials say. 

This medical service is provided 
by the medical fee, included In the 
compulsory activity fee of $30 per 
year for each student, payable $15 
per semester. 

The Infirmary has six single 
rooms and six doubt e rooms, a 
dining room for the nursing staff 
and a diet kitchen. 

Flu shots are still available to 
students, Mrs. Funk said.

One student at Tech well knows 
the need for World Student Ser-
vice fund for which a drive is cur-
rently being conducted at Tech. He 
is Thomas Cleveland, freshman ag-
riculture student who calls Africa 
his home. 

Born In Lubondai, Belgian Con-
go, Africa, the son of an American 
missionary, Cleveland spent his 
first 18 years there completing his 
elementary education In a school 
for children of missionaries. On 
completion of high school, he was 
drafted and spent 21 months in the 
service of the U. S. Army. 

Expressing his particular sympa-
thies for natives in Africa, Cleve-
land said he believed that future 
development of the resources of 
that country as well as those of 
other foreign countries, should not 
be ignored. 

Natives Need Aid 
"It is our natural tendency to 

want to help those people who 
have gone through the chaos of 
war," the young Techsan remark-
ed, "but they are not the only ones 
who need our help. I personally 
know some young African natives 
who would be capable of advance-
ment if given the chance for an 
education," he said. 

"Civilization to these natives is 
barely a generation old. They need, 
to be given the chance of an edu- 
cation, and this responsibility must 
fall upon the white mart. Up until 
this time, the missionaries have 
been the sole contact and very 
backbone of relations between the

Two other faculty members and 
I ate at the newly opened cafeter-
ia yesterday. All three of us were 
very dissatisfied. I was charged 
for everything I got; they each had 
one item omitted. Further, as far 
as we could figure, the prices were 
not the some for the like items ob-
tained. 

My menu was as follows: a piece 
of roast beef big enough for a hot 
beef sandwich 40 cents; two vege-
tables-20 cents; tea, very weak-
10 cents; a brownie-10 cents; one 
small roll—five cents!; a pat of 
butter 1-18 inch thick at most—
three cents. Total. 88 cents. This 
meal was not worth in excess of 
65 cents, a fact on which all three 
of us agreed. It could have been 
had for that price at a downtown 
hotel! 

Until I hear the prices have been 
placed on a fair basis, I shall not 
eat at our cafeteria again.

Gives Own Plans 
The young Techsan himself 

hopes to return, undei' the auspices 
of the government or some foreign 
post, to his birthplace in the near 
future to serve as a missionary in 
the vast, undeveloped field of ag-
riculture. He expressed confidence 
in the agriculture division here. 
He believes it will help him in such 
a way that he might return to 
work among the natives and teach 
them better ways of living and 
working together, in order to some 
day be self-sustaining.

education regardless of sex, race. 
religion, political belief or econom-
ic circumstance" is one of the pur-
poses of USNSA as stated in the 
preamble to the constitution. 

Tech delegates to the Southern 
and Southwest Student conference 
last April, Copeland, J. C. Bartlett, 
who was then a member of the 
Council, and Tray Davidson, last 
year's student body president, re-
ported that the conference discus-
sed USNSA's constitution and the 
consensus was that adequate op-
portunities should be available to 
Negroes, but that the present pol-
icy of racial segregation should be 
continued. Davidson did not favor 
Tech's joining USNSA. 

History Of USNSA 
The new national organization ! 

grew out of the World Students' 
congress which met in Prague, 
Czechoslovakia, in the summer of 
1996 to institute the International 
Union of Students. Ten U. S. col-
leges and universities, including 
the University of Texas which has 
been active in forming USNSA, 
were represented, and it was dis-
ctivered that the U. S. was the only 
major country in the world which 
had no national student organiza-
tion. 

USNSA was organized in Decem-
ber, 1996, at the Chicago Student 
conference, as an outgrowth of the 
Prague congress. The U. S. was 
divided into 30 regional districts. 
each of which had a conference 
last spring. the Texas-Oklahoma 
regional meet being held in Austin 
with the University of Texas as 
host. The constitutional convention 
of the national group met at the 
University of Wisconsin, Aug. 31-
Sept. 8. 

The constitution ratified at tn. 
Wisconsin meeting will be present-
ed at the Dallas assembly next 
month. Southern Methodist uni-
versity is host to the assembly.
