N
OW that the fall of Berlin is imminent. the time is fast 
approaching when definite action must be taken toward the 

reconstruction of Germany. So far a wide variety of plans have 
been submitted and discussed, but with V-E Day not too far in 
the future we must,decide on one of these. Waiting until after 
Germany is defeated to decide what action should be taken only 
result in a serious waste of time. 

According to many polls taken and most round table discus-
sions, a surprisingly large percentage of people seem to favor the 
"brass knuckle policy." Many think that the any way to handle 
Germany is completely to annihilate her and place her under 
allied military rule. 

The best safeguard for an everlasting peace is to open the 
doors of opportunnity to the citizens of Germany. People who 
view the future with fear and doubt rather than hope breed 
fanatical leaders who seek to divert nations from their ills and 
disappointment by promising military glory and conquests. If 
the people are contented and satisfied, there is little chance that 
they would be swayed by the teachings of such leaders. 

If the people were given the opportunity to raise the stand-
adrs of living by their own ingenuity and foresight, they would 
certainly take more pride and interest than if they were forced 
to obey strict rules enforced by allied armies of occupation. Of 
course, they would have to be taught democratic ways of life, 
but is it true democracy to force them to accept these without 
question? Would it not be better to educate them to democratic 
principles and let them work out their own government under 
supervision instead of force? 

If the people of Germany were given the assurance that as 
soon as they prove that they have completely cast aside their 
Nazi philosophy they would be given the same opportunity as 
other nations, then they would feel that they have something to 
work for. Without a goal to work toward. there is no real in-
centive for labor. 

Some people believe that a strong Germany would be a 
threat to world peace. More likely, however. is the fact that a 
strong and prosperous country would not be frustrated. It 
would have a way to achieve a rising standard of living. If it 
were prosperous, it would become dependent upon other coun-
tries for products and supplies, and would realize that it would 
have these only as long as peace was maintained. 

No conquered nation which is suppressed will be happy. and 
happy people are usually not dangerous people.—B.D.R.

OURTEENTH Women's Recognition service will take place 
on the Ad green Tuesday. The ceremony was instituted in 

1932 by Forum, at a time when women were more likely to be 
discriminated against than they are today in filling high campus 
offices and in being recognized as contributing factors of the 
college. 

Therefore, Forum inaugurated the service "to honor women 
students who had done outstanding academic work and who had 
demonstrated their leadership and co-operation in extra-curricu-
lar activities." Since then it has achieved a dual purpose by 
giving honor where it is due and by serving as an incentive to 
women students. 

However, in the years since 1932. women have gained re-

sponsible places on the campus in competition with men stu-
dents. They have been elected to high offices—as president of the 
student body. editors and business managers of La Ventana and 
The Toreador, class officers and other positions open to both met. 
and women students. They have gone to the top ranks in schol-
arship by hard work, and without any special consideration. 

In view of these facts, having a separate recognition service 
to honor outstanding women students on the campus no long• , 

 seems necessary. To have a special service recognizing women 
implies that they are not capable of competing fairly with tht

In fact, it is hardly fair that outstanding men 
students have no formal recognition ceremony if women are to 
receive this special attention each year. 

It used to be the custom at Tech at commencement time each 
spring to honor those men and women students who had won 
scholarships and prizes, but last year this custom was dropped 
on the ground that commencement service was for seniors only. 
Instead, an Awards and Honors convocation was held on Parents' 
Day to recognize students for outstanding record in scholarship 
and leadership on the campus. A similar convocation, planned 
this spring, will not be held. 

The Toreador believes that these two ideas might be merged, 
extending the present Women's Recognition service, with all of 
its color and ceremony, to include both men and women who de-
serve recognition, thus making it an all-college affair. The time, 
late spring, the hour, 5 o'clock, and the place, the green south 
of the Ad building, would incite greater interest than WfnlId a 
regular convocation in the gymnasium.—K. P
