This action however, was rescinded Monday, and 

Tech once again is in the fight to obtain channel 5 for edu-

cational purposes. 
It isaltogether fitting that a rapidly growing institu- 

tion such as Tech should be the possessor of a TV channel. 

Now second largest state-supported college in the Lone Star 
State, Tech has a perfect right to expect approval of its ap-
plication for the channel. 

Any school serving an area as huge as our West Texas 

empire should be entitled to television facilities. Lubbock 
already has two commercial TV channels, and we feel that 
any institution which has contributed to the growth of 

Lubbock as Tech has deserves the support of the commun-

ity in its fight to be granted the channel. 
It's up to the Federal Communications Commission 

now. Let's hope the Commission will adhere to its usual 

custom of exercising sound judgment  so  that Tech will be 

among the growing number of colleges and universities 
making use of both audio and video power to extend the 

arm of knowledge into heretofore unexplored areas.

Tech Sfill In Fight For 
Assignment of Channel 5

Techsans have been hearing and 
reading much about educational 
television:lately, and the Toreador 
has investigated the situation to 
see where we stand as of now. 

According -to Dr. Ernst G. Gies-
ecke, Tech vice president, Lub-
bock was originally given three 
television channels. Two of the 
channels were taken by the com-
panies who now operate channels 
11 and 13. Channel 5 was left be-
cause it was believed that a com-
munity the size of Lubbock could 
not support three television sta-
tions, and the idea of using chan-
nel 5 for an educational television 
station was then present's' to 
Tech's Board of Directors. In 1952 
the board submitted an application 
to the Federal Communication 

Another concern has now made 
application to use channel 5 as a 
commercial station. Tech's Board 
of Directors, in a meeting recently, 
reaffirmed the application to use 
channel 5 as an educational sta-
tion. It is now up to the Federal 
Communications Commission to 
decide which concern shall get the 
channel. Should the channel be 
granted to Tech, it would be used 
as an educational station. 

Educational television is that 
which seeks primarily to teach. It 
is non-profit television, free of 
commercials. It is now being used  

by many colleges who televise 

their courses and give college 
credit to viewers who pass final 
exams. Ale,' of these are the Uni-

versity of Minnesota, University 
of Houston and the University of 

Washington. Educators see edu-
cational television as an effective, 
low cost way to train adults who 
are unable or reluctant to attend 
formal classes. Educatiorthal tele-
vision is based on  -  the principle 
that exploration of the liberal arts 
is the most satisfying leisure oc-
cupation of all. 

Itis estimated that 	1965 we 
wi need 750,000 more school 
teachers and 320,000 more college 
professors than we have today if 
we are to maintain the present 
student-teacher ratios. To get 
these teachers, the number of col-
lege graduates who enter teaching 
will have to jump from 20 per cent 
to 50 per cent during the next ten 
years. Obviously, this cannot be 
expected. Educational television is 
one-answer to the teacher short-
age problem. Tests have proven 
that television students learn just 
as much as classroom students—
and in about half the class time. 

Television seems to be the com-
ing thing in education. Should 
Tech receive the "go ahead" from 
the Federal Communication Com-
mission, it would be the first 
school in this section of the coun-
try to use the modern technique.
