Bill To Increase Fees 
Introduced In House 

Texas Tech students are faced 
with the possibility of paying high-
er tuition fees next semester. 

A bill proposing increases in 
tuition for state-supported colleges 
and universities was introduced in 
the Texas House of Representa-
tives Jan. 29. 

Sponsored by Reps. Murray 
Watson Jr., J. C. Day, Jr. and 
George M. Thurmond, the bill 
proposes increasing long semester 
fees from $25 to $50 for students 
who are residents of Texas and 
from $150 to $200 for out-of-state 
students. 

The 12 week summer session fee 
would be raised to $40 for res-
ident students and $135 for non-
residents. Persons registered for 
less than a full load of 14 hours 
would pay porportionately lower
