Drivers Urged To
Know and Obey 
School Bus Law- ;

, Texas school superintendents,: 
news editors, and other.citizens, 
have been requested to . give 
state-wide emphasis and inter­
pretation to the oft-neglected 
Texas law which requires all1 
vehicles to stop when approach­
ing a school bus loading or un­
loading children. Three state a- 
gencies — The Texas Education 
Agency, the Texas Highway De­
partment, and the Texas-Depart-, 
ment of Public Safety — joined 
in making the appeal.
. Texas school buses were .in­
volved in 379 accidents in rural 
areas (outside city limits) dur­
ing 1955. Three children and two 
adults were killed in-these'ac­
cidents.

“Even one preventable acci­
dent, as we all know, is one too 
many," said J. W. Edgar, Com­
missioner of Education. “A study 
of the various replies which have 
been made to the question of 
what ̂ drivers of other vehicles 
should do when they approach a 
school bus which is loading or 
unloading children reveals a 
startling lack 'of ..understanding 
and a great deal of misunder­
standing concerning what the 
statutes require.”

The law says, in effect, that 
upon meeting or overtaking from 
either direction a school bus 
which has stopped on the high­
way, for the purpose of receiv­
ing or discharging children, the 
driver shall stop immediately 
before passing, then proceed 
with due caution at a speed 
which is prudent and does not 
exceed ten miles per hour. The 
law does not apply within city 
limits.

Vehicles are not, required to 
stop on highways with separate 
roadways when the bus is on a 
different roadway from that of a' 
passing vehicle. Vehicles are not 
required to stop if the school 
bus is stopped in a loading zone, 
which Is part of or adjacent to 
a coritrolled-access highvvay and 
where pedestrians are not per­
mitted to cross the roadway.

Edgar said motorists can i- 
dentify a school bus easily be- 
carise “SCHOOL BUS” appears 
in large letters across the front 
arid rear of each bus. “All public 
‘school buses are painted in a 
riniform yellow- color and trim­
med in black,”, he pointed out. 
“School buses are equipped with 
flasher lights front and rear and 
usually mounted high on the 
bus. Flashers are used only when 
the bus is in the process of stop­
ping or is stopped to receive or 
discharge children.” •

In conjunction with the edu­
cational program for drivers of 
^ll type vehicles, the State, De­
partment of Education is prepar­
ing a bus drivers’ ■ handbook for 
distribution to the 8,000 school 
bus drivers in Texas. The,man­
ual will Include pertinent safe­
ty regulations affecting school 
bus drivers.
‘ •'.Edgar said information about 
the law would continue to be 
distributed In all parts of Texas 
“ until every citizen has had ail- 
opportunity to, understand the 
importance of this law.” He sug-: 
■gested that superintendents 
might want'to enlist the help of 

[■parents, students, and local. ser-„ 
vice groups in spreading facts 
about the law to all Texas driv­
ers.

Sen. Hardeman 
Discusses Proposed 
Amendments

(Editor’s note: In keeping with 
a practice established some time 
ago, Sen. Dorsey B. Hardeman 
has prepared the following re­
sume of the proposed Constitut- 
ioriaT Amendments. They: are 
submitted in two parts and it is 
hoped that the public will ac­
cept Sen. Hardeman’s comments 
in the manner intended. :

PART ONE
By Seii. Dorsey B, Hardeman

• The general election ballot will 
include several proposed amend­
ments .of the State'Constitution.
. In " this, and perhaps subse­
quent articles, I shall try to. dis­
cuss the proposals as an aid to 
the citizens of the 25th Senator­
ial District in determining their 
course of action thereon.

The order of presentation 
bears no relation to the degree 
of importance which may be at­
tached to specific proposals as 
they vary according to interests.' 
Any change in the basic law is 
of" vital concern, and deserves 
the thoughtful consideration of 
all citizens.

H.J.R. 23 relates to the; real- 
location of County tax levies 'an­
nually by the Commissioner’s' 
Court, rather than at six-year 
intervals following an election 
for such purpose, The over all 
rate will be retained and only its 
reallocation among the four 
constitutional funds would be 
authorized".

H.J.R. 30 proposes financial 
aid to needy disabled persons 
between the ages of 18 and 65 
years and authorizes an. annual' 
appropriation of not more than 
$1,500,000.00 This authorization 
would “bridge the gap” between 
the time that parents are “legal­
ly" released from the support of 
their children and up until such 
time as they become eligible for 
old age assistance. (Incidentally, 
this proposal will not be voted 
on at the general election on 
November 6, but at an election 
to be held on November 13. This 
was due to a “bust” in writing 
the provision.)

