Prime Time For Winter
Tree Planting and Care
. By: Marty Gibbs, CEA-AG
‘Common questions on winter
care or planting of fruits and other
trees include, when to plant, when
to prune or when to spray dormant
oil. The best thing for each. of

_ these is discussed below.
Time to Plant: When setting -

barerooted (dug from the nursery)
fruits or other trees, plant them as
soon as you can get them. Bare-
rooted trees lose roots when dug and
early winter planting gives them

-more time to re-establish feeder

roots before leaf growth begins in
the spring. December is a great
month to plant, but January is
prime time as well.

On the late end, barerooted pecans

" should be planted by late February

and most fruit trees by mid March.
Always be sure to cut off at least

- one-half the top of any barerooted

plant to compensate for the roots

_ Container grown trees can be
planted anytime since the roots are .
not normally disturbed dunng

_ transplanting.

Time to Prune: Late winter

(February .or March) is the best

time to do heavy pruning on fruit
trees, landscape trees or shrubs.

= Pruning earlier in the winter in-

creases the risk of freeze injury to

. the plant. ‘Pruning and freezes are

stresses to the plant and pruning
followed by a severe freeze can re-
sult in freeze damage. This hap-
pens most often when temperatures
dip to 10 degrees F. or below. This
is not a high risk situation; but if

‘you don't have a lot of trees to

prune. rts better to wait unul late
