Instead of tu rn in g  off the 
lights and sleeping secure, how­
ever, we should looir a t  the s itu a ­
tion  in Southeast Asia with an  
eye tow ard w hat has actually 
happened. - ■

A t Geneva on July 2 1 ,1954, our 
S ta te  D epartm ent leaders and 
our allies sa t down, once again, 
w ith the Com m unists and e n te r­
ed into a solemn agrei merit, with 
respect to S outheast Asia.

Ho-Chi-M inli, tin- ( ’uimnunist, 
guerrilla leader', hud been eom- 
niitting  wanton aggression all 
th roughout French liido-O liina 
Despite th is we, agreed, a t  G en­
eva, to give the Com munists 

.N orthern  Viet Nam, an area of 
' 82,000 square miles, w ith a pop­
u la tion  of 13 million - people. In  
o the r words, we consigned them  
to slavery.

. But, in  re tu rn , the  Com mun­
ists gave ' us a  “solem n” pledge 
n o t to ex tend  th e ir  aggressions 
beyond the conceded acreage.

A t th e  sam e tim e President 
Eisenhower w arned th a t  the 

• United S ta tes  would no t tolerate 
any fu rth e r  aggressions and  we 
w ent on to  organize the S ou th ­
east Asia T reaty  Organization, 
popularly known as SEATO. 
This organization-, also gave sol­
em n assurances th a t  it would 
to lerate no  fu rth e r Com munist 
aggressions in  S outheast Asia. 
(However, we 'refused to allow' 
th e  Free Chinese ail’d th e  South 
K oreans, w ith  the strongest non- 
Com munist arm ies in  Asia, to 
partic ipa te). W ith all of these 
a s su ra n c e s ' em anating  from 

, Geneva our people w ent back to 
sleep.

The Com m unists did no t stop 
th e ir  -aggressions a t  a l l  They 
were only conveniently kept .out 
of the news. Com munists forces 
moved aggressively into little 
Laos. The only “firm ness” we 
have shown up un til now has 
been tow ard t.he poor Laotians 
w ho were reluct art, !,u be sub­
ordinated  to a "coalition govern­
m en t” in  w hich th e  Communists 
held  th e  posts of M inister of De - 
fense and Ntinister oi’ Interior.
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Turkey Growers

and  co n trac t producers who are

These growers, - Mr. Bullard 
pointed out. am  eligible to  vote 
tor or against the m arketing 
order formulated by the turkey 
industry to . help obtain fair 
prices for producers and con­
sum ers an d  to avoid future dis- 
aateron.s price situations such 
us th a t  which resulted Irom over 
production in 1901.

A meeting will be held in the 
Santo.. Anna National Bank 
Building Monday, June 11, be­
ginning a t 2:00 p. m. for the pu r­
pose of -acquainting turkey 
growers with the forms and  re­
ports the  grower must make to 
the ASUS County Com mittee be­
fore a ballot, can be issued.

Forms ARCS-215, C ertification 
of Turkeys M arketed in 1961,

th a t  have the added fea tu re  for 
the Communists that, they are 
thus eligible to receive our f in ­
ancial assistance w h ile  in the 
process toward Sovietization. 
This is-precisely w hat we did .in 
the Congo last year, except that 
there the Com munists had  v ir­
tually no streng th  when we over­
tu rned the pro-W estern govern­
m ent of the  young Commission­
ers and imposed our “independ­
en t coalition governm ent.”

I t  should be abundantly  clear 
that our present posture of s to p ­
ping Soviet aggression by “neu­
tralizing” the non-Com m unist 
world is not going to work.

In  Southeast Asia the Soviet 
goal, obviously, is .Singapore. 
They are inexorably moving to ­
w ard. it. They are absorbing. 
With our help, the  Indonesia 
archipelago where Sukarno, the 
wartim e Japanese collaborator,

will be. available a t  the m eeting 
and will be given to all turkey 
growers who are qualified to vote 
in  the referendum'.

Mr. Bullard is anxious th a t all 
growers file the  Certification of 
Turkeys. Marketed in 1981 prior 
to the  opening d a te  for voting, 
since the County ■ Committee 
must, approve th e  m arketings 
and also en ter th e  total m arket­
ings on th e  ballot for each pro­
ducer-grower.

. MEBITORIAL: A -reader (Mrs. 

R.C.) wants to know what causes 
a person to die.of a heart attack 
instantly. She has heard of many 
persons with a history-of heart 
trouble who are presumed to be 

' in good health. - -
•The answer, .of course, is that 

there are many kinds of heart 
trouble, some amenable to treat­
ment and others, not as much. 
The type that causes sudden 
death so often, .especially in 
young men, is coronary heart 
disease. The main problem here 
is that its presence is not usually 
known until after the first attack 
(which may be the last). .Occa­
sionally there may be a short 
warning period before the attack, 
such as vague indigestion pains 
in the chest, but often these aren’t 
severe enough to send the patient- 
to his doctor.

It is quite possible that people 
could prevent heart attacks - by 
assuming that they will occur, 
and thus do everything ahead of 

, time to avoid them. This is where, 
a good annual physical examina­
tion can help. Coronary artery 
disease does have a tendency to 
run .in. certain, families, thus a 
family history by the examining 
doctor can point out which patient 
to concentrate on. Overweight, 
heavy smoking, high or bordei lux* 
blood pressure, diabetes and high 
blood cholesterol all seem to play 
st -small part in the etiology o! 
coronary heart trouble. Correc­
tion of as many of these as - is 
feasible will certainly help a gi'< it 
deal in the prevention of sudden 
heart fatalities. ■

Other, forms of -heart trouble, 
including rheumatic, valvular, hy­
pertensive, hyperthyroid and con­

Enough?

THE WEES’S LETTER: “Why
don’t- parents ' teach' teenagers 
some of the things I read in your 
column? For example, the article 

■ about what girls would do about 
“bothersome” boys was-: quite in­
teresting, Teenagers aren’t, al­
lowed to drink beer (in this State, 
they must be 21) but are per­
mitted to become parents at 16. 
Why?

OUR REPLY: Most parents do 
teach their children the .things 
they should know. Some do not 
do it effectively, or thoroughly.

Often, there is difficulty because 
of what w e.m ight term “poor 
com m u n ica tion s.” Teenagers 
don’t take problems to their par­
ents the way they should; parents 
are not always ready to listen. 
They sa y ,. “See - me later” or 
“We’ll talk about it tomorrow’ 
and that’s the end of it. .
. There are a few parents who 
just don’t want to he bothered. 
They are concerned with their 
own activities and don’t have time 
to worry about their children. The 
kids can date all they want; stay

out late,; ignore studies, bring 
home poor grades —so long . as .. 
they do nothing to inconvenience 
their parents or put them in an 
uncomfortable position. This situ­
ation is prevalent in (‘broken 
homes” where, there is but’ one 
parent, because of the tragedy of 
death or the tragedy of divorce.

Parents who exercise no . con­
trol over their children make it 
extremely . difficult . for parents 
who are trying to raise their chil­
dren properly. How many times 
do ..parents hear . something like 
this? “Well, Susie’s folks let her 
date every night and she’s not 
even sixteen!” -

Every State has a, law which 
sets a minimum age requirement; 
for the purchase of any kind o f  
alcoholic beverages. But a law is 
not enough in itself. Our bet is 
that you personally know teen­
agers who drink beer despite the 
law. They were not taught proper 
respect for this particular law . . .  
or made to understand it is wrong 
for children to drink at all.
