Tom M. Hays, age 91, of Santa An-
na-can honestly say he has not only

: respectedthe flag, but he has been a

PART of the flag.

Hays, who was a Navy recruit in
1917, was among some 10,000 *‘Blue-
Jackets” at Great'Lakes, Ilinois
who participated in The Living Flag,
an image formed with rows of
recruits dressed in blue and white
uniforms to. form the stars and
stripes of the American flag.

Tom Hays has a picture of the flag
he helped make, and he ig proud’to
point out the ball of the flagpole,
where he stood, at the age of 24 with
950 other men, saluting the flag and
the country for which he wag prepar-
ing to fight in World War L. On the
back of the framed photograph is a
story about Betsy Ross’ first effort
with scissors and sewing machine,
and about the Navy's “perfect living
replica,” with all forty-eight stars
and thirteen stripes in place.

The accompaning story puts its
reader on base at the Naval Training

- Station, where the November breeze

“gave a twang to the air,” and
seamen were drilled into a forma-
tion quite new and unfamiliar to
them. - When called to atfention,
photographerﬁ began snapping, and

.ma image of an American flag, -

strateglcally p]anned earlier by ex-
perts, and mapped out with tape,

.stoed proudly on the grounds of the

‘Station.

The flag, laid out in proper propor-
tions, was planned with. considera-
tion to the law of perspective. For
instance, according to the story, in
the star in the extreme left hand cor-
ner, there were sixty-five men, whxle

in the one of the extreme front stars
" not known the feeling of looking at a

there were only twelve men,
The ball in which Tom Hays stood
was 237 feet long. The pole measured

550 feet in length, four feet in width -

at the bottom, and six feet in width
at the top. It required 770 men.

1800 men formed the white stripes,

1900 formed the red stripes, 1800

stood in the stars, and approximate-
ly 3400 men made up the blue field.
The Navy Rélief Society

" digtributed photos of the flag, which

bore the message, *“In union there is
strength,” a statement made by
Abraham. Lincoln, and having par-
ticular meaning to the Navy recruits
of 1917, Tom Hays of Santa Anna,
included.

The Society: was formed to help
families with problems like illness
and poverty, and is still in existence
today, according to Hays.

Many of the men who posed as
part of the flag later died in a fli
epidemic, brought on by. extreme
cold -weather and tent-dwelling on
the base.

Hays tells a story of riding from
Chicago to Brownwood with a fellow
recruit from Bangs, whose name he
cannot recall, but who joined him in
forming the Living Flag. He said

_there ‘were. several men from
Brownwood who also were a part of

the event.

Hays’ son, Tom, is proud of: his
father. ~ He -can understand his
father’s pride, for he, too, has served
the flag through the United States
Navy. In the younger Hays' yard
each dayat 1312 Wallis, aflag waves
to greet those who enter Santa Anna
‘from the west, and to say “I am a
proud .American” to those who
notice. - He, like his father, realizes

_better than many of us what it

means to be genuinely proud of our
country.

At age 91, Tom Hays can tell
stories that most of us can only listen
to with interest and awe, for we have
