To Change
The War Today

If Anthony Eden resigns the British forelgn
secretaryship in order to devote his whole time to
government leadership in the house of commons,
a5 1s reported to be scheduled, it will put squarely
to the test his qualifications as possible successor to
the great Churchill as prime minister.

That will be the significance of the move if it
eventuates. Many British prophels feel that
Churrchill's historic task of leading his people is
drawing to a close. He and the chiefs of the con-
serviive parly are said to feel thal the compara-
tively youthful Eden — he is 46 — is the man to
shoulder the burden, and they're going to put him
through the mill to find out.

One Important side-light is that if and when
Eden takes the helm it will at long last bring the
so-called “voung donservatives” Into power after
many decades of batlling with their elders for a
place in the sun 1

England. like the rest of the world, is on the
verge of greal changes, and coupled with those will
be the post-war probiems of recunstruction, It cer-
lainly is a period when political adaptibility and
correct perspective’ will be at a premium,

Many.London observers think Lord Cranborne,
secretary of state for dominion affairs., will become
foreign secretary if Eden quits the post. That fits
the picture well cnough, for Eden and Cranburne
are great friends and think alike on foreign policies

Eden of course already Is government leader
In commons, but his foreign office duties require
much time that he hasn't been working very
hard at his other job. Regular leadership in com-
mons would put him on a hot spot, where he would

make or break himself in short order. It's one of
the toughest assignments in British politics. It calls

not only for the inspiring qualities necessary for
leadership, but for supreme tact

Eden should make a good leader. He inspires
confidence, has a pleasing personality, and 15 pos-
sessed of considerdbie tact. which may be an acquir-
ed quality. Anyway, he needs the experience in do-
mestic affairs,
