Teen Court is a program whereby
the teen cffenders are judged by

" “rendered by their peers.

A juvenile may reach the Teen
Court in one of four ways, Upon
reveiving a traffic summons, a
juvenile must appear in person, with
a parent or guardian, at the
‘Municipal Court before the judge. If
the youth pleads guilty to the vicla-

* tion, the Teen Court option is ex-
plained to the individual and parent
or guardian. Persons pleading “‘not
guilty” are automatically slated for

a Municipal Court trial.

- Another way a juvenile may

reach the Teen Court involves of-
- fenders brought to the local Juvenile
Probation office of Juvenile Court. If
the youth is accused of a Class C
misdemeanor or status offense, the
Juvenile Probation Officer or the
JUvenile Court Judge may suggest
the Teen Court Program.

Teens may also be referred direct-
1y to the Teen Court by the Municipal
Court Judge, principals, or assistant
principals for stalus and Class C
misdemeancors.

Upon receipt of a referral, the
Teen Court Coordinator will meet
the youth and the parents (who must
attend) and explain the program
and the youth’s rights. If the coor-
dinator believes the referral is inap-
propriate because of innocence,
refnalalbyﬂleyouthtocmperatem

strongly recommend return to .

the offender pleads guilty, accepts

the sentence, and successfully com-

pletes it, then the charges are
dismissed and the offender pays no

* fine.

It is hoped that the Santa Anna

Teen Court will interrupt developing

patterns of criminal behavior by
promoting feelings of self-esteem;
motivation for self-improvement
and development of a healthy at-
titude toward authority. For the of-
fender as well as the non-offender
who serves on the jury, Teen Court
challenges youth to perform at their
highest level of ability and places a
high priority on educating young
people for the life responsibilities of
an individual, family member and
citizen. -

Cases commg before the Teen
Court may include traffic violations,
status offenses(running away from
home, truancy, consumption and
possession of alcohol) and Class C
misdemeanors which include theft
under $20, simple assault, fighting,
disorderly conduct, hot checks and

vate lives of all its citizens. The world, unfortunately, is crowded

The framers of our Constitution were well aware of the often
flagrant abuses of power by colonial governments.

colony, they were able to, and often did, outlaw the open worship
of other creeds. While the cruglest discrimination may have been in
Puritan-dominated New England, where followers of other faiths
were at times executed, other arcas also had long records of dis-
crimination. For éxample, Baptist preachers were jailed routinely in

tablished a watchword for our nation: tolerance. Mr. Jones may be a
Baptist and a Democrat but that doesn’t keep him from respecting
his neighbor, Mrs. Smith, who happens to be a Methodist and a
Republican. It would never occur to ¢ither of them that laws should
be pgésed outlawing churches and political parties other than their

Freedom to choose our own lifestyles and to grant others the
same right is the truc spirit of America.

THE Scam

Victims of cod. fraud have
reported that they first received a
phone call from a California company,
in which they were offered a prize or
a precious gem. All they had to doin
order to win the valuable prize was
order the company’s product.

When the c.od. package arrived,
the consumers paid about $39 and
found nothing inside the package. In
some cases,. the consumers found-a
note that told them to send in
another $50 in order to receive the
prize. In other cases the product was
sent but turned out to be nearly
worthless.

Some .of the . products- offered
through these hoiler room operations
include an “executive’ pen and pen-
cil set, a so-called personalized calen-
dar, and a8 ‘supposed home health
guide. - The pen and pencil set.are
worth about $3, not the $33 claimed.
The calendar is a small cardboard
calendar with paste-on label and the
home health guide is a piece of card:
board witha few hea!th mles prmbed

If you receive a call from an
unknown company, ask for a copy of
their catalogue--if you are interested
in the product. Don't be fooled by any
statement like “this offer is good to-
day only.”

Although the post office is re-
quired to deliver all cod. packages,
the consumer is not required {o ac-
cept them.

If you think you have been taken
by a cod. company, you may report
it to the Consumer Protection Divi-
sion nearest you.
