According to information recorded on the back of the 
picture, the picture was taken in August of 1910 and shows 
members of the Cecil Freeman Singing School. Someone in the 
past has tried to identify them (see X  marks above some 
subjects), but no names have been recorded. If you think you can 
help identify those in the picture our reader will be most 
appreciative. Information found in the Coleman County History 
book states that classes were first held at the Longview School 
in 1908 with some of the teachers being C.L. South who later

AUSTIN — Tfexans under 21 
caught with alcohol on their breath, 
in their possession or merely 
appear to have consumed alcohol, 
would lose their driver’s license 
under a bill approved by the Senate 
Criminal Justice Committee last 
week.

The legislation, sponsored by 
Sen. Rcyce West, D-Dallas, hits 
underage drinkers where it hurts 
most: it takes away their “wheels,” 
the Dallas Morning News reported.

“What we’re trying to  do is 
send a message ... that we have 
zero tolerance for drinking and 
driving,” West said. .

In Texas during the past five' 
years, 1,330 alcohol-related traffic 
deaths have involved drivers be­
tween the ages of 13 and 20. Half 
of. all traffic fatalities in that age 
group are alcohol related, com­
pared with 36 percent nationally.

Tfcxas law currently allows drivers 
under age 21, to operate a  motor ve­
hicle with a blood-alcohol level o f 
up to 0.07. A reading of 0.10 is

considered legally intoxicated.
Under. West’s bill, even a trace of 

alcohol would bring stiff penalties: 
a Minors stopped for driving 

under the influence, depending 
on first, second or third offense, 
would face suspension of their 
driver’s license for 120 days to 180: 
days; a fine of $500 to $2,000; up 
to 180 days in jail and from 20 to 
40 days o f community service.

b Police would be allowed a 
• choice of either taking a minor who
is not driving, but in possession o f 
alcohol, to the police station for a 
breath or blood test or issuing a  
citation on the spot.

b For. those who were not driving 
but have been consuming alcohol 
or have misrepresented their age, 
penalties would be similar to those 
assessed to minors caught driving 
under the influence.

• Panel OKs Abortion Bill 
- A Senate committee last week 
approved legislation which would 
require doctors who perform abor­
tions to notify a parent or guardian 
of a minor seeking an abortion.

Abortion opponents cheered the 
approval of the parental notification 
bill sponsored by Sen. Florence 
Shapiro, R-Plano. They said its 
early consideration in the legisla­
tive session could give the bill mo­
mentum as it moves to the full Sen­
ate.

“It gives us a boost,” said 
Bill Price, president of Ibxans 
United for Life. “The pro-life 
movement in this state has not, 
been successful in passing pro-life 
legislation. We’ve never gotten a 
hearing oh a  biltlike this so early 
in the session.”

“This bill doesn’t ban abortion, 
and the purpose is not to'mandate 
parent-child communication, but to 
proclaim the right of parents to 
know their daughter is in distress,” 
Sen. Shapiro mid committee mem­
bers.

A similar bill failed in the Senate 
in 199S. But observers believe 
the new Republican majority in 
the Senate will assure passage. 
The measure is expected face 
stiff opposition in the House, 
where Rep. Kenny Marchant, R- 
Carroliton, is the sponsor.

Affirmative Action Nixed
Affirmative action programs arc 

illegal, state Attorney General Dan 
Morales advised Ibxas’ universities 
last week.

In an opinion issued at the 
request of University of Houston 
Chancellor Bill Hobby, Morales 
cited the Fifth Circuit Court of 
Appeals decision issued last spring 
that ruled the University of Ibxas 
School of Law may not consider

Lodema, the daughter of the late 
Mr. and Mrs. Frank Watts, was bom 
in Bangs and also lived in Santa Anna 
a couple of years'In early childhood. 
Her father was one of the first 
baptized in the baptistry at Santa 
Anna’s First Baptist Church. Her 
great uncle, Carl Brown, is thought 
to be the first water superintendent 
in Santa'Anna. He lived in a house at 
the lakes and she remembers playing 
and running across the dam near the 
house while visiting.

Lodema was raised with a sister 
and three brothers. Her father 
worked in the oil industry. She 
attended school at Luedprs, and 
graduated from Abilene High School.

The W atts fam ily first came to- 
' Texas w ithihe Arm yahd.ehdedtjpih 
Coleman County in the 1860|s, 
associated with Camp Colorado. Her 
great-grandfather E lbert W atts 
married a Cherokee woman, Permillia 
Ann B arefoot. The B arefoot 
Mountains near Camp Colorado were 
named for her family.

Its ironic that years ago when 

passing through Santa A nha. at 
various . tim es, Lodema wasn't 
impressed and hoped hbr husband' 
would never,be called to preach here. 
After living here in the '60's‘ they 
loved it so much they determined this 
is where they wanted to retire.

