Jennings’ Do Not Appear at Trial

Immediately following the gun'battlé '
the Jenanings family moved from Wood-
ward and did not appear to offer evi-

" dence at the trial of Houston. Love, who

was tried at the same time, stood by
his friend despite the fact that Houston
confessed to liring the shaot that killed
Ed Jennings. John Jennings was wound-
ed in the shoulder but recovered.

With the coming of Statehood to Olc-
jahoma, Jack Love was elected corpora-
tion commissioner and held the office
until he died. He was well known and
populay throughout the State and was
urged b his friends to run for Gover-
nor. Just about the time he had made
up his mind to do this, Al Jennings’

story, cntitled, “Beating Back,” began

publication in the Saturday KEvening
Post.’ Many new people had moved info
the new State of Oklahoma, they knew
littie about the pioneering spirit or the
cade of the western gun,. therefore their
hands were raised in horror at the
thought of a man who had possibly kill-
ed another {rying te oceupy . the high-
est office within the gift of the people.
