Policies, as distinguished from fix­
ed principles, ̂ will ever be fluctuating. 
As a m atter of policy nothing is cer­
tain, and nothing should be final until 
thru practical demonstration it lias 
taken on the aspect and nature of a 
beneficial and working principle. Ex-: 
cepting a handful of radicals, the peo­
ple accept organized government and 
obedience to law as the first necessi­
ties of social and commercial inter­
course. To the right-thinking person 
organized government—once in the 
ages a  mere policy to be tried out— 
has become a principle to be adhered 
to and an  object to seek in translat­
ing: savage ancestry into civilized 
posterity.

Many policies are now going thru 
the crucial test in their efforts to 
prove themselves principles. Prohibi­
tion is one of them; disarmament and 
anti-war treates constitute another; 
vocational education, to the submer­
gence of the classical, is still another. 
Others might be listed. -

One of the aims of government, of 
political action, of education, of social 
service and of. religion is to demon­
strate the soundness and practicabili­
ty of advanced policies to benefit the 
race. When this is accomplished the 
policy becomes a  settled rule of ac­
tion, accepted and put into effect by 
the majority, criticized by the minori­
ty, but designed to benefit all. When, 
if ever, the majority announces and 
puts into action, an unwise policy is 
when danger lurks to society as a 
whole.

People are sometimes too anxious 
about policies. They apparently 
haven’t  the patience nor the fortitude 
to wait until a policy has an oppor­
tunity to evolve into a determined 
principle. This is especially true 
when the policy is based upon cer­
tain other proven principles. But a 
policy is like a  mustard plaster: you 
have to apply i t  and then suffer a 
little while waiting for results.

Horse and Mule Shortage

Horses and mules are one class of 
animals in which .practically every 
farmer is concerned, whether he be 
a stock farmer or a grain farmer. 
The approaching shortage of good 
worn stock is therefore of vital con­
cern to all farmers, says John 0. 
Williams, in charge of horse and 
mule investigations for the United 
States department of agriculture.

Estimates of all the horses and 
mules on farms the first of this year 
showed a total of 21,013,000 head, 
a decline in work stock population of 
17 percent since 1920. It is practical­
ly certain that the next five years 
will' show a reduction of the . prea-ant 
numbers by 30 or 40 precent unless 
breeding is resumed. This rapid re­
duction is expected to develop, into 

acute shortage where the animals 
farms are the oldest and where 

fewest colts are coming on as re­
placements.

Although the average age of horses 
has increased considerably the aver­
age value during the past three years 
has not changed much.

Farmers in the corn belt where 
surplus work sto ck has previously 
been raised should consider the pos­
sibility of increasing the production 
of the types of horses and mules 
that are suitable to meet the expect­
ed demand from the eastern and 
southeastern states, he advices.
