1. The occasion (vv., .19-24).- When 

the demon. was casti out of the maid 
her -supernatural power was gone; 
therefore, the source - of revenue was 
dried up. This vso exasperated her

. owners that they had Paul and-Silas 
.arraigned before the-magistrates on a 
false Charge. Those men ought 
to have rejoiced-, .that • • such. . a 

.blessing had come to this.- poor gu-1. 
They-cared-more for their gum - than 

. for: her1 welfare. ■ This as true ot me 
iniquitous -.crowding togetiier - of me- 
poor in* unsanitary -quarters, in our ten- 
ement districts and the negteet of pre; 
cautious for the safety-, of. employees 
in shops and stores. Without any 
chance to defend themselves they 
were stripped and beaten by the angry 
mob and- then remanded to jail, and 
were made fast In stocks in the inner 
prison.

2. Their behavior in jail (v. 25). 
They were praying and singing hymns 
to’-God. It seems quite natural that 
they should ■ pray under such condi­
tions, but to sing hymns under such 
circumstances is astonishing to all who 
have not come into possession of the 
peace of God through Christ. Even 
with their; backs lacerated and smart­
ing,; and feet fast in stocks compelling 
the most painful attitude in the dun­
geon darkness o f the inner prison, 
with a morrow before them filled witli 
extreme uncertainty, their hearts went 
up to Gpd in gratitude.

3. Their deliverance (v. 26).. The 
Lord wrought deliverance by sending 
a great earthquake which opened the 
prison doors and removed ’the chains 
from Ml .-hands/ • - .

II. The Conversion o f the Jailer 
(vv. 27-3-1).

The jailer's sympathy did not go out 
very- far for the prisoners, for after 
they: were made secure he went to 
sleep. Tiie earthquake suddenly, 
aroused him. He w as. about to kill 
■himself,, whereupon Paul assured -him 
that-the prisoners were all safe. This 
was too much for him. What he lmd 
heard -of their preaching and now 
■what-he had experienced caused him 
to come as a- humble inquirer, lifter 
salvation. Paul clearly pointed out 
the way to be saved—“ Believe oh the 
Lord Jesus Christ,” - The word “be­
lieve” means to yield to and fully obey. 
The proof that tturjailer was saved is 
threefold: t

1. Transformation from brutality to 
tenderness.

2. Confession of Christ in baptism.
3. His whole household baptized.
III. The Magistrates Humbled (vv. 

-35-40).
The earthquake. brought fear upon 

the magistrates. They gave leave for 
the prisoners to go, but now they re­
fuse to go, claiming that their rights 
as Roman citizens have been violated, 
and demand a public vindication. Paul 
was willing to suffer for Christ’s sake; 
but he used the occasion to show them 
that persecuting men who preach the 
gospel Is an offense against the law 
of God and man.

IV. Preaching in Thessalonfca (vv. 
17-19).

At Thessalonica he found open 
hearts. He followed his usual, custom 
o f  going first .to the Jew (v. 1). After 
witnessing to" the Jews he went to the; 
Gentiles. Concerning the Christ he 
affirmed: ■ '. ; j

1. “ It behooved Christ to suffer” 
(v. S). No plainer teaching is to be 
found anywhere than-the-suffering of 
Christ (Isa. 53).

2. The resurrection of Christ from 
the dead (v. 3),

3. The kingship of Jesus (v. 7). .
The result of tills preaching was

that- many Greeks, some Jews believed.
V. Preaching in BerCa (vv. 10*15).
His method here was the same as

at Thessalonica. He entered the Jew- 
ish synagogue and preached--Jesus'unto" 
them. The Berea ns received the gos­
pel with .clad hearts. . Two- striking 
■ liincs were said about them: .

3. They received:the message clud'y/.
- 2.•■■They searched-The Scriptures daily 
for tiie truthfulness of their preach­
ing. All noble mimls have :(1) an 
openness to receive the truth; 1(2) a 
balanced hesitancy; (3) a subjection 
to rightful authority.

STORM’S MAJESTY
CAUGHT BY CAMERA

The majestic granduer and the fre­
quently fatal results of a terrific thun­
der and lightening storm are shown in 
“ The Stealers,”  William Christy Ca- 
banne's powerful story o f the human* 
ites, a Robertson-Cole super-special, 
which will begin a  two. day1'run at the 
Best Theatre, beginning Monday, 
Sept. 5th.

Taxes were increased and pripes for 
what they did not produce and- bad to 
buy remaineed at the peak. Wages, 
salaries and most every manufactured 
article continued- at their former high 
level. Manufacturers and dealers still 
claimed for  themselves the privilege 
o f selling at high cost o f production 
plus a war-time profit. The farmer 
growled and suffered. Now many 
dealers and manufacturers are coming 
to realize that they, like the producer, 
must take a loss and avail themselves 
o f the sbme privilege as" the farmer 
took advantage of. 5. e.. to growl. 
Salaries and wages in most cases are 
the last to be. hit bv the leveling pro* 
cess, apd wage workers are grumbling 
and striking while big salary getters 
are -growling and getting their organ­
ized friends, while they are holding to 
their jobs, to pass resolutions against 
salary slicing.

All must stand hitched quietly if 
they can, but stand they must, until 
the leveling process hits all alike and 
is completed.
