. THE Retail Merchants Association, of Santa' Anna, which was 

organized last year for the purpose of protecting the merchants,
' banks and professional men against bad credits and worthless 

checks, has been doing effective work.

During the last twelve months the whole state had a kindj)f 
epidemic of worthless checks. Never before were half so ..many 
"people checking against bank accounts that did not exist. Many 

« of these checks were issued with fraudelent intent, the makers 
knowing they had no funds in the the bank. Of course some ac­
counts were overdrawn through honest mistake and in some in­
stances the check drawer hoped that the bank would honor his 
overdraft. -

The local association instituted the system of having each 
merchant report all worthless checks to the secretary, who, in 
turn, sent a list of these worthless checks to air the members of the 
association, thus putting them on their guard. ’ .

The association has also done much in the way of weeding out 
deadbeats from among those who are worthy of credit. A number 
of these worthless fellows had been in the habit of trading at one 
place until, their .credit was exhausted and then, without paying up 
there,.going to another merchant and starting an account with 
him. Some of them had gone the rounds leaving a trail of unpaid * 
debts behind them.

By swapping information on these 
were able to avoid a lot of bad credit.

On the other hand, those who are really worthy find it easier 
to get credit because o f this exchange of information among the 
merchants. Every man makes his own reputation before the asso­
ciation. If he pays promptly, it will not be long until every mem­
ber of the association knows it. If he doesn't pay at all, the mem­
bers will also know that.

, Every man needs a credit at some time in his life. Most of us 
quite often. Hence, it pays us to keep our credit standing good. 
Some men who always pay them debts injure their credit by not 
paying promptly. If a debt has to be paid, anyway, £why not pay 
it in full the day it is due, or a little before hand?

The inclination of 1’aui 
and his companions was to- tarry in 
the provinces of Asia -preaching the 
word, but.contrary to their inclination 
they were hurried., along..-They might 
have reasoned ''What difference would 
it make as to where we preach, just 
so the Gospel is preached?” Though; 
seemingly small, the question as to 
whether the Gospel should be 
preached among tlie people in the 
East or in the West lias determined 
the entire history of the church. Had 
they preached among the people in 
the East, Christianity would never 
have become worldwide. ..On ■ the ..other, 
hand,: by laying hold upon the Grecian 
intellect and combining with, it the 
push and energy of tlie Romans, it 
became worldwide. In- the guidance 
of the Spirit we Aral Him just as ac­
tive and as faithful in closing doors 

•as in opening them, “Tlie stops as 
well as the-stops of a good man are 

ordered of die Lord.” We ouglit to 
as truly recognize God’s hand in the 
vshut-ins” as ~ well- as in the ■ “open- 
outs,” ‘

II. Called to Macedonia (vv. 9-12).
A vision was given to Paul of a man

from Macedonia pleading for h’elp.. 
This was die solution of the mystery 
of closed doors about them. There is 
a negative and a positive sidd to the 
Spirit’s guidance. If. we will note, 
both we shall be able to determine 
with a surety the proper course of ac­
tion.- In order to : be led aright we 
■must Jpe sure-that we are willing to 
be led, pray definitely for leading, and 
then render willing obedience as fast 
as the ' light comes. ’ As soon as the 
divine way; was known they- rendered 
immediate obedience.
- HI. The First Convert in Europe,
(v v. 13-15). ...

The missionaries went to Philippi. 
The' Jewish element in this city- was 
very insignificant; so much so that 
they could not 'afford a synagogue; 
therefore the: devout people we 
customed to worship at the riv 
To this humble gathering Paul- came 
and preached to the women gathered 
there. A ■ certain woman from Thy- 
atira believed his message, -and was 
baptized. - ’ Lydia was a woman of 
wealth, culture; and- wide experience, 
and yet she had need of Chlrst. The 
steps in Lydia’s conversion are worthy 
of note: * -

1. Attendance at the place mf prayer 
(v. .15). This is the case with most 
people who are saved.

2. Listened to the preaching of the 
word of God (vv. 12-14). The instru­
ment used by ■ the Holy Spirit in the 
conversion of sinners is tlie word of 
God.“ Faith eometh by hearing, and 
hearing by the word of God". (Rom. 
10:17).

