MEETING AT TRICKHAM 
To The News:

The writer, closed a two w e e k 's  
meeting with the Baptist church at 
Trickham Monday, which resulted in 
twenty-seven accessions to the church, 
nineteen of -which were by baptism. 
It' was a gracious meeting, and-the 
entire community felt the. uplift.

To the writer the two weeks spent 
there were days that shall never . be 
effaced from memory. It was with 
this ̂ church and community that the 
writer began his work as a boy 
preacher—this church called for his 
ordination to the ministry, and, there­
fore, it was his first pasorate. • The 
chdrch called for his .ordination in the 
summer of 1895, and for two years 
lie served, as an untutored and inex­
perienced boy. The people generally 
without regard to denominational" af­
filiations were then kindly: consider­
ate, and hence through the years the 
ideals to which- he has held nave 
■clustered somewhat around “The old 
free state of Trickham.”  The first 
tame he ever administered the ordi­
nance of baptism was in old Muke- 
water creek, which flows through the 
edge of the town. It was just twenty-, 
five years almost to- an hour from the 
time he. first administered baptism to 
when he stood there a weeek ago 
Sunday afternoon, and saw pastor. A. 
M. Dowell, administer tire ordinace to 
those who received baptism. There 
were but few faces in the community 
that were familiar.' Yet there yvere 
many who were young people then 
that are now citizens of the commun­
ity who'- recalled the days long gone1 
when they were refinded. But, almost 
all the older ones have passed out and 
-gone to their reward or else moved to 
other localities.

But the scenes of the old village 
and the few faces that were familiar 
and the goodly number of new-made 
friends all contribute to make it one 
of the happiest experiences of the 
writer in a long time. Trickham is 
no longer the wild frontier village of 
former days, but a community with 
fine educational advantages for a 
community its size, and with excellent 
moral and religious life. . The; writer 
leaves the splendid people there after 
this second short sojourn, with the 
same delightful memories he has al­
ways had. concerning them through 
the years. Pastor Dowell is a fine 
yoke-fellow.

CROWDING AND HEALTH
An interesting showing of the ef­

fect of population congestion upon 
health was recehtly made in Birming­
ham, England. -It was found that in 
its central districts, where population 
averaged. 83 per. acre, the death rate 
was-17 per 1000, And in the suburbs 
of the same city, where population 
averaged: 5 per acre, the death rate 
wasr only .9 per 1000. .

Illustrations like this could be mul­
tiplied, and- they indicate how much 
better off the people are in a city like 
Santa Anna where there is plenty of 
room, than they are in a / crowded 
metropolitan center. ; They also show 
how desirable it is in house building,
