Inagmuch &g nearly 900 cas-
eg of typhug. fever have already
been . reported - in Texas - this
yeoayr; Dt Geo, W, Cox, State
Health - Officer, s urging full
caoperation from all communi-
iles whether large or small in
& campalgn - o exterminote
rats. and . thus . control the in~
creasing - prevalence of typhus.

“It must  be kept In mind
that the rat acts as g reservoir
of ‘the. typhug germ [and . the
rat flea is the means by which
the type of  typhus found. in
Texas is transmitted to . -man.
Rats are lable to travel -many
miles- from. one - community. to
ancther, and it is’ therefore ob-
yious,” Dr. Cox sald, “that it
will -be necessary to make the
rat extermination T program
cover -the entire state”

Dr. Cox has recommended a

four-point - extermination. ' pro-
gram in addition to the already
widely - used . poisoning -~ cam-
paigns, ‘which he believes, will
asdure:
typhus -control. - This . program
includes: . first, making food” jn-
accessible to rodents through
proper. -garbage - collection “and
disposal; " second,
