Nation-Wide Teacher Shortage
In spite of a slight im provem ent w ith­

in the last year in the supply of teach­
ers, a serious nationwide shortage still 
exists. This is shown bv' a recent su r­
vey conducted in all parts of the coun­
try.

The recent increase in pay for teach­
ers that was general throughout the 
country was not sufficient to. attract 
able teachers. Already this pay increase 

Is been more than offset by. the in- 
reasc in cost of living.

The survey disclosed that 110,000 
teachers, or about one in eight now 
employed, are serving on. sub-standard 
or emergency certificates. This means 
th a t the 3,000.000 children they leach 
m ay not be receiving adequate educa­
tional instruction.

Fossil remains recovered deep un ­
der  the West Texas ’plains by oil drill­
ers unay lead to the; discovery of the 
oiigm of petioleum  deposits. Dr. Nor-, 
man D Newell, noted geologist <>i Co- 
lurnbia IJniversiiy, New York, told the 

‘Geological Soejefy of - Amterica t h a t ' 
inoie than 1 000 000 fossils of the I-V>r- 
niian Age have been collected, princi­
pally from the Perm ian Basin of West 
Texas. “These fossils,” Dr. Newell said, 
“give a surprisingly accurate picture3 
of sea life during the Perm ian Age.” 
The fossils include thousands of sheli- 
elad anim al forms, lish, sharks and oth­
er forms of anim al life in tha t far-off 
time. S tudy of these fossils is expected 
lo reveal m any heretofore unexplained 
things and may even disclose the source 
of petroleum now trapped in the locks 
and reefs deposited on the bottom of 
the great Perm ian Sea tha t covered 
most of the South Plains area.
