E"!i'rJEXAS’ has nearly 2,000.000 cows 

jj giving jnilk, including dairy herds 
J'’ and cows kept on farms ■ for milk­

ing purposes. Value of these cows is 
estimated at more than $120,000,000.

Texas ranks third among all fee 
States in the dairy industry, with an 
annual income of about $100,000,000. 
Only Wisconsin’and Minnesota outrank 
Texas in the value of dairy product.';.

Dairying in Texas 'became an im­
portant industry about 1.923. Growth 
was’not so fast until a few years later, 
when large milk processing plants were 
established and farmers found a ready 
cash market close at hand for their 
milk and cream. Govermcent farm 
policies inaugurated in 1033 also helped 
dairying. The industry then made rapid 
growth until World War II brought 
discouraging conditions. Ffigh feed and 
labor, costs tended to halt the growth 
during war years, and these cost fac­
tors still plague dairy fanners.

228 Precesring Plants -
The first milk processing plant came 

to Texas in . 1023 and - by 1939 there 
were 228 such plants operating in. the-

slightly, lower bultcrfat content .than 
the Jerseys. Guernseys are proving , 
popular in Texas and their number is 
increasing. In third place in numbers 
now, it is predicted that the Gueroi 
seys may soon rank with Jerseys in 
number. ■

These three leading breeds of dairy 
cattle have shown they can withstand 
Texas weather. All three breeds are 
hardy. They thrive on the leads avail­
able in the State for dairy bards.’

Milk processing plants have bean u 
strong factor in developing the dairy

The high­
est priced Guernsey bull over 
sold in this country brought 
*45.000 in 1947. The highest 
priced Guernsey cow was sold 
in '193i  for $25,000..

Cabell’s Guernsey Herd
Cabell's Dairy 10 miles north-. 

wo*1 of Dallas maintains a herd 
of 100 registered Guernseys. 
This herd is regarded as the out­
standing Guernsey, herd in Dal­
las county.. Ben Cabell, head of 
this dairy', says the Guernsey 
has proved as hardy as any oth­
er breed of dairy cattle. The 
cows rank with the Jersey in 
milk production. The milk, is 
yellower and richer in piirteral 
content. The milk has' almost 
the same butterfat content as 
the Jersey.

Fred Madden of Dallas, Texas 
field man for the Guernsey Club 
of America, says many dairy 
owners in Texas are turning to 
Guernseys. In a few years, if 
the Guernseys continue to grow 
in popularity, their number may 
exceed all other dairy breeds in 
the State.
