Plans of the - W estern .Powers .to 
establish the Western German Re­
public are near s u c c e a s .  The 
W estern Powers —  United States, 
G reat B rita in  and France — have 
completed the "occupation statute" 
for Western Germany after many- 
months of disagreement. This statute 
establishes the relationship between 
the Western Allies and the new Ger­
man State.

A nother document m ust bs w rit­
ten before the German Republic can 
bs set up. That document is s  Con­
stitution. Since September, German 
politicians p.t Bonn have been at 
w ork trying to agree on a document 
acceptable to themselves and to the 
W estern Powers. Differences :hav<t; 
been resolved and an acceptable 
constitution ia in the making.

Under the “occpation statute,” the 
new W estern . - German. Republic.: 
would have “full legislative, execu­
tive .and -judicial' ■powers”—-subject 
to m ajor limitations. The Western 
Pow ers reserve for themselves pow­
er in these fields, among others: 
Disarmament, scientific research, 
civil aviation, control of the Ruhr, 
'foreign affairs and foreign trade and 
exchange.

In negotiations w ith Germans over 
the proposed Western German l'to- 
public, the Western Powers recently 
hove encountered a new and politi­
cally conscious people. The Ger­
mans no .longer are the. helpless 
w ards of the iwartinie victors, but a 
people who have regained their na­
tional identity and are conscious of 
the political and econnomic influ­
ence /Which W estern-Germany can . 
exert upon Europe.

Texas—-firs.t as. a. Province of Mex­
ico, then as anv.lhdepe'iident Repub­
lic, and finally as a State of the Unit­
ed, States—-has had eleven capitals,

‘ Each capita!flourished with the gov­
ernm ent of its period, usually chang­
ing location for political reasons. .

Where was the first capital of Tex- ■ 
as located? -

To answer this question correct­
ly, one must know which period of 
Texas history Is included—whether 
i t  is Texas as a Mexican province, 
Texas as a Republic, or Texas ar: a 
Btete of the Union.

West Columbia in B>'iiy.onu coun­
ty  was the first capital of the Re­
public of Texas. It functioned from 
October, 1836, until April, 1837, dur­
ing which time Sam Houston was 
inaugurated, as the Republic’s first 
president.
- Austin- in Travis county was, the 
first capital of the State of Texas.

- The United States- annexed Texas in 
. 1845 w tih J. Pinckney Henderson as

the first governor.

Eleven Texas Capitals -

Here are the 11 capitals of Texas 
In . the order of their- existence: 
Saltillo, Monciova, San Felipe de 
Austin, Harrisburg, Galveston, -Vel­
asco, West Columbia, Houston, Aus­
tin, Washington-on-the-Brazos,- and 
finally Austin again.

The Mexican Republic united Coa- 
iiulia and Texas in 1824 and estab­
lished Saltillo' as the capital with a 

Jk |joverno£ in San Antonio. Moclova, 
in  the summer .of 1934, declared it­
self the capital of Texas as the result 
of a quarrel with Saltillo.

Still under the domination, of 
Mexico, the territory of Texas had

- Its capital in 1834 at San Felipe de 
Austin. At this place, a constitu-

■-nation was drawn up by Austin’s 
colony and presented to the Mexican 

. government. .The. capital moved in. 
1836 to H arrisburg due to strained 
gelations w ith Mexico. President 
Burnet of the Provisional Texas gov-

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eminent stayed there with his cabi­
net.’ . , ■

In this same year (1838), Burnet 
was forced to move to the settle­
ment at Galveston. At Galveston 
news was received of the victory at 
San Jacinto and -president Burnet 
then moved to . Valasco to sign a 
treaty with the captive Mexican gen­
eral, Santa Anna. From Valasco, 
the capital moved to West Columbia.

Hogs Rooted Out Capital

Even though West Columbia (then 
called Columbia) was chosen as a 
perm anent site for - the capital, 
Josiah H. Bell, the man who had 
granted the land to the Republic,

the Mexicans in 1842, the center of 
government was transferred to 
Washingfon-ou-the-Brazos. U n t i 1 
1844, Washington-on-the-Brazos was 
-the capital of the -Republic, of Texas.

. Move lock  to Austin
Once again Austin was. made the 

capital— this time for good—-in 1844,
- when the seat of government was re­
established there with Anson Jones 
serving aa the last president of the 
Republic of Texas.

Today, as a direct result of Josiah 
H. Bell’s red hog business. West 
Columbia has 86,537 fewer people 
than Austin. But West Columbia is 
just as important ns Austin in a his­
torical ami pnb’iobi- sense.

The old capital building at West 
Columbia was destroyed by the hur- 
ricance of 1900" and rebuilt soon af­
terwards, but the little frame -build-'

refused to have the capital stay on 
his farm. Bell realized that a city 
would soon spring up and that a city 
would ru in  his-red hog business. So 
the capital -was forced to move to 
Houston in 1837 where it stayed for 
th ree .y ea rs .. ■ - !

When Sam Houston’s ’ term  as 
president expired in 1838, Lamar 
took his place . and transferred the 
capital to the village of Waterloo. 
This village was re-named Austin in 
honor of the Father of Texas.

'Stamp collections look best w h en . 
the stamps look fresh and it is often 
hard to remove a stamp from an 
envelope so that it is not curled and

vanced collectors, to remove -stamps 
from covers i s ' by means of damp 
blotters. The process Is simple and 
there is small risk of damage to the 
stamp.

Take a piece of thick blotting pa­
per and dampen it. P lace 'll flat on 
a table and put the: envelope so that 
the reverse side faces the blotter. 
The stamp Itself is not to come in 
contact, with the blotter but is upper­

Cover the stamp w ith some light 
article free of dust or dirt, butafcsuf-- 
ficient weight to hold the envelope 
|n  place while the moisture from- the 
blotter dam pens.the .envelope. -This 
article prevent:; the. stamp from curl­
ing. at the edges and corners when 
the moisture reaches it.

After 15 to 20 minute::, remove 
the covering and She stamp will peel 
off easily. If the stamp does not 
p-aei freely, dampen the blotter and 
repeat the process. This process 
also prevents fading in certain for­
eign stamps which are not printed 
with waterproof Ink.

This means, he infers, that 
ins-tit!e which Texas cJaiun.s to the 
submerged lands along its , coast is 
not a valid title; ttiat the United 
States lias a paramount claim on 
this land and the mineral deposits 
that underlie it.

In the California case, the Su­
preme -Court held that the Federal 
Government has paramount claim 
on all mineral deposits that under­
lie submerged lands dong the coast 
from  low w ater m ark.
