Texas Farmers Union 
President Mike Moeller 
warned peanut producers in 
the state a move is underway 
in congress to destroy the 
peanut price support pro-
gram. Amendments to the 
1981 Farm Bill proposed by 
Congressman Peter Peyser 
of New York and Senator 
Richard Lugar of Indiana 
"are threats not just to the 
peanut program in this coun-
try, but to the entire farm 
price support program as 
well," Moeller stated. 

Peyser and Lugar went to 
offer changes in the bill for 
peanuts which in l'eyser's 
words "begin to remove the 
price support system for this 
commodity" as stated in the 
Congressional Record of 
June 15. "With congress 
caught up in the budget cut-
ting hysteria, there is a good 
chance an amendment like 
this could be adopted," 
Moeller remarked. 

According to Moeller, 
critics of the commodity pro-
grams in congress are using 
arguments of costs savings 
to the government if the pro-
grams are reduced and a • 
savings to the consumer on 
prices at the shelf. "What 
will really happen when this 
so called free market ap-
proach is adopted is that 
many peanut farmers will be 
forced out of business

KOKOMO NEWS

NEW ORLEANS ( AP) — The government doesn't have to 
pay storage or other expenses for farmers' cooperatives run 
under the federal price support program, the 5th U.S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals ruled Tuesday. 

The ruling came in a case brought against the U.S. De-
partment of Avyiculture by Texas peanut farmers who be-
long to the Southwestern Peanut Growers Association. 

The farmers hat: challenged a 1973 USDA order directing 
the association to deduct estimated storage, handling and in-
spection costs from the amount paid to farmers on delivery 
of their peanuts. 

As a resells. pyments to farmers were reduced. Instead of 
receiving 7S percent 75 percent of the so-called "parity" 
price that government paid the cooperative, farmers col-
lected about 71.6 percent of parity. 

The farmers sued to make the government pay them the 
difference between 'hose amounts during the years between 
1973 and 1577. when Congress passed a law forbidding deduc-
tion of such costs. 

The 5th Circuit upheld a decision by a federal judge in 
Texas. who said that the cooperative acted 	the peanut 
farniers' agent and the law was czrried out so long as the 
association was paid the federal minimum price.

We Americans have

An energ option we need 
to exercise is the use of coal to gener-
ate electricity. Ir makes sense: Coal is 
our most abundant fuel with known 
reserves that will last more than 3cC' 
years at present rates of consumption;

our petroleum imports. 

The largest obstacle to 
our continued development of this 
necessary resource is over-:ealous 

government regulation. By imposing 
unnecessary measures this unrealistic 
oier-regulation slows our progress, 
increases the cost of your electricity, 
and does little or nothing to protect 
the environment.
