In last weeks article, I discussed
the 2 part Medicare System and who
was eligible.  This article will
concentrate on the Part A Hospitali-
zation benefits.

Anyone can get Hospitalization
benefits if you are 65 or older and are
eligible for any type of monthly
social security or railroad retirement
benefit. You qualify if you have
sufficient covered employment to be
eligible for monthly retirement bene-
fits even if you do not receive them
because you are still working. Also
eligible are age-6S-or-over spouses
of persons who are insured. Age-65-
or-over widows or widowers of
deceased retirees or of deceased
insured workers are also eligible if
the worker was covered long enough
at time of death to have met certain
eligibility requirements.

You should apply for your Medi-
care card at your local Social Security
office about 3 months before you
become 65. Even though you cannot
draw retirement benefits because
you are still working, you should
apply for Hospital Insurance. If you
don’t and are hospitalized, you can
still receive benefits if you apply
within one year, but payment may
take some time. \

If you did not contribute during
your employment years to the Social
Security fund you may elect to
purchase Hospital Insurance cover-
age by paying a substantial premi-
um. The premium changes every
year but for 1986 it will be $214.00
per month if you enroll at the earliest
possible time.

In addition to the basic benefits for
inpatient Hospital care, Hospital
insurance provides benefits for skill-
ed nursing facility care, home health
services, and hospice care. You
must pay part of the costs if you
receive covered services. Many
people carry additional private in-
surance-Medicare supplement poli-
cies-to cover some or all of the costs
Medicare doesn’t cover.

The amount you have to pay
changes from year to year, depend-
ing on increases in the average cost
of a day of hospitalization. The
following description is based on
1986 amounts, which will increase in

1987. .In no.event will you have to.

pay more than the actual charges.

initial deductible of $492.00 (an
increase from 400.00 for 1985). After
that, for the next 60 days you will pay
nothing more (except for ‘‘luxury”’
items such as private rooms, TV's
and other things not essential to
good care). If you are admitted
again within 60 days after being
discharged from the hospital or
skilled” nursing facility, this repre-
sents a single benefit period, and
you do not have to pay another initial
deductible. However the hospital
days in both periods count toward
the 60 day maximum,

After 60 days of hospital care in a
benefit period, you can get an
additional 30 days of care, but you
must pay $123.00 a day. After 90
days of hospital care, you may draw
on your ‘‘lifetime reserve’’ of 60
days. For each day used, you must
pay $246.00 a day. It is up to you
whether you want to use these
reserve days or save them. Once
used, the reserve days are not
replenished.

1985 Crep Year
Insurance Period
Ends December 31

December 31 ends the 1985 crop
year insurance period for peanuts
grown in Eastland, Texas and in-
sured by the federal crop insurance
corporation (FCIC), or by a private
company reinsured by FCIC, accord-
ing to Ardell Kalmbach, a repre-
sentative for the federal crop insur-
ance corporation.

“*Any notice of loss must be given
no later than 30 days after total
destruction of the unit, completiton
of Harvest, or December 31, which-
ever occurs earlier,”’ according to
Kalmbach.

The producer who anticipates a
claim should notify his or her crop
insurance agent immediately.

“Under the terms of the policy,
any acreage on which harvest will
not be completed must be left intact
until an inspection is made. Any
claim for indemnity mayu be rejected
if these loss reporitng requirements
are not met,”” Kalmbach stated.