H.J.R. 31, relates to the pay­
ment of compensation to per­
sons fined or imprisoned unjust­
ly. Some such mistakes have oc­
curred and the State has no 
authority to reimburse or com­
pensate these unfortunate - •in­
dividuals. The amount, regula­
tions, etc., would be left to the 
discretion of the Legislature.

H.JJR; 46 pertains to the oath 
of office required to be taken. 
The present oath is applicable 
only to “elected” officials, al­
though it Is' taken by “appoint­
ed^ officials. This proposal is de­
signed to provide for appropri­
ate oaths for each type of of­
ficials. e

ree Persons 
Killed In County 
Over Weekend

The Labor Day weekend was 
disastrous' as far as Coleman 
County and the State of Texas 
was concerned. Although, as far 
as we know, no local persons 
were involved in any serious ac­
cidents, three persons were killed 
in two accidents- involving out 
of county people.

The first accident happend a- 
bout 11 p. m. Friday night when 
two Gary Air Force Base, San 
Marcos,- Lieutenants, crashed in­
to the underpass between Santa 
Anna and Coleman. They were 
Carl Blair Price of Lubbock and 
Rosario Purturi of Toms River, 
N. J. Reports from the Highway-' 
Patrol;-, who investigated the ac­
cident, said they were apparent­
ly traveling at a high rate of 
speed and hit the edge „of . a 
bridge just this side of the un­
der pqss, then lost control of 
the car and it crashed head-on 
into the underpass., killing both, 
of them instantly.

The third death occured 15, 
miles nprth of Coleman on the_ 
Baird highway on Sunday even-' 
ing. Carvel Vernon Ridgeway, a- 
bout 45, of Goldthwaite, was 
killed when his automobile went 
out of control and turned over 
after striking a soft shoulder on 
Highway 283.

Coleman County is In the San 
Angelo, Highway Patrol District. 
To date there has been 72 deaths 
in this district this.year, com­
pared with 47 at this time a 
year ago. Seventy-nine died in 
■the district in 1955, only seven 
more than have died to'date..

office is familiar, with the "tramp 
printer, " and so, by ncr̂  are most 
newspaper readers. -lie*' is usually 
highly competent, widely experi­
enced typesetter, by hand or ma­
chine, or both, and an able press 
operator, to boot. Often he is a 
writer as well, and almost always 
a philosopher. But he won’t stay 
put. He is fanatical about avoiding, 
the rut that most of us find comfort 
In.

Having looked upon this peri­
patetic printer as a distinct phe­
nomenon, wc are stunned at the 
discovery that there are upwards 
of 20,000 lady office workers In 
America who share Ills philosophy. 
They are trained secretaries, 
stenos, bookkeepers, office machine 
and PBX operators, billing and 
statistical clerics, every- sort of 
worker any office might use. They 
arc wives - and old maids and wid­
ows, college girls and grandmoth­
ers. ‘

Their average age is on the 
sunny side of 40, and most of them 
work (when they feel like It) for 
the same man. He is Russell Kelly, 
of Detroit, with branch offices; In 
45 other US cities from Miami to 
Tacoma and San Jose to’ Portland, 
Maine. This year, his tenth in the 
business of supplying temporary 
office help, he expects to do seven 
million dollars worth and provide

interim jobs to 18 to 20 thousand
women.

Kelly clients Include both tho 
smallest and the largest of busi­
nesses. When the Ghl Friday of 
the one-girl office—who ( may bo 
secretary, bookkeeper, reception­
ist and file clerk all in onc—takes 
her vacation, Russell ICpJly can save, 
her boss from going nuts during the 
next two weeks. When the Ford 
Motor Co, wants- a slow of "girls 
to tabulate production schedules— 
as it does once a year—Kelly girls- 
are ready to march In.

Many of hls: big customers, says 
Kelly, "need 108 or more girls dur­
ing peak seasons, sometimes eight 
or nine months of tho- year. In- 
these. situations, the difference in 
cost between permanent - and - tem­
porary help adds up into largo , 
figures. .......

The small employer, particularly, 
hates hiring temporary, help—and 
having to train them. When he 
leaves It to Kelly, ho - gets, girls - 
who know their jobs. Ho doesn’t 
have to bargain .with them because 
he’s already settled the price angle 
with Kelly. Ho pays Kelly, • not the 
temporary help. Thus, he has no 
concern over setting up new pay 
roll accounts, Income tax and so­
cial security deductions, etc., etc., 
etc.'

And since Kelly Is the paymas­
ter, they don’t hit the road without 
notice—like the tramp printer.