As we stated in the beginning, 
Raymond has always felt he should be 
an active member of whichever 

' community he was called and also to 
cooperate with churches o f other 
denominations. He has been involved 
in 4-H  and FFA, parent-teacher 
organizations and even raised club 
lambs for a while. One of the most 
satisfying community services was 
tim e spent as chaplain of the 
volunteer fire department of Sipe 
Springs while pastor at the Sidney 
church. It was then he wrote 'A  
Firem en's Prayer* which was 
published in the Volunteer Firemen's 
state magazine. The prayer, which 
well could be his philosophy on life in 
general, is as follows:

Tax Changes for 1996

Tax law changes could affect the, 
bottom line o f your 1996‘income 
tax return. Here are some changes 
you should know about.

Each year, there are changes to 
the tax rules, some due to new 
laws, some to changes provided for 
in previous laws. The following are 
some of the more'common changes 
that could affect most people’s 
income tax returns.
Individual Changes 

Personal exemptions are worth 
$2,550 for 1996.

For people who do not itemize 
their deductions, the standard 
deduction has increased. The new 
amounts an  $4,000 for single pro-' 
pie who cannot be -claimed as 
another person’s dependent; $5,900 

' for heads of households; and 
$6,700 for married people filing 
jointly or qualifying widow(er)s. 
People who are at least 65 years old 
or blind get an extra amount added 
to their standard deduction. The 
standard deduction is limited to the 
larger of $650 or earned income for 
people who can be claimed as 
dependents by another, and to 
$3,350 for married persons filing 
separately.
. The earned income tax credit 
(EITC) will increase in 1996 for 
working people who qualify. The 
amount a person can earn and still be 
eligible for the credit increases, too.

Another change to the EITC 
relates to people with investment 
income, such as interest, dividends, 
rents and royalties. No one who has 
more than. $2,350 in investment 
income may claim the EITC.

And finally, the EITC will be 
denied to any individual who is not 
authorized to work in the U.S. In 
order to. claim the credit, the taxpay­
er (and spouse, if married) must 
have a valid Social Security number.

A valjd taxpayer identification 
number will be required for each 
dependent or qualifying child as,a 
condition for claiming a dependen­
cy deduction or a dependent care - 
credit for the child.

Other changes affecting this year 
orfuture.tax years will affect puni­
tive damages received for personal 
injury or sickness, qualified state 
tuition programs, individual retire­
ment account (IRA) contributions 
for spouses who do not work, a . 
nonrefundable credit for certain 
adoption expenses, and medical 
savings accounts.

Business Changes
The 1996 standard mileage rate 

. for using one’s car for business is 
up a penny to 31 cents a mile. The 
special rate for rural mail carriers is 
up to 46.5 cents a mile.

And for 1996, the maximum 
wages and self-employment 
income subject to Social Security 
tax is $62,700.

The deduction for expenses in , 
maintaining a home office has been

clarified to permit a deduction for 
expenses related to a storage unit 
regularly used for inventory or 
product samples for tax years 
beginning after December 31, 1995.

Employers who were to begin 
making tax deposits electronically 
as of January 1, 1997, now have 
until July 1,' 1997, to begin using 
the Electronic Federal Tax Payment 
System.

The exclusion for employer-pro­
vided educational assistance, which 
had expired December 31, 1994, 
has been retroactively extended 
through taxable years beginning 
before June 1,1997.

Other business changes for this 
year or future taxyears affect depre­
ciable .properly, work opportunity 
tax credit, orphan drug tax creidit, 
excise taxes and health insurance 
deductions for self-employed 
persons.

General Rules and
Regulations.

SUPERINTENDENT.
(1) . The Superintendent shall be 

elected annually at such times as 
the Board of Trustees shall deter­
mine.

(2) . He shall, when requested, 
make an official report o f the de­
partment and efficiency of assistant 
teachers, to the Board, or he may 
voluntarily make such reports when 
he feels his duty demands it. He 
shall assist Committee on Teachers 
in getting before the Board suitable 
applicants from which to select as­
sistant teachers for the ensuing ses­
sions.

(3) . He shall have the supervi­
sion and direction of all examina­
tions which shall determine the 
standing or promotion of any punil.

(5) . He shall have the power/to 
suspend any pupil from school who 
is guilty of gross violation of rules, 
subordination, or whose influence 
is deemed injurious to the general 
good. Such pupils may be re­
admitted to  the school by the 
consent of the Board, together with 
that of the Superintendent.

(6) . He shall have power to as­
sign teachers to their places in their 
work, or change such assignments 
at any time for the good of the 
school.

TEACHERS.
(1) . They shall be, elected as 

soon as practicable after the selec­
tion of the Superintendent.