3. Her heart was opened by the 
I.oril (v. 14). Regeneration is -a . su­
pernatural-: work. When the- Gosiiel 
is preached the Spirit of God makes 
it living: and active, opening the sin­
ner’s .heart, for the reception of Christ.

4. She was baptized (v. 15). It Is 
natural for tlie one who believes in 
Christ to desire to he baptized..

5...Her household : -also believed 
(v, 15). Thus We see that lier’s was 
a typical conversion. .

IV. A Spirit of Divination Cast Out 
(vv. JO-LS). -

As tlie missionaries went out from 
day to day to the place of prayer they 
wont accosted by a young woman pos­
sessed hy a spirit of divination. She 
was owned by a syndicate pf men who 
derived large gains from her. sooth­
saying.

: j; /The. olt] .proverb, that “ Where there 
jts A.wili; there’s, a way” sounds trite, 
j but /expressed a profound truth. The

AS THE EDITOR SEES IT

While at peace the vise man de­
vises ways and means ■ of perpetuate 
ing peace.

Early in November the wise ones o f 
many nations .of the earth will gather 
together in Washington. They will 
talk peace in an. effort to prevent fur­
ther wars. Disarmament-will be then- 
principal theme.

Japan, : it is stated, will send t two 
hunderd of her ablest statesmen and 
international experts. Apparently 
Japan does not propose to allow any­
thing to be “ put over” on her, if num­
bers and brains can prevent. The 
Japanese delegates will be suave and 
polished while in Washington, but they 
will .be. in ■■deadly ■■■earnest.' N ota word 
or a gesture w ill escape them; It is 
with the-demands of Japan that we of 
America- are most vitally concerned;.
. England.. France,:: Italy, Belgium. 
-China and-, other- --.countries'-.-vil.1:---- send" 
their shrewdest anrl craftiest, of men 
to safeguard their own particular in­
terests.-at. the. meet: Every - sleeve
wil be full of cards ready to be play­
ed at the psychological moment.

It is with men of this stamp and 
calibre that the secretary of state and 
his delegate-aids will be called upon 
to cope, and it is no reflection upon - 
their mentality to state, that their 
strategy will be taxed .to the limit. 
We are assuming, of course, that 
Secretary Hughes will head the Am­
erican delegation.

Undoubtedly, as has- been our cus­
tom in the past, the American cards 
will be laid upon the table, faces up­
ward. But they will hardly be joined 
by cards of other. nations. ■ That is 
hardly to be expected of men who 
have been trained in an atmosphere 
.of secret diplomacy. The American ■ 
delegates will skirmish in the open 
against adversaries who are concealed 
in a. fog of doubt and uncertainty.

Then there is another influence—a 
sinister one—which will harass the 
American delegates, and may eyen at­
tempt to fog the issue among the for- 
eigners.v. Munitions, manufactureres 
and others who profit from warfare 
do not want perpetual peace. Inter­
national financiers of Wall street are 
of this class. If - the conference puts 
an end'to warfare it also puts an end 
to billions upon billions of fat profits 
that would-: otherwise flow into the 
swollen pockets of these fellows. They 
will do their .utmost to prevent a last­
ing peace.

But. they are not the only ones who 
will -“ butt in.”  The woods are full of, 
senators and congressmen and notor- . 
iety : seeking politicians who will be 
button-holing delegates by the whole­
sale. Some will be lobbyists for the 
“ interests”: while others will see in it 
a means for creeping into print. The 
whole gang will be there with bells on.

Again, this is a “ dry” country, and ! 
presumably our frie'nds- from abroad i 
will bring their “ liquid refreshments” - . 
with them. -The--..government could j 
hardly object to this without being; 
discourteous. This puts another teni- :.. 
ptation in the way of our American n 
delegates—-such a temptation.' A 1 
parched throat gets mighty dry, and j 
its owenr will often do very queer > . 
things for “ just a little nip,” When ! 
a fellow is: “ properly mellowed” he is I:

easy to handle, and the “ mellowing” I 
process will undoubtedly be worked to ! 
a finish by the astute gentlemen from j 
over the seas.

Truly,-the American footsteps will 
be beset with both- thorns and roses, 
and it will -require- the wisdom of the 
-ancients to. successfully sidestep them. J

In the meantime : we will read the 
reams of stuff that .-'will be heralded 
broadcast bv the Washington corres­
pondents, and; believe a fourth of what 
we. see. :Even that may be too much.