WHAT’S HAPPENING TO 
AGRICULTURE

Many people- today are' puzzl­
ing -over the “programming” of 
farming by the government. 
They wonder why we have con­
trols and -1 quotas' and price’’ sup­
ports. -More clearly, they want 
to' know why the farmer can’t 
just “take his chances” in grow­
ing and selling with no holds 
barred.

They wonder, without realiz­
ing that the well-being of agri­
culture is an absolute essential 
to the economic health of our 
nation, just how the farmer be­
came such a governmental con­
cern. ■ ' ■

Quite a few years ago, when 
the entire national' economy was 
on .wobbly legs,,Hirst efforts for 
restoration were aimed at ag­
riculture. Farm programs and 
adjustments and allotments were 
set to" work.

Since that time when the age- 
old barometer for farm success 
— supply ahd demand — be­
came top-heavy, new programs 
and new words began showing 
up on the agriculture front. 

Controls were bom of necessity; 
allotments, restrictions and sub­
sidies became their .expression.

There. Are those who cling to 
ther-; hope; that eventually food 
and-fiber demands .will-catch lip 
close , enough, to supply that 
every man can be for himself as 
In any competitive business.

Others; more realistically ex-, 
peot. controls to- be permanent. 
And if so, then it's time to be 
thinking about how to -live with 
them and to -face their' long­
time effects.

Guidance and" regulation of 
agriculture by the government 
cah go in several directions: the 
government can allow itself to 
become the “market” with most

areas of trade and disposition 
covered by regulation; controls 
can be slackened to such a de­
gree that the “ big business” 
farmer could easily encroach on 
and swallow up the small farm­
er; or, through careful selection 
of leaders in policy making,posts, 
farmers will, have personal a- 
gents to see that their interests 
are protected, not overrun.

This latter ideal-is that which 
we work toward: to keep our 
farmers both free and prosper­
ous, with proper alignment in 
the national economic picture. 
There will be little danger from , 
government controls so long as ■ 
they are tempered with concern. 
And this concern will prevent 
our farm'people from becoming 
a peasantry working under -rat­
ioned opportunity.

■ .ALTHOUGH the automobUe has 

..■■.+ % :  caused more death. and de-
■ '■ struction than almost anything

> else invented by man, many people 
still insist that driving Is q right 
and that any tool in the country 
should be permitted to aim this 
deadly - weapon.'

■ The folly of this attitude is dem­
onstrated b y -th e  fact that less 
than half of today’s drivers ever 
had to prove -they ■ actually could

"  drive before getting tKeir licenses.
Further, it’s been estimated that 

% only 10,000,000 of our 70,000,000 
drivers have had any typo of pro­
fessional training.

The- other 00,000,000 either were 
self-taught or learned from a 
friend or relative who also may 
have been self-taught. Such a tea­
cher probably learned to drive in 
days when traffic was less con­
gested from "instructors”  who 
were auto salesmen and who 
showed only bow  to start and stop 
the car. i

A  large number of the drivers 
who learned in the do-it-yourself 
school never had to take any test 
—they o b ta in e d  th e ir  l ic e n s e s  

■■ through "grandfather clause”  pro­
cedures In certain states ■ that 
blanketed all drivers at the time 
a driver license law was adopted.

This same escape permits driv­
ers to renew licenses without an 
examination or re-examination.

As a result, there are cases 
where licenses are being main­
tained by illiterates who can’t

even read the warning signs on the 
road or by persons who are total­
ly blind. .

Fortunately, great progress in 
improving driver licensing laws 
has been made since the end of 
World W ar II. ' .

At present, <17 of the 48 states 
require new applicants to-take a 
driving test ns well as a written 
examination before a license can 
be issued.

Despite the improvements, safe­
ty authorities admit that we still 
have a long way to go.

Properly administered, they say, 
good licensing laws can have a 
tremendous impact on our traffic 
safety effort by keeping unquali­
fied and Irresponsible drivers oil 
the roads and by requiring license 
revocations for flagrant law-break­
ers and accident repeaters.

"Driver licensing plays a major 
role in highway safety,”  said 
Rudolph F . King, registrar of 
motor vehicles in Massachusetts.

“ In the distribution of driver 
licenses, we must put forth every 
effort to sec to it that only those 
individuals who meet the required 
qualifications in the strictest sense 
of the word are permitted to have 
Issued to them the privilege of 
driving on the highways,”  . King 
stated.

"Ideally, the examination for a 
license should be uniform in all 
states and should meet the regula­
tions of the highest standard states.

"I f  this isn’t done within a rea­

sonable length of time, the states 
that have high standards should 
give serious consideration to deny­
ing the reciprocity privilege to per­
sons from states that have lower 
standards.