(2) . Teachers shall be in their 
rooms 30 minutes before the open­
ing of school and shall not dismiss 
pupils earlier than the stated time 
without the permission o f the 
Superintendent

(3) . 'Teachers shall notify 
Superintendent at the earliest possi­
ble moment when they are unable 
to attend to their duties, that he 
may make the necessary provisions 
for their work and in no case shall 
they request any one to take their 
place.

(4) . They shall prepare a pro­
gram of their recitations and report 
the same to Superintendent within

one week after takijjg charge of 
their rooms. They shall be 
responsible for the discipline of 
their rooms and shall avoid the 
frequent visitations of other rooms 
during recesses, to the neglect of 
their own rooms.

(5) . Teachers shall require ex­
cuses from the parents or guardians 
of pupils in person or by written 
note, and in all cases of absence or 
tardiness or dismissal before the 
close of school, the child shall pre­
sent a written request from his par­
ents before he shall be excused.

(6) . They shall end no pupil on 
an errand without the consent of the 
Superintendent, unless in a  case of 
urgent necessity.

(7) . They shiall hold monthly ex­
aminations in each study.

PUPILS: ,
(1) ; No pupil shall be continued 

in school unless supplied with the 
necessary books, tablets, pencils, 
etc. for the prosecution of this stud­
ies. ■

(2) , No pupil affected with any 
contagious disease or, having re­
cently been exposed to such shall 
be continued in school.

(3) . All pupils must take a  frill 
number of studies and in no case 
shall pupils be permitted to drop a 
study before completing it.

(4) . Pupils shall not ruii up or 
down stairs. Except when permit-. 

- ted, pupils must remain down stairs 
at intermissions and noon. Pupils 
going up stairs at such periods 
must go to their own room and 
desk and remain quiet. Visiting 
from room to room at intermis­
sions is prohibited, except with 
permission from your own and the 
teacher whose room you wish to 
enter.

(5) . Prefane or indecent language 
and the use of tobacco are posi­
tively forbidden. Cleanliness of 
person and clothing shall be re­
quired of every pupil. Quarreling, 
fighting, loud or profane talking, 
rude or discourteous conduct of ev­
ery description, in the vicinity of 
the school, the school building, bn 
the premises, or on the way to qr

from school, will render pupils en­
gaged therein liable for severe disci­
pline.

(6) . Pupils who fall behind their 
classes, or fail to pass the required 
examination satisfactorily, must 
remain in that grade another term. 
Pupils who leave school before the 
close of the term shall not be al­
lowed to rejoin their classes next 
year, without taking an examina­
tion.

(7) . Pupils who shall deface or 
injure school property shall pay in 
full for all damages, and failure to 
do this within one week shall sub­
ject them to suspension by the 
Superintendent.

(8) . Pupils are considered under 
the school regulations from the 
time theyTebve their homes in the 
morning till they return in the 
evening and shall observe all rules 
accordingly.

(9) . For the violation of any 
well established principle of right, 
each pupil will be held as strict ac­
count as if  it were a written rule.

DUTIES OF JANITOR
(1) . He shall sweep thoroughly 

every recitation room, corridor and 
stairway at least once a day, and 
shall remove all dust every morning 
from the desks, chairs, tables, etc.

(2) . He shall have the manage­
ment of the heating apparatus of the 
building, acting under the direction 
of the Superintendent, and shall re-, 
port any defect in the stove and 
stove pipes to the Superintendent. ■

(3) . He shall attend personally to 
the closing and locking the win­
dows and outside doors of the build­
ing; shall be responsible for the se­
curity of the property under his 
charge and shall report any damage 
the property under his charge may 
sustain, to the Superintendent.

(4) . He shall erase all marks of 
every description from buildings 
and fence. It shall be his purpose 
to improve the general .condition of 
both buildings and campus. He 
shall at the close of the year, leave 
everything in condition for the be­
ginning, of the next session of
school and shall return all keys to 
the Superintendent.

other than retirement. ‘ ,

Withdrawals now are allowed to pay medical bills for you, your spouse' 
or your dependents, but only for expenses in excess o f 7.5 percent of your- 
adjusted gross income. Withdrawals also may be made without penalty by 
those who remain on unemployment insurance for at least 12 weeks; these 
withdrawals must be used to pay health-insurance premiums.

We’re try ing to add education costs and first-time home purchases to the 
list of penalty-free withdrawals; —

* The self-employed will enjoy increased tax deductions for their health-
insurance premiums. For the 1996 tax year, the deduction is established at 30 
percent of premiums paid. •

This deduction jumps to 40 perccnt for 1997 and will rise incrementally 
to 80 percent in 2006. .

* Beginning this year, the terminally ill and chronically ill may obtain 
tax-free benefits, often referred to as “accelerated death benefits,” from some 
life insurance policies. This provision contains strict guidelines defining 
chronic and terminal illness.