"W e  should see to it that those 
who get a license by merely writ­
ing in for it or purchasing it froth 
some corner store be restricted 
to operating in their awn states."

The American Association of 
Motor Vchiclo Administrators -is 
working for uniform laws and 
uniform practices relating to 
motor vehiclo ownership and usage 
in each of the 48 states.

In this drive, there are two 
major obstacles, said Basil B. 
C r e ig h to n , a s s is ta n t  executive 
director of the AAM VA.

"The"first,”  he pointed out, "is  
political turnover. There must be 
a .continuity of policy and admini­
stration of driver licensing pro­
grams.

"The second is public apathy. 
Good licensing programs should 
be encouraged, unsound programs 
should be corrected.

"Tho . courts have upheld the 
fact that driving, is a privilege, 
now a right. There has been sub­
stantial im p r o v e m e n t  over the 
driver-licensing situation since 
World War II, but it still is up to 
the people to demand that the priv­
ilege of operating a motor vehicle 
be given only to those who are 
qualified and be taken away from 
those who abuse tho privilege.”

1956 AMENDMENTS 
TO THE SOCIAL 
SECURITY LAWS

By R. R . Tuley. Jr.
Social Security Adm in., Mgr.

Abilene, Texas
Men and women on active 

duty in the armed forces will be 
brought under the old-age and 
survivors insurance provisions 
of the Social Security Act on a 
permanent, contributory basis 
on January 1, 1957. This results 
from the Servicemen’s and Vet­
erans’ Survivors Benefits Acts 
which was signed into law on 
August 1 of this year by Presi­
dent Eisenhower.

The social security tax to be 
levied will be on the service per­
son’s basic pay only, and will 
not be imposed on such items as 
the value of food, shelter, var­
ious allowances, and special pay. 
The rate will be sahie as though 
the individual we-re a civilian 
employee of a commercial firm. 
The Federal government will pay 
the employer portion of the tax.

Special procedures will be set 
up for the issuance of social sec­
urity account number cards to 
members of the armed forces 
making it necessary for them to 
contact social security district 
offices to apply for their cards.

Instructions as.to tlielr proced­
ures will be furnished them 
through their service. units, as 
soon as - is necessary to insure 
proper actions.

Active service on or after Jan­
uary 1, 1957, may carry with It 
the- former gratuitous''$160 per 
month wage credits for . military 
service performed any time in 
the 1950-1956 period even if that 
same service is creditable to­
wards a retirement payment 
from the service department. 
There are some special provi­
sions regarding use of the grat­
uitous period or periods by eith­
er the civil service retirement 
system or the ■ social security 
system, but not both.

Also, beginning with January 
1957, applications for survivors 
benefits -filed with - either the 
Social Security Administration 
or the Veterans Administration 
by survivors of servicemen will 
constitute applications for bene­
fits from both agencies, with 
proofs submitted to one agency 
being made available to the 
other.

An informative leaflet on 
these provisions will soon be 
available, and members of the 
armed forces desiring a copy 
should write the Social Security 
Administration, District Office, 
Abilene, Texas, giving their 
names, and mailing addresses. 
Copies will be mailed to them 
as soon as a supply is received 
by the Abilene office.

and providing that if such ac­
cused is not accorded a trial 
within sixty days upon such ac­
cusation, the order denying bail 
shall be automatically set aside 
and such accused be' given the 
right to bail.

This is a major departure in 
the “ law of the land”, to the ef­
fect that any accused is entitled 
to ball, except in capital cases 
where the proof Is evident. Suf­
ficient safeguards may have 
been incorporated in the propo­
sal to not abridge such basic

right “unduly”, if such can act­
ually .be done. “Repeaters" are 
aggravating to prosecutors and 
enforcement officers,, but sight 
should no't be lost of established 
fundamental rights. The pre­
sentation of proof of substantial 
guilt of an accused, together 
with his right to trial within 
sixty days, will have the tend­
ency of cooling the ardor of 
“witch-burners”.

H. J. R. 11 pertaining, to the 
commitment of persons of un­
sound mind is a: most important 
departure and is emphasized by 
the pathetic situation, along 
with the helplessness of the in­
dividual. A similar proposal was 
rejected by the people of Texas 
in 1949, but its sponsors were 
undaunted and have again suc­
ceeded in bringing about its sub­
mission.

This question is highly con­
troversial. While the present 
method of some 80 years accep­
tance and experience may not be 
the best, nevertheless, the utter

It is hoped, from the foregoing 
that readers may be stimulated 
to make full investigation of 
these matters to enable them to 
cast a patriotic vote.