-* Medical Savings Accounts (MSAs) are now available to a limited 
number of individuals allowing them beneficial savings plans topay fortheir 
medical expenses. MSAs are tax-deferred savings accounts which are avail­
able to self-employed and employer groups of 50 or fewer individuals in 
conjunction witii certain high-deductible health plans (deductibles of $1,500 
-$2,250 per individual, or $3,000 -$4,500 per family). Eligible individuals 
can contribute up to 65 percent o f the amount deductible under their health 
plan (75 percent for families) to an MSA, and use that contribution to pay for 
medical expenses, including dental and eye care. Money contributed can be 
deducted from the business owner’s gross income for tax purposes, and 
accumulates tax-deferred interest.

* Last but not least, one-income families now can benefit from the 
Homemaker IRA, which I sponsored. The Homemaker IRA raises the limit 
on IRA contributions for one-income couples from $2,250 a  year to $4,000 
a year, $2,000 for each spouse. Finally, homemakers are getting equity when 
it comes to retirement savings.

A single-income couple that invests the new maximum amount annually 
into an IRA account beginning at age 25 will accumulate $1.1 million by the 
time they reach retirement age at 65. (For more information on this, call my 
Dallas office at (214) 361-3500.)

It’s  not a perfect system, but we have made it better. I urge all Texans to 
investigate the advantages these new tax-code rules have to offer.

WHEN v 
“NO PAYMENTS, 
NO INTEREST”
IS NO BARGAIN

I T'S OFTEN NECESSARY to 
get financing when buying a 
big-ticket item like a  computer, 

big-screen TV, or major appliance. 
Common sense tells us that lower 
interest rates mean better bargains. 
So when a retailer advertises an 
interest rate of zero, that should be 
good news for you, right?

H ie  answer turns out to de­
pend a  lot on the honesty of certain 
ads. In practice, some retailers end 
up making significant interest 
earnings on what they advertised as 
"no payments, no interest for one 
year.” Some consumers pay out 
hundreds of dollars of interest 
payments on these supposedly no­
interest deals.

' That is why the Texas Office 
of the Attorney General, in con­
junction with 1 1  other states across 
the country, obtained agreed set­
tlements —  and nearly $ 1 million 
— with several major national re­
tail chains.

Fair and dear rules
This shopping season, the re-' 

tailers involved in the settlement 
have agreed to make the terms of 
their formerly cloudy advertising 
crystal clear. The companies 
agreed to prominently disclose the 
real facts in their advertising. Too 
many were burying the financing 
provisions in the fine print of their 
sales or credit agreements.

Nearly all “zero percent” fi­
nancing rules have some things in 

' common. In order to avoid paying 
iriterest on financed purchases, you 
must make: the final payment 
within a specified time period 
(usually six to 12 months). If you 
don’t pay off the loan in full by the 
end of die time period —  even if 
you owe only a few dollars — in­
terest will be charged, starting with 
the full amount borrowed at the 
beginning of the tine period. You 
will be charged a regular interest 
rate as high as 2 2  percent or more.

Check it out
We began our investigation 

early in 1995 when we heard com­
plaints from many of you. As we re­
viewed d e  advertisements of various 
national chain retailers, it became 
clear that the language of some was 
misleading at best Reasonable Tex? 
ans reading the ads could easily think 
that no interest would be due o r  ac­
crue when a retailer advertised, ;*NO

■ We will continue to review the 
advertising practices of the other 
retailers of large consumer prod­
ucts, and will respond with appro­
priate action if necessary. It is im­
portant that all participants in this 
industry be allowed to compete 
under the same rules. . ,

What can you do to protect 
yourself? Well, you can clip out 
this article and take it with you the 
next time you go shopping for a 
big-ticket electronic item or appli­
a n c e .^  sure to follow some of the 
following steps:

•Shop around to make sure 
. you’re getting the best possible 

price.
•Ask when full payment is due 

and whether or not you must make 
payments during the “interest-free” 
period.

' «Ask what penalty is imposed 
if you don’t make full payments by 
the specified time period. Be sure 
to find out the applicable interest 
rate, too.

•Ask jf there are any others 
conditions or restrictions. For ex: 
ample, some, • retailers require 

: minimum purchase amounts. And 
some zcro-interesf financing pro- 
motions < are restricted to 1 certain 
manufacturers -and items, such as 
only televisions; VCRs or camcor­
ders. ■ • 1

•Read credit applications care­
fully. Many include information on 
complete financing arrangements,

•Finally, be realistic about 
your financing future. If your in­
come won't allow significant extra 
payments, even zero-interest fi­
nancing can be a  burden. You may 
wish to reconsider your purchase 
plans.
